Mike Shafer reported that he would be phasing out the old brand of rollers on the machines and would be phasing in a new brand of rollers.

Chute Canyon Road, Blacktail Road, Old Canyon Road, Buster Brown Road and several more County roads are all iced up.  Two calls have been received regarding Buster Brown Road.  The Crews will blade the ice off the roads including Buster Brown Road.  On Saturday Mike worked 8 to 9 hours to keep the water off on Old Canyon Road.  

The Carrigan Lane detour is partially completed.  The Montana Department of Transportation (MDT) will give the County six or seven jersey rails for this project if the County will let MDT stockpile sand at the Glen canister site.  The Commissioners will send a letter to MDT allowing the stock piling of gravel at the Glen canister site.  Commissioner Rice said that he has received a lot of calls about flats in this detour area.  Mike Shafer said that the material used for this detour was not fractured rock.  The crew will blade the area again before the rails are installed.

For the next two months, the County will rent a mower by the hour from John Deere.  Cody Bernard from Lima will be hired as a temporary employee to haul gravel.

Mike will order the pipe and guardrail by March 15 for the projects this spring and summer.  The budgets for these materials are in good shape. 

Tomorrow gravel will be hauled to Stonehouse Road and then to Anderson Lane.

Jim reported that the constructions companies are looking at starting construction of the bridges on January 18.

The Commissioners and Jim reviewed plans of Monaco property as it pertains to the Blacktail Deer Creek project.  The Monaco’s will give an easement if the following are done.

1. The City approves construction of a new house,

2. Three sheds are torn down, which will cost a total of $6,000 and one shed replaced with a new $3,000 shed.

3. The tax assessment reduced because the project consumes part of the lot.

4. The placement of mature trees.  

5. The reimbursement of land for $9,000


The Monaco’s have been told numerous times that they would have to apply to the City and to the Department of Revenue.  The County would back the Monaco’s applications.  Tree replacement is already part of the plans.  

Northwest Energy is working on moving its lines, but Qwest does not have its lines relocated.

Jim has received the summary of the bridge inspections, but he has not had time to review it.  Commissioner Haugland said that the bridge over the slough channel on Trapper Creek needs to replaced because the west wing wall is washing out.  Jim will do an inspection of this bridge.  The County will also ask MDT to re-inspect the Rock Creek Bridge.

The problems with the Forrester’s headgate were discussed. 

Sheriff’s Office Update:

Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  Jay has contacted MACo about allowing him the discretion to transfer longevity for new deputies from other entities, i.e. military service.  MACo has told Jay he could not do this because there is nothing in the State law that allows it.  Jay will talk to the County Attorney about this matter.

Jay distributed copies of an FY2010 agreement for supplemental funding for the DUI Task Force. Jay will be advertising an RFP for this position and he will obtain the requirements for independent contractors from the Financial Administrator.  The funding for this program is through the Department of Transportation.

There was discussion on a game warden’s authority with DUI’s.  If the warden has determined that the person was intoxicated, the warden can hold a person for a reasonable amount of time until local law enforcement gets there or Jay can deputize a warden so that the person can be ticketed.

Jay informed the Commissioners that a lot of arrests were made during the New Year’s celebration.
