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January 12, 2009, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, January 12, 2009 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Commissioner McGinley was attending a Loss Control Conference in Helena.
Minutes:

The minutes of the January 5, 2009 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Chairman Rice seconded that the minutes of the January 5, 2009 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Road Department Update:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer joined the meeting and submitted the Road Department Report for January 4 – 10, 2009:

DILLON AREA

· Plowed snow with a truck on the following Roads:  Elkhorn Scenic Byway and Bannack Bench, Wise River side on Scenic Byway and all local paved roads.

· Plowed snow with a grader on the following roads and lanes: Bannack Pass, Bloody Dick, Small Horn, Scenic Byway, Clark Creek, Old Canyon and the forest service road to the ski hill.

· Removed ice from the following roads and lanes: Beaverhead, Antelope, Buffalo, Laknar, Meadowlark, Clayton, Grant, Fern, Bryce, Mountain View North and South. 

· Looked at a used backhoe in Belgrade for purchase.

· Yard maintenance and equipment cleaning.

· Hauled rock for stockpile from the Small Horn Gravel Pit to Dillon.

· Road checked Dillon, Horse Prairie, Grasshopper and Glen area roads. 

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Plowed snow on the following roads and lanes:  South Valley, Stibal, North Valley, Big Sheep Creek, Sage Creek and Ruby Divide (for Duffner’s cows).

· Removed ice off of Big Sheep Creek Road.

· Cattleguard wings on Little Sheep Creek Road.

· Road checked Lima and Dell area roads 

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Clean up the snow on the Wisdom streets.

· Hauled sand to hills on Skinner Meadows and Steel Creek Roads.

· Plowed snow on the following roads:  Scenic Byway on Wise River side, Schoolhouse, Wise River, Gibbonsville, Upper North Fork, Rock Creek, Twin Lakes, River, Steel Creek and the Wisdom dump container site.

· Moved equipment from Wisdom to Wise River.

· Put snow ridges on Skinner Meadows Road.

· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom Roads.

· Equipment service and repair.  Yard clean up.

Earl Myers wants to purchase the old garage at Monida that is in the County’s right-of-way.  Earl wants to talk to Chairman Rice about this matter.

There was discussion about purchasing dump trucks.  The County will purchase one used truck at this time and then will call for bids for two more used dump trucks.

There was discussion about the purchase of cattleguards.  Mike will purchase them all together to save on freight.  Barretts Minerals owes the County for a cattleguard that it has ruined.  Another option to purchasing new cattleguards is to purchase used highway cattleguards from Gilman Construction.  These cattleguards would be cheaper then new ones.  Mike will research this matter.

George Freeze from Gilman Construction is going to check the paper work on the Grant gravel pit to see if the reclamation of the pit has been transferred to the County. The reclamation on the landfill gravel pit will be completed today.  It will be seeded this spring except for the area where the gravel sets.  The County has eight years to move this gravel.

There is a little work that needs to be done on the Highway 278 pit at Holland’s. Mike thinks the DEQ process has been transferred to the County.  The County will also use cable from Gilman Construction to tie the bridge ends together for the Upper and Lower North Fork Bridge and the Little Lake Creek Bridge projects.

There was a near miss with a school bus when it turned around on Mountain View North and South.  BCHS Bus Supervisor is working with David Webster to lease a spot of ground to create a turnaround for the bus.  This new turnaround will probably need 3 or 4 loads of gravel.

The electrical system at the Harrison sand shed is broken.  A new underground line will be installed this spring.

Next week the willows on Big Sheep Creek will be mowed. A tractor will be rented to pull the mower.

Normont has a 10 to 12 year old used broom for $2,700 and a new 8-foot angled broom for $5,800.  Either of these brooms can be adapted to the graders.  Commissioner Haugland recommended that a new broom be purchased instead of a used one.

The snowplow at the Dillon Airport has been fixed.  The Road Department loaned the Airport $1,500 worth of blades for the plow.  Mike will order another set and charge it to the Airport.

Blacktop will be needed for this summer. Mike asked the Commissioners to think if they want to hire someone to make it a tanker load or to just purchase blacktop and then haul it.    

Mike will purchase the magchloride mix for Ten Mile Road, the Cemetery Hill and for Laknar Lane which all are County obligations.  Barretts Minerals pays for the magchloride for Nissen Lane and Stone Creek Road.    There is enough money in the Lemhi Pass project fund to magchloride Lemhi Pass at a reduced application rate.

There was discussion regarding the Laknar Lane bike path.  Mike would prefer if the bike path were on the east side of Laknar instead of the west side because the bridge was set up to have the path on the east side.  Options of overlays for the path were discussed.  

Devers Construction will be working on an Anderson Lane approach and will be borrowing signs from the County when the work is being done.  The County is paying for all the work that will be done on the north side of the lane.  When ready, Devers Construction will call Mike to look at the work. 

More gravel needs to be dozed up at the Matador Gravel Pit in the Centennial and the reclamation needs to be finished.  The County will probably hire a contractor that already has work in the area.

The County will be working on Cross Lane in the Grant area for the next three weeks or so and Mike feels that would be a good time for some of the “junk” around Grant to be removed.  Chairman Rice will talk to County Attorney Jed Fitch about this matter.  The situation with Town of Grant has still not been resolved.

The Lovell Road project was discussed. Mike and Chairman Rice will do an inspection of this Road.

Sheriff’s Office Update:

Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  Deputy Kessel is in his second week of basic law enforcement training in Helena.  Brad Rose is in his first week of a three-week detention training.

Caley Estel was hired as the new dispatcher.  Caley has dispatched for the County in the past.

The County has a few juveniles at RYO and another juvenile was taken to Billings. Jay feels that this juvenile will be committed to Miles City.

