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January 14, 2008, Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on January 14, 2008, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
The minutes of the January 7, 2008 meeting were read and the following motion was made:


MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded that the minutes of the January 7, 2008 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.


Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Report for January 6 – 12, 2008.


Dillon Area

· Bannack Pass, Bannack Road, and the Elkhorn side of the Pioneer Mountains Scenic Byway were plowed and sanded.

· Lemhi Pass Road, Brenner Lane, and Bannack Pass  were plowed with a grader.

· Eliason Lane and Nissen Lane were bladed.

· Gravel was hauled to Eliason Lane.

· A new deck was put on trailer #2014.

· A “5 ton Load Limit” sign was installed on Old Stage Road for Bridge #023-D.

· Equipment was moved from Belgrade to Dillon

· Gravel was screened at Old Landfill Gravel Pit 101.

· Dillon and Horse Prairie area roads were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Lima Area
· The South Valley Road, Lima Dam Road, the road from Lima to Kidd and all area roads were plowed.

· Gravel was hauled to Eliason Lane and to the County shop in Dillon.

· South Valley Road, and Lima and Dell area roads were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Wisdom Area

· Upper and Lower North Fork Roads, Bender Creek Road, Big Swamp Creek Road, Little Lake creek road, Skinner Meadows Road, River Road, Rock Creek Road, Twin Lakes road, Miner Lake Road, Big Lake Creek Road, and the Wise River side of the scenic Byway were plowed.

· Cattleguard winds were constructed.

· Wisdom area roads were checked.

· Fence repair was done along Little Lake Creek Road.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.
On Wednesday, February 27, 2008 at 7 p.m. in the Commissioners’ room there will be a public scoping meeting for the Blacktail Deer Creek Project.  The consultant will be sending letters to all people living along the Creek.  An ad for this meeting will published three times in The Dillon Tribune and also in the Dillionite Daily.

As a result of last Friday’s meeting with the Forest Service about the grooming of the Scenic Byway, Richard will draft a resolution giving the Forest Service the authority for managing the winter travel on the Byway.  When the draft is complete it will be sent to the Forest Service for comment.  Richard left the meeting.

John Hawkins joined the meeting and the status of the lease agreement between the County and the Dillon Rifle and Gun Club was discussed.  John left the meeting and returned later with the lease.  Commissioner Haugland signed the agreement and John was given a copy.  John paid the 2008, lease payment and left the meeting.

County Attorney Marv McCann joined the meeting.  A meeting between Marv, Chairman Rice, Airport Board Chairman George Warner, and Secretary Patti Odasz was set for Wednesday, January 16, 2008, at 1:00 p.m. in the Commissioners’ room.

Marv informed the Commissioners that his Secretary is resigning, but he has not received a written resignation yet.  As soon as he does he will advertise the position.

At the Commissioners request Sanitarian Larry Laknar joined the meeting.  Larry was asked if he would take pictures of the Ed Scott property in Wise River.  Larry said he would and then left the meeting.

After discussion about some litigation Marv left the meeting.

Rayann Sutton joined the meeting.  At this time the Commissioners took action on the request from the Community Youth Initiative Board for CTEP funding.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that County submit the Community Youth Initiative walking path as a CTEP project.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











A letter will be written to the CTEP program state administrator informing him that Beaverhead County will be submitting two priority projects:  The Lima Town Park Enhancement Project and the Community Youth Initiative walking path.  A copy of this letter will be sent to J.S. Turner and to Lisa Wheeler at Headwaters RC&D.  Rayann left the meeting.

Russ Sigman, Clyde Thompson, and Al Lawson have submitted applications for the two open positions on the Fair Commission.  Discussion ensued and the following motion was made:

Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded that Russ Sigman be reappointed to the Fair Commission with his term to expire December 31, 2010 and that Clyde Thompson be appointed to the Fair Commission with his term to expire December 31, 2010.












John Maki and Ruby Montie have submitted applications for the open position on the Museum Board.  Discussion ensued and the following motion was made:

Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that John Maki be appointed to the Museum Board with his term to expire December 31, 2010. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously. 












Debby Keller has given a verbal request to be appointed to the Weed Board.  The following motion was made:

Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that Debby Keller be appointed to the Weed Board with her term to expire December 31, 2008.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.












The Commissioners reviewed the Resolution to Adopt Mileage Rates and the following motion was made:

Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded that the Resolution to Adopt Mileage Rates be approved. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

RESOLUTION TO ADOPT MILEAGE RATES

It is hereby resolved that effective January 1, 2008 the Beaverhead
County Commissioners adopt the mileage rate of 50.5 ¢ per mile for the first
1,000 miles of travel within each month and the rate of 45.5¢ per mile for mileage
over 1,000 miles.

County Attorney Marv McCann joined the meeting.  The Commissioners and Marv reviewed a petition to establish Coyote Creek Road.  There was discussion that the BLM, a landowner affected by this petition, is not listed on the petition and that the route should be described better.  Marv recommended that the Commissioners reject the petition as incomplete.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the petition to establish Coyote Creek Road be denied because it is incomplete.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Marv also suggested that perhaps a map showing the location of the road should also be attached to the petition.


Chairman Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.


The Commissioners reviewed and approved the January 6 – 12, 2008 invoices for a total of $20,599.22. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.


There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
