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January 18, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Tuesday, January 18, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the January 10, 2011 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley  moved and Commissioner Rice   seconded that the minutes of the January 10, 2011 meeting be approved with corrections.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, Road Secretary Jamie   Flynn and Dillon Tribune Report Polly Taylor joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for January 9 – 15, 2011 was submitted:

DILLON AREA

· Plowed snow and sanded all local paved roads.

· Plowed snow with a grader on the following roads and lanes:  Blacktail, Elkhorn Scenic Byway, Sweetwater, Sullivan, East Bench, Trout Creek, Schoolhouse, Rebich, Eliason, Old Stage, Carrigan, Bond, Anderson, Stoddard, Stone Creek, Bannack Pass (Hwy 324), Lemhi and Bannack Bench.

· Attended a MACo Loss Control seminar in Helena.

· Road checked local area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Plowed snow on all the following roads and lanes:  Lima Dam, Sage Creek, Big Sheep Creek, Old Armstead and the local lanes between Lima and Kidd.

· Road checked Lima and Dell area Roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Plowed snow on the following roads:  Upper North Fork, Skinner Meadows, Miner Lake, Big Swamp Creek and the streets of Wisdom.

· Attended a MACo Loss Control seminar in Helena.

· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

Scott has informed Sno-Riders Representative Don Hand about the RAC monies that will be available for projects.  Don will keep the County updated.

Vigilante Electric has approved the location for the power pole at the Snowline Gravel Pit.  Hilton Electric will supply the meter base to Vigilante.  Beaverhead County will pay for $480 for the meter base. Vigilante will bolt the meter to the pole and then install the pole.  The electric inspector will inspect the meter base when it is Dillon.

In regards to the water problems on Eliason Lane, Scott has talked to Phil Rebich Junior about moving the water holes for the Rebich cattle.  Phil did not have a problem with moving the holes; his only concern was the berms. Scott assured him that the County would move the berms with a loader if needed.

Scott met with Mr. Sloan regarding the wash pad he built on Brenner Lane.  Scott explained to Mr. Brenner the problems that this pad causes the County road.  Mr. Sloan will have the pad removed by May 2011.  Last Friday a letter regarding this matter was sent to Mr. Sloan.

The construction of the new floor for the Dillon shop was discussed. Jim will be drawing the plans and writing the specifications for this project, which will then be put out for bid.  Options were discussed as to where the drain should be located.

Road Employee Luke Fitch has informed Scott that Smith Logging is working on snow ridges for the South Valley Road.  Luke will inspect the road today.  Smith Logging will have the South Valley Road open from Monida to Price Peet Road for this logging project.  Scott suggested that the County could keep the rest of the road open to Lakeview. Scott submitted the agreement with Smith Logging, which the County Attorney has approved.  The Commissioners signed the agreement.

Scott has talked to George Freeze from Gilman Construction about the Interstate 15 project Gilman Construction will be doing for the Montana Department of Transportation 

Scott has asked if the County could obtain the millings from this project to use on the shoulder of roads. There was further discussion about the millings.  The Commissioners feel it would be a benefit to the County did receive these millings.  The permit process for the Snowline Gravel Pit should be completed this week.  Gilman Construction will then purchase gravel from the County. It was noted that the assignment for this Pit was approved, but an amendment is needed.  

Commissioner McGinley stated that MACo is trying to get Mark Haggerty from Headwaters Economics to do a presentation on Secured Rural School funding at the MACo Winter Conference.  Commissioner McGinley explained to Scott how the PILT and SRS monies were calculated, how the counties can spend these monies, and if the monies were decreased how it could affect the Road Department.

Jim informed the Commissioners that Anderson Engineering is changing the drawings for the Eliason Lane project from the Metric system to the U.S. system.  The road will be raised even more than anticipated because of the water problems this winter.

Jim reported that in the next week or so the controls for the Birch Creek Bridge will be set as to where the abutments of the bridge would be placed.  Late this afternoon, Jim and Scott will look at where the abutments for the detour bridge will be placed. The hauling of logs on the Birch Creek Road will start January 23, 2011 and continue through March.  Roscoe Steel is still on schedule to deliver the abutments the last week of February and the bridge the week after.

Jim is working on the details for the Jaycee platform. 
Next week Jim will be attending a floodplain management class back east. Jim asked the Commissioner to decide how involved they want him to be in the floodplain management for the County.   There is a Floodplain Administration conference in Lewistown in the near future.  The Commissioners will let Jim know how much he will be involved.

The re-pointing and the exterior painting of the Museum will be lined out this week.  These projects have to be completed by the end of June. 

The asbestos removal has been completed in the Financial Administrator’s office.

Commissioner McGinley explained about the controversy regarding the calculation of the entitlement payments.

Commissioner McGinley stated that he testified at the Legislature regarding the interim study request for funding of Interoperability Montana. Commissioner McGinley informed the Commissioners that MACo has a resolution opposing the designation of national monuments without state consent.

Commissioner McGinley gave an Legislative update on the following: SB 117, An Act requiring local governments, certain special purpose districts, and school districts to demand coordination from the federal government under certain circumstances; HB 2 which is the entire budget bill that includes funding or lack there of for the Local Government Center; HB 156 - An Act increasing the allowance to be paid by the county of residence for the interment and the shipping and raising of a headstone for a Veteran; HB 130 Mail Ballot Elections; and SB 14 An Act revising defined terms for laws governing motor vehicle recycling and disposal. 

Planner Rick Hartz and Developer Bev Butler of the West View Minor Subdivision joined the meeting. Bev thanked the Commissioners for working with her and accepting her personal check for the improvements agreement guarantee. 

Action on Resolution 2011-04 Adopting Beaverhead County Rural improvement District Process and Procedures Policy:
The Commissioners reviewed the above-mentioned resolution.  The Planning Board received no comments at its meeting when this matter came before the Board.  At the Commissioners public meeting no citizens attended to offer comments and no written comments have been received. The following motion was made:

Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that Resolution 2011-04 Adopting Beaverhead County Rural improvement District Process and Procedures Policy that be adopted.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Old Business:

Chairman Haugland left to attend the 911 Committee meeting.  The other Commissioners opened their mail and responded accordingly.

Lunch Recess:

Chairman Haugland rejoined the Commissioners’ meeting and at 12:00 noon recessed the meeting. At 1:30 p.m. Chairman Haugland reconvened the meeting with Commissioner McGinley and Commissioner Rice present.  

Other Topics of Discussion:

The Commissioners worked on their individual County projects.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the January 9 – 15, 2011 invoices. Check number 178976 for $59,927.05 and beginning with check number 178976 and ending with check number 179045 for a total of $72197.11. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.
