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January 20, 2009, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Tuesday, January 20, 2009 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, and Secretary Patti Odasz. As the President of MACo Commissioner McGinley was attending the Legislative Sessions in Helena.  
Road Department Update:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer joined the meet and submitted the Road Department Report for January 11 – 17, 2009.

DILLON AREA

· Plowed snow with a truck on the Elkhorn Scenic Byway and Bannack Bench Road.

· Plowed snow with a grader on Lemhi Pass and Bloody Dick Road.

· Stockpiled rock from the Smallhorn gravel pit to the Landfill.

· Worked on reclamation of Gravel Pit 125 (Barretts/Gilman Construction)

· Two employees attended a MACo Risk Management Loss Control Conference in Helena.

· Hauled gravel on Big sheep Creek Road.

· Bladed Old Armstead Road. 

· Moved equipment to Grant to haul gravel this week.

· Road checked Dillon, Horse Prairie, Grasshopper and Glen area roads. 

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Hauled gravel on Big Sheep Creek Road.

· Bladed on the lower Big Sheep Creek Road.

· Road checked Lima and Dell area roads 

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Plowed snow on all Jackson and Wisdom area roads

· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom Roads.

· Equipment service and repair.  
There was discussion regarding the Grant gravel pit and the Highway 324 gravel pit.    The County will complete the reclamation of the Grant pit and the Highway 278 gravel pit on Holland’s property.   Some gravel will be set aside for the Holland’s and some will be stockpiled in Bannack.

Some of the crew attended the MACo Loss Control meetings last week.  The signing project has to be completed by 2012.  A plan to replace the old signs with signs that meet the new requirements also has to be in place.  New signs that do not meet the requirements can be recycled.  

There was discussion about purchasing two 12-yard pup trailers for $5,000 each and about a 15-ton trailer, which was determined to be too light for what the County needs.  Mike was given information on a 936 loader for his review.

The crew will be hauling gravel to Cross Lane this week.

A picture of a new asphalt broom was reviewed.   The cost of the broom is $5,700 and it would fit all seven blades.  Mike was given approval to purchase this broom.

If one of the crew would GPS all the County’s signs, GIS Coordinator Scott Marsh has volunteered to do an inventory of the signs.

Mike was given information regarding the Montana Liquid and Gas Pipeline Association’s 2009 Pipeline Safety Program being held on April 2nd.  Some of the crew will probably attend this program.

Minutes:

The minutes of the January 12, 2009 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved Chairman Rice seconded that the minutes of the January 12, 2009 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Sheriff’s Office Update:

Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.

There was discussion regarding a smaller 4-wheel drive police package vehicle.

Friday night a prisoner was taken to Barrett Hospital and held there through Saturday morning.  The County is responsible for the Hospital bill and will have to pay overtime.

The fatal avalanche at Mount Jefferson was discussed.  

DES Coordinator Larry Laknar – Update on Blacktail Deer Creek Project:

Larry distributed and reviewed with the Commissioners copies of “Task Order Number Two - Agreement to Furnish Engineering Services” including a Uniform Status of Funds Spreadsheets.  Larry recommended that the County could do the following as in-kind services for this project and save approximately $2,500:  Collect Easement and Property Data, Public Notification, Preparation of Easement Documents, Progress Meetings, and Pedestrian Bridge Design.  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Chairman Rice seconded to accept Larry’s recommendation and do the above listed items as in-kind services.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Recess:
Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 11:00 a.m. for the 911 Committee meeting and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened meeting with Commissioner Haugland and Secretary Patti 

Action on Recommendation to City of Dillon for County’s Representative to City Planning Board:

At this time a conference call was held with Commissioner McGinley. The Commissioners have received only one letter of interest, which was from Larry Volkening.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that Larry Volkening be recommended to the City of Dillon as the County’s representative to the City Planning Board. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











The conference call was completed.

Public Comment on Subjects Under County Jurisdiction

Senator Tester’s Field Director Pamela Haxby-Cote, Senator Tester’s Field Representative Erik Nylund, City of Dillon’s Operations Manager J.S. Turner, and Beaverhead Development Corporation Executive Director Melissa Hannah joined the meeting.  The stimulus/jobs package that will be signed by the new President will emphasis infrastructure projects that can happen quickly.  There will be no earmarks on these funds.  Senator Tester has asked his representatives throughout the State to obtain lists of “shovel ready” projects and wish lists from local governments.  Chairman Rice distributed and reviewed copies of the following list:
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The County’s “shovel ready” projects are:  the Blacktail Deer Creek Project, Ten Mile Road Reconstruction Project, the Wisdom sewer lagoon reclamation, and gravel crushing and hauling.  The gravel crushing and the gravel hauling could be bid right a way. The Blacktail Deer Creek Project will be ready to bid in February or March.  The FEMA grant for this project has to be used by August of 2009.   Ten Mile Road has already been engineered and the rights-of-way have been secured so this project is ready for an RFP to be issued.  

The Birch Creek, Willow Creek, Lost Creek Watershed Assessment was discussed.  The Commissioners would like to see the Forest Service receive money to complete this project.

Larry said that the Wisdom sewer lagoons need to be reclaimed at a cost of $255,000, which includes using the Job Corp for construction.  This project is ready to go out to bid.  These lagoons are an environmental concern. Also, the Jackson sewer pressure line and drainfield need to be upgrade.  This is also an environmental concern.  

J.S. listed the following as the City’s Projects: a new City well; moving the water main for the Blacktail Deer Creek project; storm water system, repaving and sidewalks on West Glendale; upgrade of city water and sewer infrastructure, paving of streets including construction of curbs, gutters, storm drains, and sidewalks; and from an economic standpoint expanding the Fuel for School program to the little schools and the YMCA. 

 Melissa listed following:  The Business-to-Business relocation guide, the beef processing plant, and the Hospital project.

Pam will also work with the County to complete the appropriations form.

News Media:

Chairman Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the January 11 – 17, 2009 invoices for a total of $91,998.62. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.
