The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, February 2, 2009 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
Minutes:

The minutes of the January 26, 2009 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  
MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the January 26, 2009 meeting be approved with corrections.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











Commissioner McGinley left the meeting to attend the Legislative sessions in Helena.


Road Department Update:

Road Department Secretary Jamie Hoklin briefly joined the meeting to submit the Road Department Report for January 25 – 31, 2009.

DILLON AREA

· Hauled gravel for flood control on Anderson Lane.

· Put up signs and cones for Water on the Road at Anderson Lane.

· Bladed the east half of Anderson Lane.

· Took a trip to Billings to look at new equipment.

· Plowed snow with a truck on the Scenic Byway at Elkhorn, Bannack Bench Road and all local paved roads.

· Plowed snow with a grader on the following roads and lanes:  Lemhi Pass, Bannack Pass (Hwy 324), Bloody Dick, Brenner, Stevenson, Sweetwater, Nissen, Carter Creek and Stoddard.

· Hauled gravel on Bannack Bench Road.

· Reclaimed the Gravel Pit GP125 at Barretts.

· Reclaimed the Gravel Pit GP209 at Grant.

· Welding fabrication of snowplows and sanders.

· Road checked Dillon, Horse Prairie, Grasshopper and Glen area roads. 

· Maintenance of Dillon Shop.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Hauled gravel on Bannack Bench Road.

· Hauled gravel on Anderson Lane for flood control.

· Plowed the South Valley Road.

Sheriff’s Office Update:
The Sheriff was unable to make his appointment.

Old Business:

Chairman Rice reported that he talked to Justin Devers of Dever’s Excavation regarding the invoice for the Anderson Lane project.   Justin will decrease the labor charge from $37.50 to $25 per hour and will take two hours off the track hoe work.

The Approach Agreement lists the use of one flagman, but Justin used two flagmen.  Chairman Rice will talk to Justin about this matter.

Other Business:

Wade Hansen of Wade’s Backhoe Service joined the meeting to ask if he may transport gravel to the old pig farm for Ron Towery using Sweetwater Road instead of using the County’s designated truck route because it is a shorter route.  Wade would be hauling a total of 10,000 tons of gravel. After discussion, the Commissioners informed Wade that he would not be allowed to use the Sweetwater Road route to haul the gravel; Sweetwater Road and the canal bridge were not made to handle the tonnage.

The Commissioners reviewed a letter from Weed Coordinator Jack Eddie requesting that he to be paid for the excess vacation hours that he has accumulated.  Jack has been especially busy this year with different projects and has not been able to use his vacation days.  Jack has donated some of his excess vacation days to a co-worker who is out of sick leave and vacation.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Chairman Rice seconded that Weed Coordinator Jack Eddie be paid for his excess vacation hours.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











A letter will be written to Financial Administrator Betty Tinsley informing her of this decision.

Old Business (Cont.)

County Attorney Jed Fitch briefly joined the meeting to inform the Commissioners that he working on a draft letter to send to the residents of Grant, Montana.  

Planner Rick Hartz and Developer Paul Rebich joined the meeting. Paul submitted a letter from Harlan Ockler requesting a six-month extension to the Preliminary Plat of the East Carrigan Subdivision.  This is the third extension that Mr. Okler has requested.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Chairman Rice seconded that Mr. Okler’s request for a six-month extension to the Preliminary Plat of the East Carrigan Subdivision be granted.   A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











The expiration date for this extension will be July 5, 2009.

Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Haugland present.
