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February 14, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, February 14, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the January 31, 2011 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley   seconded that the minutes of the January 31, 2011 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Red Rock Refuge Manager Bill West, Road Supervisor Scott Jones, Road Secretary Jamie   Flynn, and Dillon Tribune Reporter Polly Taylor joined the meeting.

Bill stated that he received an email from the County informing him that the Refuge could only use a blower on the Centennial Valley Road.  At times Bill would like to be able to use the grader on the road.  Scott said that would not be a problem if the snow were being taken the right way, that no gravel is removed, and that nothing is torn up.  Bill will be emailed a formal agreement between the County and the Refuge for the plowing of the Centennial Valley road. Bill does have the authority to sign this agreement.

Scott reported that the old Birch Creek Bridge would be removed this week.

The windows of the grader that was parked at Birch Creek were shot out.  A Deputy Sheriff investigated, but there were no tracks. It looks like who ever did the shooting did it from a vehicle.  

No applications from within the Road Department were received for the mechanics position.  The position will now be advertised in the Dillon Tribune for two weeks and posted at the Dillon Job Service.  The closing dates for the applications will be February 25, 2011.  Computer literacy skills will be one of the requirements for the job.  The interviews will be set for the first week in March.  The Commissioners will talk to Mechanic Larry Skiles about questions he feels should be asked during the interviews.

Scott informed the Commissioners that he is would like to have the crews go to four 10-day workweeks at the end of March. The change usually occurs around the time when daylight savings time is implemented. The Commissioners told Scott that he could change the workweeks when he feels it is appropriate.

The Commissioners reviewed a Letter of Understanding from the International Union of Operating Engineers Local 400, which would add the position of “Mechanic” to the Schedule “A” and this position shall be paid in accordance with the position of “Operator 1” according the Schedule “A” Wages. The Commissioners signed the document.

It was discussed that because the County now holds the permit for the Snowline Gravel Pit, the Snowline Grazing Association has to get permission from the County when it needs material from the Pit.

Scott informed the Commissioners that he would like to dig gravel at the Red Butte area in the Blacktail.  Scott will contact Matador Manager Ray Marxer about this project because some of the area would be on Matador land.

Jamie will have the truck speed limit and axes weight ordinance posted in the Dillon Tribune.  

It was decided that Chairman Haugland would attend the March MACRS Conference in Great Falls.

There was discussion about the compatibility of the computer systems in the Dillon Shop and the Road Office.  

Action on Resolution #2011-05 Authorization to Acquire Surplus Property:

The Commissioners reviewed the abovementioned Resolution and the following motion was made:

Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that Resolution  #2011-05 Authorization to Acquire Federal & State Surplus Property be adopted.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.
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Old Business:

No old business was discussed.

Lunch Recess:

Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 12:00 noon for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner McGinley, Commissioner Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

Legislative Update:

Commissioner McGinley gave an update on the following bills:

HB 166 – Revise Weed Laws - this bill was tabled in Committee, but it is likely to be moved to another Committee.  

SB 248 - An act allowing a Board Of County Commissioners to appoint a county tax appeal board with the number of members over three to be determined by the county providing that in counties with boards of more than three members, only three of the members hear each appeal; and amending section 15-15-101, MCA."  

HB 431 - an act eliminating state general election day as a holiday; and amending section 1-1-216, MCA. 

Other Topic of Discussion:

Snowline Grazing Association Representatives Mike Raferty and Gay Nelson and Snowline Grazing Association Mangers Wes and Jody Miner joined the meeting. Now that the County holds the Department of Environmental Quality permit on the Snowline Gravel Pit, the Association has to receive permission from the County to access the pit.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the January 23 - February 12, 2011 invoices for a total of $144,853.61, beginning with check #179143    and ending with check #179251. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.
