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February 22, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Tuesday, February 22, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the February 14, 2011 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice   seconded that the minutes of the February 14, 2011 meeting be approved with corrections.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, Road Secretary Jamie Flynn, and Dillon Tribune Reporter Polly Taylor joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for February 13 - 19, 2011 was submitted:

DILLON AREA

· Plowed snow with a truck on the Elkhorn Scenic Byway.

· Worked on the Birch Creek Road project.  Project #1006-11.

· Flood control on Lovers Leap Road.

· Replaced windows in Grader that was vandalized on Birch Creek Road.

· Removed trees on Browne’s Bridge Road at Hahnkamps.

· Moved equipment.

· Cleaned the shop.

· Road checked local area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Plowed snow on the following roads:  Lima Dam, Sage Creek, Big Sheep and South Valley.

· Road checked Lima and Dell area Roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Plowed snow on the following roads:  Skinner Meadows, Lower North Fork, Big Lake Creek, Swamp Creek, Little Lake, Gibbonsville, Lower Bender Creek, Upper North Fork. Lower Mussigbrod, Twin Lakes, Rock Creek and River.

· Cleaned shop.

· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

The Commissioners reviewed and signed the snow removal agreement for the South Valley Road between the US Fish and Wildlife Service - Red Rock Refuge and the County.

Scott reported that he would have the total cost for the grader’s replacement windows today.    The County’s deducible is $2,000

The old Birch Creek Bridge has been removed.  Scott is waiting for elevations for the new Birch Creek Bridge from Engineer Carpita.  The cattleguard that is before the bridge is completed.  The gravel can be spread on the road anytime depending on weather.

Scott reported that someone placed a non- regulation “stop” sign on the wrong side of the road at the intersection of the Ski Hill Road and Old Canyon Road.  This sign will be removed.

Commissioner McGinley reported that an email has been received from the Federal Highway Administration regarding the 2011 Montana Forest Highway Call for Projects.  The project proposals are due by March 31, 2011. There was discussion about the instability and erosion of the sluff on the upper end of the Pioneer Mountain Scenic Byway.

Chairman Haugland reported that this morning he received a call from Bill Huntsman regarding Bill’s concern that the snow that has been moved to the side of the South Valley Road is collapsing his fences.  The fences will be inspected this spring after the snow is gone.  The agreement between Smith Logging, the contractor removing the snow, and the County was reviewed.  Scott will talk to a Smith Logging representative about this matter. Future the agreements will address damages to fences.

Scott reported that the snow blower has been repaired and will be available when there is another snowstorm that there is no water on the Blacktail Road, but there is water on Browne’s Bridge Road.

Action on the Moose Haven Minor Subdivision Preliminary Plat:

GIS Coordinator Scott Marsh and Engineer Travis Wilson joined the meeting.  Scott reported that the Planning Board reviewed this preliminary plat at its February 10, 2011 meeting.  This proposal will create 2 lots (3.52 ac. and 2.66 ac.) from an existing 6.18-acre tract of record, Tract A of COS #929.  The owner of record is Paul Taylor.  This proposal is located in Section 8 of Township 5 South, Range 12 West in the upper Grasshopper Valley.  Forest Service Road #7441 (Clark Creek Road) splits this parcel in half.  The drainfield for Lot 2 will be located on Lot 1 for which there is an easement. Commissioner McGinley stated he was concerned about the language in Covenant #5 regarding pets. Travis stated that the wording would be changed to make it clearer.  Chairman Haugland called for a motion.

MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the Moose Haven Subdivision Preliminary Plat be conditionally approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Legislative Update:

Commissioner McGinley reported that the noon MACo Legislative conference call had been cancelled. The transmittal of bills is February 24th and then the Legislature will break until Monday.  There will be no Committee meetings this week. 

SB 58  - the bill requiring counties to store DNA passed its third reading and will be transmitted to the House.  The passage of this Bill would significantly impact local law enforcement agencies; there would not be any financial relief from the state.

The Amendment in Congress to cut PILT over 70 percent has failed.

Lunch Recess:

Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 12:00 noon for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner McGinley, and Commissioner Rice present.  

Old Business/Other Topic of Discussion:

Gayleen Reynolds joined the meeting to discuss problems with the Dillon Airport FBO in regards to her catering business the Merry Morsels.

Peter Frick and Melody Mitchell from Wisdom joined the meeting to submit the following letter regarding drainage issues in Wisdom.

Re: Drainage issues in Wisdom, MT

We wish to bring to the attention of the County the following problem and respectfully ask you to consider how to resolve It

Problem Statement:

During the irrigation season or during high rainfall events, water accumulates in the ditch crossing the Old Highway between the
Wisdom Sehool and the USFS complex access road. This ditch then runs down along an alleyway untilt hits Main Street. it then
crosses the alleyway in a six inch culvert and flows (or should flow) north along Main Street for % block to Third Street where it
crosses Main Street in another six inch culvert and continues on along the south side of Third Street. About halfway to Pine Street,
the ditch has filled in and is no longer functional. This backs the water up so that it floods pretty much all the properties along the
ditch. At that point, with no ditch, the water floods the roadway and adjoining properties north along Pine Street depending on the
severity of the event.

Possible solutions:
It appears that at one time there must have been a ditch system carrying the water through town. The ditch at the head end (where:

it crosses the Old Highway) was obviously constructed to carry this water and would do so if it had a through channel downstrear.
We would like the County to consider discovering where the old system was and reactivating it to carry the water through town.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING BALLOT VOTE FOR THE PURPOSE OF
INCREASING THE BEAVERHEAD COUNTY
CONSERVATION DISTRICT’S REGULAR ASSESSMENT

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead Conservation District is a governmental subdivision
of this state and a public body corporate and politic organized in accordance with Title
76, Chapter 15, MCA; and,

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead Conservation District has been organized and
operates within Beaverhead County to provide for the conservation of soil resources
and water resources of this state, to protect public lands, and to protect the interests of
public health, safety, and welfare all in accordance §76-15-102, MCA; and,

WHEREAS, in the next fiscal year it will be necessary to appropriate an
additional one (1) mill to continue to operate and maintain the Beaverhead Conservation
District to accomplish the purpose for which the district was created.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Beaverhead County
Commissioners hereby place the following issue on the ballot of the June 7, 2011
election.

Shall the Beaverhead County Commissioners be authorized to levy one (1)
additional mill on all taxable property within the Beaverhead Conservation
District?”

The purpose of this request is to provide funds for the operation and
maintenance of the Beaverhead Conservation District. The certified taxable
value of one mill in 2010 is $13,637.

Passage of this proposed one mill will increase the property taxes that would
be imposed on a home with a market value of $100,000 by approximately
$2.72 per year ($.23 per month); and on a home valued at $200,000 by
approximately $5.44 per year ($.45 per month.). This mill levy will be
permanent.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Beaverhead County Election
Administrator, pursuant to the provisions of Section 7-4-2611, and 13-1-108, MCA and
other applicable laws, shall give appropriate notice of the above in the manner
prescribed by law for noticing of election.
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
