March 5, 2007 Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on March 5, 2007, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Commissioner McGinley was at a NACO Conference in Washington D.C.
The minutes of the February 22 and 26, 2007 meetings were read and the following motion was made:


MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman Haugland seconded that the minutes of the February 22 and 26, 2007 meetings be approved.  The motion carried unanimously.


Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Report for February 25 – March 3, 2007.


Dillon Area

· Local area roads, Melrose area roads, and Horse Prairie area roads were checked.

· Bannack Road, the Scenic Byway at Elkhorn and local area roads were plowed.

· Lemhi Pass Road, Bannack Pass Road, Bloody Dick Road, Flynn Lane, Buster Brown Road, Sweetwater Road, Eliason Lane, Rebich Lane, Bolick Lane, and Downing Lane were plowed with the grader.

· Ice and water were removed from Blacktail Road and Eliason Lane.

· The yard was maintained and cleaned.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Lima Area
· Local area roads were checked

· South Valley Road, Big Sheep Creek Road, Sage Creek Road, and Lima area roads were plowed.

· The crew attended a safety meeting.

·  Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Wisdom Area

· Snow was plowed on local area roads and roads in Jackson.

· Local area roads and the roads in Jackson were checked.

· The crew attended a safety meeting.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.

Richard reported that this weekend there was flooding on Blacktail Road and Eliason Lane.  Leadman Mike Shafer feels that the Electric Ditch is clogged with debris and silt.  Eliason Lane is also too low and needs to be raised.  Richard will call Paul Rebich about this matter.  In the past Paul has offered to furnish the gravel for the Eliason Lane Project.  Richard feels that Blacktail Creek needs to be cleaned from bridge 3 on Blacktail Road to Buster Brown Road and also cleaned from bridge 1 to where the Blacktail crosses the canal.  There is an old irrigation structure in Blacktail Creek between bridges 2 and 3 on Blacktail Road.


Richard stated that the safety reports should be completed by midweek.  The doors at the Lima shop are sagging and the motors to the doors are not working correctly.


Richard asked that the Commissioners to authorize a mill levy vote for 1.5 million dollars for the purchase of new loaders, trucks, backhoes, a trailer, etc.  Discussion ensued.  Richard left the meeting.


County Attorney Marv McCann joined the meeting.  The Fallon lawsuit was discussed.  In this suit the person is asking for a refrigerated coffin so that a grave in Dewy and be preserved.  Marv told the Commissioners that he does not feel the County needs to respond to this lawsuit.    Marv left the meeting.


Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  Jay asked for price quotes for a new police car from Tyler and Hoerning Motors and from Big Sky Motors and has chosen to   purchase a Dodge Magnum from Big Sky Motors.  The car should be here mid-march.


Jay informed the Commissioners that the Lima Deputy this weekend on his off time broke his leg snowmobiling.  The deputy will be off of work from six to eight weeks.


Jay told the Commissioners that he has been trying to find and retain a part-time dispatcher.   Jay will probably hire a 2/3-time dispatcher and a 1/3-time clerk.  Commissioner Haugland suggested that another computer be placed in the dispatch center so the dispatcher can do the clerical work without leaving the dispatch center.  Jay left the meeting.


Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting to discuss with the Commissioners the Village Vista LLC Relocation Boundary.  Rick distributed a survey of this property.  Because this is a reconfiguration of a 6 or more lot platted subdivision Rick feels that the Planning Board and the Commissioners should review it.  The Planning Board will review this Relocation on Thursday and the Commissioners’ will review it on March 19 at 2:00 p.m.  Rick left the meeting.

Guy Terrill briefly joined the meeting.  Guy has talked to a representative from Northwestern Energy about bringing power to two new hangars at the Dillon Airport and the price quote was $8,000.  Guy is not sure if that is just for one hangar or for both hangars.  Guy left the meeting.


At this time the Chairman Haugland informed Commissioner Rice that Insurance Agent Tom Bramlette has reported that all elected officials and any County employee that handles funds are covered under the Fidelity Bond for Faithful Performance and Employee Dishonesty.  

Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and reconvened the meeting at 1:30 p.m. with Commissioner Rice and Secretary Patti Odasz in attendance.  


At this time the following motions were made:

Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman Haugland seconded that Resolution 2007-5 Authorizing a Ballot Vote for Public Safety be rescinded.  The motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman Haugland seconded that Resolution 2007-06 Authorizing a Ballot Vote for Public Safety be approved.  The motion carried unanimously.

RESOLUTION NO.  2007-06

BEAVERHEAD COUNTY BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING BALLOT VOTE FOR $200,000 FOR THE PURPOSE OF PROVIDING FOR THE PUBLIC SAFETY OF CITIZENS

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead County Sheriff’s Office is the governmental entity responsible for providing law enforcement services and ensuring the public safety of the citizens of Beaverhead County; and 

WHEREAS, the costs of providing these services has steadily increased for several years; and  

WHEREAS, the revenue available to the County to fund these services has not significantly increased in the past several years, and is not expected to deviate from that trend; and  

WHEREAS, in the next fiscal year it will be necessary to appropriate an additional Two Hundred Thousand Dollars ($200,000) to the Sheriff’s Office to maintain the current level of law enforcement services.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Beaverhead County Commissioners hereby place the following issue on the ballot of the June 12, 2007 election.

“Shall the Beaverhead County Commissioners be authorized to assess twelve and twenty-five hundredths (12.25) mills, approximately two hundred thousand dollars ($200,000), for the purpose of providing additional funding for the continued operation of county law enforcement.  The impact of the proposed levy will be an additional $25.97 tax on a home valued at $100,000, and an additional $51.82 tax on a home valued at $200,000.  This mill levy assessment will expire December 31, 2010 unless the voters in the November 2010 election re-approve it.

· For, Public Safety Mill Levy that would expire December 31,

 2010.

· Against, Public Safety Mill Levy that would expire December 31, 2010.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Beaverhead County Election Administrator, pursuant to the provisions of Section 7-4-2611, and 13-1-108, MCA and other applicable laws, shall give appropriate notice of the above in the manner prescribed by law for noticing of election.
