March 12, 2007 Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on March 12, 2007, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Commissioner McGinley was attending Legislative meetings at Helena. 
The minutes of the March 5, 2007 meeting were read and the following motion was made:


MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman Haugland seconded that the minutes of the March 5, 2007 meeting be approved.  The motion carried unanimously.

Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Report for February 18 – 24, 2007.


Dillon Area

· Local area roads, Melrose area roads and Horse Prairie area roads were checked.

· A washout on Smith Road was fixed.

· Two culverts were installed on Smith Road.

· Gravel was hauled to Smith Road and to Big Sheep Creek Road.

· Blacktail Road was bladed for flood control.

· Gravel was screened at the Apex Gravel Pit.

· Bannack Pass Road, Lemhi Pass Road, and Bloody Dick Road were plowed.

· Ice and water control work was done on local roads.

· Maintenance was done on the shop and yard.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Lima Area
· Local area roads, the South Valley Road, Sage Creek Road, Big Sheep Creek Road, and Lima/Dell area roads were checked.

· South Valley Road and Lima Dam Road were plowed.

· Gravel was hauled to Big Sheep Creek Road.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Wisdom Area

· Big Swamp Creek Road was bladed.

· Local area roads, roads in Jackson, and the Scenic Byway at Wise River were checked.

· Culverts in Big Swamp Creek Road were cleaned.
· Shoulders of the roads in the Wisdom area were plowed.
· The streets in Wisdom were cleaned.
· Maintenance was done on the shop and yard.
· Equipment was serviced and repaired.

Richard reported that that Smith Road needs to be raised and culverts need to be installed.  The exact location of the Road needs to be found.  Richard reported that culvert in Hoffman Gulch on Sweetwater Road needs to be replaced with a larger culvert.


Richard told the Commissioners that the safety inspections reports should be completed by the end of the week and that the floor in the Dillon shop has holes in and needs to be replaced. Richard has asked for a price quote for the doors on the Lima shop.  The doors are 15 years old and have wind damage. A center mount will be used instead of a side mount.  The old doors and hardware will be put into an auction. Richard left the meeting.


County Attorney Marv McCann and Deputy County Attorney Kurt Steadman joined the meeting.  There was discussion regarding the final plat of the Holland Ranch II Minor Subdivision and the owner of record.  Marv and Kurt left the meeting.


The following members of the Drought Task Force joined the meeting: Dillon District Forest Service Ranger Tom Osen, Fish, Wildlife, and Parks representative Sam Hochhalter, DNRC Representative Lee Hahnkamp, Beaverhead Fire District #2 representative Rick Later, Dillon Tribune reporter Barbara Bauerle, East Bench Irrigation representative Dennis Miotke, and USDA-NRCS representative Kris Berg. 


Introductions were given and Chairman Haugland turned the meeting over to Larry. Copies of the agenda and attachments were distributed.    Everyone gave his or her verbal report. Via the internet and conference call, National Weather Service Representative Gina Loss gave a power point presentation on drought conditions in Beaverhead and Madison Counties. Larry gave power point presentation on the drought conditions. The next County Drought Task Force meeting will be April 9, 2007.  The Drought Task Force left the meeting.


Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 11:40 a.m. so the Commissioners could attend a Predisaster Mitigation meeting.

At 1:30 p.m. Chairman Haugland opened the public hearing on the Wastewater System Regulations.  Present were: Commissioner Rice, Planner Rick Hartz, Dick Gosman, and KDBM reporter Lee Squires.  Sanitarian Larry Laknar was absent because he was attending the Predisaster Mitigation meeting.  Rick stated that the Planning Department supports the revised regulations, in particular the licensure to certify installers by taking a written test and paying a fee.  Larry will create and administer the test. It was asked if a landowner could install his or her own system without being certified.  Section 12.1 of the regulations does exempt a landowner from being certified.  Dick stated that he did not agree with this exemption.

There being no further comment the hearing was adjourned.  

At 2:00 p.m. Chairman Haugland opened the public hearing on the preliminary plat of the Pioneer Mountains Major Subdivision.  Present were:  Commissioner Rice, Dick Gosman, KDBM reporter Lee Squires, Developer Russ Kipp, Planner Rick Hartz, County Attorney Marv McCann, Jim Brown, Tex Marchesseault, Mark Marchesseault, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Rick reviewed the following Staff Report and Planning Board Recommendations. 

