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March 12, 2009, Special Meeting of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in special session on Thursday March 12, 2009 at 11:00 a.m. in the Multi-Purpose Room of the Courthouse.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

The following people joined the meeting.
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This meeting was to discuss the use of the land that is under lease by the defunct  ‘Soccer Club”.  

Commissioner McGinley explained that the Dillon Cubs lease 11 acres and that the Soccer Club leases six acres.  When the Soccer Club went defunct the County ended up with the power bill and the maintenance.  The Commissioners would like to lease the six acres to a recreational group so the County does not have to maintain it.  One option for the Cubs and Little League would be to lease the Ray Lynch Park.  At this time there is no lease on the property, but the Dillon Softball Association does use this Park.  

Randy Shipman said that the Dillon Cubs were not “married” to the property that they lease from the County. The Ray Lynch Park would work for the Little League but that the Cubs would need 10 more acres and the Cubs do not want to take the Park away from the Softball Association.  The Cubs would like to have a baseball complex for the youth of Dillon.  The complex would include the Little League and the Cubs.  The Cubs did not know that the Golf Course was still interested in leasing the Soccer Field.   The Cubs and the Little League want to make things work for everybody, but the Cubs are in dire need of a new facility and so is the Little League.

Mike Crosser was asked how real the expansion of the Golf Course is and he answered that he feels the expansion is pretty real.  

The Golf Course has an opportunity to obtain 180 acres and Randy asked if the Course will be willing to give the Cubs 30 acres on the back of the property.  Mike Crosser said that the plan is to build homes in that area.

Bill Allan drew a picture of the Soccer Field and the Cub’s field showing how the 2.5 acres south of the Soccer Field could be used for the Cubs and the Little League.

The option of reconfiguring some of the Golf Course’s holes to allow more room in the Ray Lynch Park and the option of using the other 2.5 acres south of the Soccer Field for the Cubs and Little League were discussed at length.  

The Commissioners were asked if the County had any other property it could lease to the Cubs.  The only other property the County has control of is at the solid waste site.

Keeley gave the Commissioners an informational handout on the Dillon Little League.

Chairman Rice adjourned the meeting at 12:05 p.m.
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
