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March 
16, 2009, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday March 16, 2009 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Commissioner Mike McGinley was attending the Legislative session.
Minutes:

The minutes of the March 2 and March 12, 2009 meetings were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Chairman Rice seconded that the minutes of the March 2 and March 12, 2009 meetings.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Road Department Update:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer, Road Department Secretary Jamie Hoklin, David Waters, Bern Jilek, Engineer Ray Gross, K and L Ventures Representatives Larry Link and Lyle Klasen and Dillon City Operations Manager J.S. Turner joined the meeting. Lyle and Larry asked the Commissioners to reevaluate their decision to require K and L Ventures to bore a waterline under Selway Drive instead of trenching across it. The Commissioners were shown where are the utilities are located in the immediate area.  The method of trenching would be to cut and remove the asphalt, dig the trench, put in the bedding, the pipe, and ¾ crushed gravel with no fines.  Then three to four feet of non-shrink slurry would be inserted.  After the slurry is cured and when the asphalt is available three to four inches of asphalt will be laid.  The City of Dillon has not had a problem with settling using this method. The contractor will provide traffic control.  This area has not been annexed yet, but it will be.  After further discussion the following motion was made:

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Chairman Rice seconded that K and L Ventures LLC be allowed to trench across Selway Drive, will give a three year warrantee that there will be no sagging or swelling in the trenched area, and that Engineer Ray Gross supply the County with the project specifications and traffic control specifications. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











Bern Jilek stated that he was here representing the Pioneer Subdivision Homeowner’s Association and asked if the County would supply a “slow”, “stop”, or “yield” sign where Frying Pan Road meets with Tenderfoot Trail.  Both the roads that meet with Frying Pan 
Road are private roads and the County cannot post signs on private roads.  The Association can install a “slow” or a “yield” sign, but a traffic study has to be done before a “stop” sign is installed.  There was discussion as to where the County’s portion of Frying Pan Road ends.  The Road Committee will be asked to research this matter.  The Association can purchase the sign through the County and the County will furnish the post and the specifications as to how the sign should be installed.

Mike Shafer informed the Commissioners that due to snow and wind the Centennial Valley Road is closed at Monida for the rest of the week.

Mike Shafer has checked with Gilman Construction and there are no used cattleguards available for purchase.  The County needs to purchase two 24-foot cattleguards; one for the area above the Lima Dam and one for Sweetwater Road.  Mike was given permission to order the cattleguards.

Jamie submitted a grant application for the bridge evaluation project.  The call for bids for the 3rd Street Bridge Project will be published in the Dillon Tribune and the Montana Standard and the bids will be opened on April 13.

J.S. has received a request from CTEP that the Commissioners send a letter stating that the County wants $35,000 of its CTEP money obligated to the Community Youth Initiative’s Swenson Bike Path and also stating that the County’s match is included in this amount.  J.S. informed the Commissioners that CTEP will not pay for any trails that are graveled; the paths have to be paved.

Mike Shafer again asked the Commissioners to have the Laknar Lane Pedestrian Path located on the east side of the Road because winter maintenance on the Road would be harder if it were located on the west side.

Old Business

Darrell Johnson and Steve Jennings joined the meeting.  There was discussion regarding the Beaverhead Outdoor Association’s (BOA) “petition” that has been distributed.  This petition is for the opposition to the Forest Service’s Record of Decision and the “Partnership Strategy” and the BOA would like to have entities such as the Stockman’s Association, the Farm Bureau, the mining industry, etc. sign it.

There was discussion regarding the Resource Use Committee and how it was created.  There was lengthy discussion regarding the Forest Service’s Record of Decision (ROD), the appeals process of the ROD, the closures of roads and trails, firewood collection rules, etc.  The effective date of the ROD is March 23, 2009.

Facility Administrator Chris Kraft joined the meeting.  Chris submitted information regarding reroofing certain parts of the original Courthouse.  After discussion, it was determined that Chris would get information on reroofing the entire original courthouse. Once this information is received and reviewed a call for bids will be advertised.

An architect will be submitting estimates for a three-stop elevator in the Courthouse.  The replacement of the windows is almost completed.  

Chairman Rice reported that Ken Smith is willing to help with the “Soccer Field” issue by either helping to set up a committee or by any means the Commissioners would like.

GIS Coordinator Scott Marsh joined the meeting to report on Frying Pan Road.  In April of 1994, the Commissioners declared Frying Pan Road a County road from Highway 91 North to the easterly side of the overpass.

Contractor Kelly Rowe, Attorney J.B. Anderson, and County Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting.  

Rick informed the Commissioners that Road Supervisor Mike Shafer talked to him about locating the Laknar Lane Pedestrian Path on the west side of the Lane.

J.B., Kelly, and Rick discussed with the Commissioners the requirements needed for Final Plat approval of the Dutchman Springs Subdivision with an improvements agreement.   In particular the level of completion of specific improvements and the time frame for those improvements.  The Commissioners are willing to accept the construction of one house in the subdivision if the homeowners waive their rights for fire protection.

Lunch Recess:
Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Haugland and Secretary Patti Odasz. present.  

News Media:

Chairman Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the March 1 – 14, 2009 invoices for a total of $78,354.55. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.