Fifty-seven percent of the Jail’s food budget has been spent.  The budget was calculated on nine prisoners per day per year.

Jay signed a contract to purchase a used 2008 Crown Victory police package car with 2,000 miles for $18,500.

The 911 budget is in good shape.  The telephone expenditure is over because of E911, Phase 2 – wireless.   

County Attorney’s Office Update:

County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting.  Jed has answered questions for the Wise River Community Club.  The Club owns the Community Hall and the Wise River Women’s Association owns the land.  The Club does have a small liability policy and everyone using the hall has to sign a waiver.  Jed told the members that he was not giving them legal advice and to check with their own lawyer.

The Benson Road project was discussed.  

Chairman Rice explained about that County Road crew is doing work in the Grant area and this would be a good opportunity pick up the “junk” in the area.  The crew can only clean the County’s rights-of-way and this matter has never been resolved.

Other Business
Road Secretary Jamie Hoklin joined the meeting and gave a summary of her two-day class on grants.  The class was $35 dollars and was held at Montana Tech.  There were 40 participants.  Jamie received a lot of good information and felt it was money well spent. 

Lunch Recess:
Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. the meeting was reconvened with Commissioner Haugland and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

Action on Resolution Declaring the Existence of Laknar Lane as a County Road and Specifically Describing the Same:

Craig Simons and Jerry Hunter joined the meeting.    Chairman Rice explained that the County has submitted a CTEP grant application for funds to construct a bike path along Laknar Lane. One of the CTEP requirements is that the County had to prove that Laknar Lane was a County road. There is only documentation showing that the section of road from the intersection of Laknar Lane and Highway 41 to the bridge is a County road and documentation showing that the section of road from Webster Lane to Lost Trail Lane is a County road.  There is not documentation that the section from the bridge to Webster Lane is a County road.    Adopting this resolution will make all of Laknar Lane a County road.  The road itself is the actual monument and 30 feet from either side of the centerline is the County right-of-way.  Adopting this Resolution will not change anything that is on the ground.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Chairman Rice seconded that Resolution 2009-04 - A Resolution Declaring the Existence of Laknar Lane as a County Road and Specifically Describing the Same be adopted.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.
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Corey Biggers of the Montana Mountain Bike Alliance – Companion Land Designation for Lionhead:

The following people joined the meeting:  Greg Beardslee, Chad Devall, Citizens for Better Use representative Kerry White, Montana Mountain Bike Alliance representatives Corey and Jeannie Biggers, Beaverhead Development Corporation representative J.S. Turner, and KDBM Reporter Tom McKnight.

Corey and Jeanie gave a power point presentation on the proposed Lionhead National Protection Area and distributed hardcopies of the presentation.  (For more detail information refer to the recording of this meeting.)  After the presentation and discussion, Corey asked the Commissioners for a letter of support for this proposal.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Chairman Rice seconded that a letter of support for the proposed Lionhead National Protection Area be written.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











It was proposed to the Commissioners that Beaverhead and Madison Counties form a committee and write a proposal to counter the Partnership Strategy proposal.

Kerry White submitted a handout entitled “The Coordination Mandate – Bringing Control Back Home”.  Discussion ensued.  

News Media:

Chairman Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the January 4 - 10, 2009 invoices for a total of $105,291.38. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.

Public Comment on Subjects Under County Jurisdiction

No public comments were expressed.

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A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE EXISTENCE OF LAKNAR LANE
AS A COUNTY ROAD AND SPECIFICALLY DESCRIBING THE SAME

WHEREAS, the statutes of the State of Montana vest the Board of Commissioners with
the authority and responsibility regarding roads and bridges, that are generally found in
Title 7, Chapter 14, Montana Code Annotated; and

WHEREAS, the Board is aware that a road exists in Beaverhead County, known as the
“Laknar Lane” being more specifically described as follows:

WHEREAS, a Certified Surveyor's Centerline Survey Legal Description prepared by
Anderson Engineering, Inc., Registered Engineers & Land Surveyors, is attached hereto
and by this reference is incorporated; and

WHEREAS, the Board finds that some portions of the foregoing described road have
been the subject of petitions or grants of easement or other grants otherwise conveying
a right-of-way to the County that were previously filed and that some portions have not
been the subject of road petitions or grants. As a consequence it appears that all
portions of the road have not previously been declared a county road; and

WHEREAS, the foregoing described road has been laid out, constructed and
maintained with state or county funds, and it appears that persons using such road have
long been under the belief that the entire length of such road is a county road and
dedicated to the public use; and

WHEREAS, the use and location of the road as described herein appears to be in a
manner that will be most compatible with the greatest public good and the least private
injury,

and

WHEREAS, the 1999 Montana Legislature enacted § 7-14-2101 (3), MCA to allow local
governments to address roads such as that described herein that requires a public
hearing after which the board has discretion to declare such to be a county road; and

WHEREAS, § 7-14-2606, MCA requires the surveyor to file the field notes of the road
survey with the County Clerk and Recorder and the Board finds that the legal
description set forth herein together with the attached survey when should be filed with
the Clerk and Recorder to satisfy this provision; and

WHEREAS, § 7-14-2613, MCA requires the County Clerk to give notice to the district
supervisor (s) of the opening, establishment construction, changed, abandoned or
discontinued road with a certified copy of the order of the Board. The Board finds there
are no Road or Rural Improvement Districts associated with the road described herein
and, therefore, no notice is necessary.

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners, after due notice, held a public hearing on
January 5, 2009 to solicit public input as to the advisability of declaring the foregoing
described road to be a county road, and after receiving such input, the board believes
that to declare such to be a county road would be in the public interest;