This proposal would create 16 lots on 55.21 acres of land owned by Russell and Karen Kipp in Section 30 of Township 5 South, Range 12 West.  Lots would range in size from 1.79 acres up to 7.25 acres. This property is located just north of Polaris adjacent to the Pioneer Mountain Scenic Byway.

In 2004, the landowners platted the five lot High County Minor Subdivision on another part of this nearly 700 acre parcel.  A lodge was also constructed as part of the overall recreational development.

In the past fifteen years, the Planning Board has approved 83 lots in the upper Grasshopper Valley through the subdivision review process.  At least 15 other parcels have been created through Certificate of Survey exemptions.  With the increasing demand for recreational development, this type of development is expected to continue in the Grasshopper Valley.

The preliminary plat and supplemental information have been reviewed to determine whether or not this proposed subdivision complies with the Montana Subdivision and Platting Act, the Beaverhead County Subdivision Regulations, and the Beaverhead County Growth Policy.

In accordance with state law, the Planning Staff makes the following proposed Findings of Fact, based on local government review criteria as set forth in Section 76-3-608 MCA (2005) and the county subdivision regulations:

a) Effects On Agriculture 
Currently this parcel is leased to Tash Livestock for seasonal grazing.  This subdivision proposal will result in the loss of approximately 55 acres of agricultural grazing ground.  It should also be noted that a portion of this parcel is on part of a reclaimed gravel pit. 

This subdivision continues a pattern that is occurring not only in Beaverhead County, but nationwide.   The Beaverhead County Growth Policy notes that for example, the county “lost” in excess of 190,000 acres of agricultural lands between 1992-1997.  It is not just the loss of the agricultural lands that is affected, but also the local agricultural economy, the visual and wildlife habitat resources that these rural agricultural lands provide. 

Public Hearing Comments:


Adjacent landowners Robert and Tex Marchesseault questioned where the water was coming from for the pond on lot #9 and the pond in the common park area.  They also do not want to see drainfields near Neagle Creek.  They also had concerns about who was going to maintain the property fence between this subdivision and their property.

The developer Russ Kipp responded that the two ponds were groundwater ponds and that he intended to file groundwater permits on both of them when completed.  Russ stated that he intended to put a new fence up this summer on the common boundary line.  He also commented that Tashes will continue to graze the balance of the ground.  


b)   Effects On Agricultural Water User Facilities
There are no known irrigation ditches or structures located or shown on this property.  Therefore, there should not be any affect on adjacent agricultural water uses.  

The developer will be required to show if he intends to convey surface water rights (if any) to the homeowners association or sever and reserve all surface water rights from the land proposed for subdivision. (76-3-504 M.C.A.)

Public Hearing Comments:

Adjacent landowner Mark Marchesseault noted that the findings of fact were incorrect and that Marchesseault Ranch has a headgate and diversion on Grasshopper Creek and apparently one on Neagle Creek as well as on lot 9.

Russ Kipp responded that the headgate on Grasshopper Creek will not be disturbed and that he believed there was a gate on that fence that allowed Marchesseault to access the diversion from their side of the fence.  He also said that he was not aware of any diversion on lot 9, but if Marchesseaults would show him where it was, he would make any accommodations for that one as well. 

c)   Effect On Local Services 

 Beaverhead County will provide solid waste disposal  at the Mill Point canister site and law enforcement from Dillon and/or Wisdom.   Beaverhead County is also responsible for road maintenance for the Scenic Byway Road. 

The Sheriff’s office did not comment on this proposal.  Law enforcement has commented on previous subdivision proposals in this area, and contingent upon adequate access roads and snow removal, law enforcement could be provided at the same level of service that currently exists to this area. 

The subdivision packet prepared for this proposal estimates that this development has the potential to add 32 - 48 school age children to the Polaris (S.D. #21) Elementary School.  Based on these estimates, the Polaris School Board of Trustees has indicated that they do no have adequate staff or facilities to serve this proposal. 

I believe the estimate of potential students is high.  The Beaverhead County Supt. of Schools noted that the current student population is 6.  The Grasshopper Area Plan (prepared in 1999) documented that the highest number of students attending the Polaris School (back to 1988) was 16 in 1993.  The Supt. of Schools also indicated that this number has not been exceeded since the Area Plan was prepared. 

We noted earlier that there have been nearly 100 lots created in the Grasshopper Valley in the past 15 years.  At the same time the student population at the Polaris School has decreased or at best remained constant.  I believe this is due to the fact that full-time residents occupy few of these homesites, and those that are do not have many  (if any) school age children.

Fire protection and emergency services for this proposal will be provided by the Grasshopper Valley Volunteer Fire Department, Fire District #4.  The developer indicates that he intends to install a 250 - 300 g.p.m. pump in a pond on-site.  This pressurized system will provide an on-site water supply that will address one of the concerns expressed by Fire District #4 in their response letter.  This proposal also has 2 points of ingress/egress, which was also noted by the fire department. 

The potential does exist for this 16-lot proposal to have an impact on the small one room Polaris School as well as the Grasshopper Valley Vol. Fire Dept.  This determination is made based on the response letters from the service providers and the information provided in the application packet. 

A fire risk rating was performed on the proposed development. The risk rating resulted in a score of 97 placing this proposal in the low risk category.  This rating assumed that the covenant provisions for metal roofs and fire resistive landscaping would be implemented.

Public Hearing Comments:

Tex Marchessault noted the possibility of the impact on the Polaris School, and he will also have more comments later after he gets more information on the proposal. 
d)   Effect On The Natural Environment
Vegetation on-site currently consists of native grass pasture and sagebrush on the upland bench areas, and willows and wetlands near the Grasshopper Creek below the bench.

Subdivision regulations require that homesite construction cannot be closer than 50 feet from the creek and that drainfields need to be a minimum of 100 feet away from the stream.  One of the two-homesite locations shown on the lot layout for lot 16 appears to be closer than 50 feet.  

There are also areas adjacent to the creek that would be subject to seasonal (spring runoff) flooding as well as high groundwater. 

A three-year noxious weed management plan will need to be submitted to the Beaverhead County Weed Board with the appropriate review fee.  This plan will need to be approved by the Weed Board.

The State Historic Preservation office (S.H.P.O.) conducted a file search on this site, and there have been no previously recorded sites documented for this parcel.  S.H.P.O. did recommend a cultural resource inventory be conducted.   An inventory was conducted on the site, and S.H.P.O. agreed that there were no eligible properties within the project area.

All of the sixteen (16) lots are subject to approval by the Montana Department of Environmental Quality for sanitation as well as storm water discharge. 

e)   Effect On Wildlife And Wildlife Habitat 

A wide variety of big game and non-game species can be found in the vicinity of this proposal.  We have noted on a number of occasions that the cumulative effect of the increasing numbers of homes and the associated roads, traffic, people, dogs etc. has (and will continue to) disrupt and shift traditional wildlife use in the Upper Grasshopper Valley.  A recent project co-sponsored by the U.S.F.S. and MT. Department of F.W.P. , Montana Challenge has documented this trend throughout western Montana.

The response letter included in the information packet from Craig Fager, F.W.P. wildlife biologist, recommends a number of measures that can be used to mitigate the effects of development on wildlife. 

Public Hearing Comments:
There was a great deal of discussion concerning the ability to construct fences that allow free passage of wildlife as well as keep livestock in the field.

f)   Effect On Public Health And Safety
There are no known man made hazards (high voltage power lines, large irrigation ditches, high traffic volume highways, etc.) located on or near this proposed subdivision site. 

The only natural hazard is the threat of wildland fire.  An all weather water supply, as well as two ingress /egress roads (one for emergency access) will mitigate some of the impacts on public safety. 

As noted earlier, this proposal will undergo review for sanitation and drinking water thru M.D.E.Q.

Background nitrate levels measured 0.24 mg./L from a well located near the Kipp’s lodge.

Well logs from the immediate area show well depths at 40 ft., pumping 12-15 g.p.m., and static water levels from 15-19 ft. below the surface.

There does not appear to be any impacts on public health and safety that cannot be reasonably mitigated. 

LEGAL AND PHYSICAL ACCESS
Legal and physical access exists to this proposed subdivision from the Pioneer Mountains Scenic Byway, a paved public highway maintained by Beaverhead County. 

The internal subdivision road, Pioneer Meadows Road., will service all of the lots except lot #3.  It is assumed this is an oversight and will be addressed with an easement across lot 2, 4, or 5. 

A secondary emergency access from the cul-de-sac will be constructed back to the Scenic Byway to the North of the main entrance. 

UTILITIES
Vigilante Electric and Southern Montana Telephone provide power and telephone service to the area.  The 60 ft. wide road R-O-W will be used for utilities.  A 15 ft. utility easement on the lot lines is required by the subdivision regulations. 

All utilities are proposed to be buried.  The placement of underground utilities should be coordinated with road building activity to avoid damaging the finished roads at a later date. 

PARK DEDICATION

The development plan shows a 10.65-acre common park area and pond that would be located along the creek and the area below the bench.  This exceeds the 1.67 acres that would be calculated for land donation under 76-3-621 M.C.A. Park Dedication Requirements.

CONFORMANCE WITH THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN 

The Beaverhead County Growth Policy recognizes the Polaris/Elkhorn area as a recreation service community where the presence of existing developed recreational facilities anticipates this type of rural residential development.  

This proposal also is planned in an area that is safe of natural hazards and is physically suited for development.  The above-mentioned items generally conform with Goal #4 of the Growth Policies Land Use section.

Goal #1 in the Growth Policy addresses the conservation and retention of agricultural lands and the reduction of conflicts between agricultural and non-agricultural uses (such as this proposal).   Clearly there is a reduction of agricultural grazing land, but some of the conflicts can be mitigated thru covenant language and conditions of plat approval. 

The Grasshopper Area Plan, (addendum to Growth Policy, 1999), calls for: 1) encouraging new development to incorporate fire resistive building materials and landscaping into their design and construction; 2) encouraging smaller lot size developments above Polaris near previously approved subdivisions; 3) controlling the spread of noxious weeds; 4) and ensuring that future development does not degrade the surface and groundwater quality. 

With D.E.Q. review and approval required for sanitation, the requirements for a bonded weed management plan, and a pressurized fire suppression water supply system this proposal will comply with the overall goals and objectives of the Grasshopper Area Plan. 

Draft Covenants submitted with the application will also help mitigate potential impacts of this proposal, and better conform with the Growth Policy.  These include the following restrictions:

1.   All utilities will be underground.

2. No 24-hour yard lights, all outdoor lighting will be indirect, and have full cut-off deflectors.

3. These lots cannot be further subdivided.

4. All roofing materials shall be non-reflective and fire resistive.

5. Landscaping shall comply with DNRC fire resistive landscaping guidelines

6. No manufactured or modular homes allowed

7. Two (2) household pets only, confined to house or yard or kept under control at all times. 

8. No horses shall be kept on any lot for more then 3 days per week, no other livestock allowed

9. No water rights will be conveyed or transferred to the lot owners.

VARIANCE REQUESTS NEEDED

No requests have been submitted.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:


Based on the Findings of Fact and information from the Beaverhead County Sanitarian, the Beaverhead County Planning Staff recommends approval of the preliminary plat of the Pioneer Meadows Major Subdivision subject to the following conditions:

 (Standard Conditions)
1. 
Montana Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) approval for water, sewer, and storm water drainage needs to be obtained prior to final plat approval.

2.
A Beaverhead County septic permit must be obtained prior to any new construction requiring sanitation on this lot.

3.
At the time of occupancy, the entrance to these lots shall be clearly marked with an address sign that complies with the Beaverhead County addressing ordinance.

4.
Certification by a licensed title abstractor showing the names of any lien holders or claimants of record against the land and the written consent to the subdivision from lien holders or claimants of record against the land.

5.
Any and all adopted State and County requirements and standards, which apply to the proposed subdivision, shall be met, unless otherwise waived for cause by the governing body.

6.
The final plat shall be submitted to the County Planner by the developer with the appropriate review fee to ensure compliance with all conditions prior to the approval by the County Commission and recording by the Clerk and Recorder.

7.
A noxious weed management plan will need to be submitted to the Beaverhead County Weed Board and approved by them prior to final plat approval.  A letter-of-credit will be required as part of their approval process.

8.
The owners, heirs, successors, purchasers, and subsequent landowners waive the right to protest the creation of a Special Improvement District, or Rural Special Improvement District to provide improved public services to these parcels.  This waiver is binding, and will run with the lands included in the subdivision and will be clearly stated on the final plat.  

(Site Specific Conditions)

9.
The final covenants shall be submitted to the Planning Department for review prior to final plat approval.

10.
An on-site pressurized water supply and fill site will be installed prior to final plat approval.  Fire District #4, Grasshopper Valley Volunteer Fire Department, shall approve of the fire suppression system and site development in writing as part of this condition. 


11.  The internal subdivision road, Pioneer Meadows Road, the cul-de-sac, and emergency access road shall be constructed to Beaverhead County Subdivision Road Standards and certified as built to these specifications by a licensed professional engineer when completed. 

12. Pioneer Meadows Road will be a private road and shall be maintained by the property owners association and/or developer.  This road cannot be used by adjacent lands for access without the consent of the property owners association and/or developer. This language shall appear on the face of the final plat.

13. The approach for Pioneer Meadows Road off of the Scenic Byway shall be paved back to the right-of-way boundary.

14. The final plat shall delineate a 100-foot building setback (no building zone) along Grasshopper Creek and Neagle Creek, 50 feet either side of the centerline of each stream. 

15. Any storm water ditches, berms, detention basins, culverts, etc. that are required as part of the Montana Department of Environmental Quality storm water discharge approval shall be installed or constructed prior to final plat approval.  

16. A fifteen (15) foot utility easement shall be shown on the final plat on adjoining lot lines within the subdivision.

17. The covenant that addresses all fencing (7.24) shall be revised to incorporate the recommendations from the Montana Department of Fish, Wildlife and Parks to allow for free passage of wildlife.  Language shall also be included in the covenants to make property owners aware of the potential impacts and issues concerning residential development on wildlife. 

18. Language shall be added to the covenants that will allow for the irrigation ditch users to access lot #9 and the common park area for the purpose of maintaining the irrigation diversions on Grasshopper Creek and Neagle Creek. 

19. The internal subdivision road shall be extended past the cul-de-sac to lot #9, and this extension shall meet subdivision road standards. 

20. A copy of the D.E.Q. Stormwater Discharge Permit shall be included in the final plat-filing packet. 


The preliminary plat approval is for a period of not more than three calendar years from the date of approval by the County Commission.  The applicant may request a time extension of preliminary plat approval, but such request must be received prior to the expiration date of this approval for due consideration of the request to occur.

Chairman Haugland asked for comments. Russ informed the Commissioners that the fire system is complete and just needs to be wired and that there is a 500-gallon per minute pump. Russ stated that this subdivision meets or exceeds standards of the County and that he will fence the perimeter of the property with a fence that meets the minimum standards of the Department of Fish, Wildlife, and Parks.  


Tex said that he did not ask for a new fence, but that the bottom wire of the fence needs to be low.  Tex also mentioned that he was concerned about the ponds and that he has three water rights on Neagle Creek and does not want any water taken out of this creek in the future for any reason by anyone other than the Marchesseaults for irrigation.  Russ acknowledged that he has no surface rights to Neagle Creek and that the ponds are being filled by groundwater. 

Tex said that the findings of fact were incorrect and that Marchesseault Ranch has a headgate and diversion on Grasshopper Creek and apparently one on Neagle Creek as well on lot 9.

Russ said that when he purchased the property he was shown where the headgate and culvert were located on Grasshopper Creek. He also said that he was not aware of any diversion on lot 9, but that if the Marchesseaults would show him where it was, he would make any accommodations for that one as well.

Mark Marchesseault said the he wants a fence that will hold cattle and horses and he would like to see the landowners of the subdivision maintain the fence in perpetuity from the east bank of the Grasshopper Creek and that the Marchesseaults will take care of the other half.  Mark mentioned that the fence on the east side of Grasshopper Creek is okay.  Russ said that he would not replace this section of fence because it is only a few years old.  

Tex commented that this subdivision is taking agricultural land out of production and the agricultural land needs to be protected.

The enforcement of the covenants was mentioned.  The homeowners of the subdivision will enforce the covenants.  With these covenants Russ has tried to protect the adjacent landowners and the landowners within the subdivision. The homeowners of the subdivision will enforce the covenants.  Rick stated that the Subdivision Regulations allows the County to enforce the covenants.

Tex brought up the matter of the influx of children this subdivision could bring to the Polaris School and that the School does not have the financial resources to handle this influx.   Russ stated that the engineer is mandated to put in the subdivision packet the worse case scenario.  Retired people and absentee owners will own these lots.

Mark mentioned the ponds.  Russ said that the big pond is filling six inches a day and that the small pond is filling two inches a day.  No fish will be released into the pond until it is licensed by the State.  A fish approved water system has already been installed in the pond.  Russ stated that this pond has nothing to do with the subdivision.

Chairman Haugland closed the hearing at 2:58 p.m. and reconvened the Commissioners’ meeting.  The following motion was made:

MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman Haugland seconded that the preliminary plat of the Pioneer Meadows Major Subdivision be conditionally approved.  The motion carried unanimously.  











Chairman Haugland signed the Decision Letter.  Russ, Jim, Tex, and Mark left the meeting.


Rick presented the final plat of the Elk Reed Acres Minor Subdivision. The owners of record are Tom and Shelly Boyd. The Beaverhead County Planning Department recommends final plat approval of the Elk Reed Acres Minor Subdivision.      The conditions that were placed on this subdivision at the time of preliminary plat approval (February 26, 2007) have been met and the final plat review fee has been paid to Beaverhead County.  

MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman Haugland seconded that the final plat of the Elk Reed Acres Minor Subdivision be approved.  The motion carried unanimously.


Chairman Haugland signed the final plat.












Due to a couple of calls received regarding the final plat of the Holland Ranch Co. II Minor Subdivision, the Commissioners delayed their decision on the Subdivision’s final plat see if someone would attend the meeting to offer comment on this Subdivision.


Rick updated the Commissioners on the changes to the Subdivision Regulations. Dick suggested that the time frame should be longer between the time the Planning Board approves a subdivision and when the Commissioners act on a subdivision. The Commissioners concurred with this suggestion.  From now on there will be a week between the Planning Board’s approval of a subdivision and the Commissions’ action.


Rick informed the Commissioners that the Legislature has made an allowance for subdivisions. If additional information is received on a subdivision after the Planning Board acts on it, the Planning Board can have another hearing, but it can only act on the new information.


At this time Rick presented the final plat of the Holland Ranch Co. II Miner Subdivision to the Commissioners. The Beaverhead County Planning Department recommends final plat approval of the Holland Ranch II Minor Subdivision.  The conditions that were placed on this subdivision at the time of preliminary plat approval (February 26, 2007) have been met and the final plat review fee has been paid to Beaverhead County.

MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman Haugland seconded that the final plat of the Holland Ranch Co. II Minor Subdivision be approved.  The motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Haugland signed the final plat.












At this time the following motion was made:

MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman Haugland seconded that Ordinance 2007 –01 Wastewater System Regulations be adopted.  The motion carried unanimously.







ORDINANCE NO.:  2007-01

ORDINANCE ADOPTING BEAVERHEAD COUNTY

WASTEWATER SYSTEM REGUATIONS

WHEREAS,
Title 50, Chapter 2, Part 1, Montana Code Annotated specifically provided for, authorizes, and requires that the governing body of every county, city, or town shall adopt and provide for the enforcement and administration of regulations for wastewater systems; and

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead County Board of Health has prepared and submitted to the Beaverhead County Commission certain proposed regulations for the purpose of regulating wastewater systems for Beaverhead County, Montana; and

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead County Commission, before adopting said proposed regulations, held public hearings on February 27 and March 12, 2007, and gave public notice of the intent to adopt said regulations and of the public hearings by publication of the time and place of public hearings in The Dillon Tribune Examiner of not less than 15 days or more than 30 days prior to the date of hearing; and

WHEREAS, said proposed regulations are proper and appropriate, have the general support of the public and are appropriate to administer, regulate, and enforce sanitation and subsurface sewage treatment and disposal within Beaverhead County, Montana.

IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that those certain Beaverhead County Board of Health Regulations for Wastewater Systems submitted to the Beaverhead County Commission are hereby adopted.


THIS ORDINANCE shall be effective thirty (30) days from the final passage and approval.
