March 17, 2008, Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, March 17, 2008 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
At 9:15 a.m. Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  Jay has concerns about the security of the lobby of the law enforcement annex.  Jay would like to limit access to the lobby after 10:00 p.m.  Options were discussed Jay also asked the Commissioners to consider more security for the entire courthouse.  Jay left the meeting

Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Report for March 9-15, 2008:

March 9th to March 15th, 2008

Dillon, Lima and Wisdom Areas 
DILLON AREA

· Plowed and sanded with a truck on all local roads and Scenic Byway (Elkhorn) and Bannack.

· Plowed snow with a grader on Highway 324.

· Bladed the following roads and lanes:  Eliason, Old Stage, Rebich, Highway 324 and Burma.

· Removed trees and brush from Trapper Creek, Blacktail, Eliason and Old Stage Roads.

· Hauled gravel on Hwy 324 and Burma Road to fix bad spots.

· Installed roads signs on Anglers Lane and bridge end markers – Bridge #047D on Old Stage Road.

· Road checked Dillon, Glen, Melrose, Elkhorn and Horse Prairie area roads.

· Shop cleaning.  

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Plowed snow on Chute Canyon and Big Sheep Creek Roads.

· Hauled gravel to Highway 324 to fix bad spots.

· Road checked Lima, Dell and Centennial Valley area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Plowed snow on the roads in the Jackson and Wisdom area and the Lower North Fork, Skinner Meadows and Little Lake Creek Roads.

· Built cattleguard wings.

· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.













There was discussion about housing the plow truck and the loader in the Elkhorn area.  Richard will look into finding a location and will get prices on pole barns. 

Richard told the Commissioners that the Road Department needs a crawler because it is hard to build or fix roads without one.  Richard will rent a crawler from Kelly Rowe to fix the Bloody Dick Road around the Kajin place.  The Department also needs loaders and trucks.  Discussion ensued.  Richard left the meeting.

County Attorney Marv McCann joined the meeting.  There was discussion about the advertisement for the County Attorney’s position, the approximate date of Marv’s resignation, and the prorating of his salary.  There was discussion about Marv’s letter regarding the Roedel Wrecking Facility.

The following people joined the meeting for the decision on the proposed Roedel Wrecking Facility:  
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Copies of the County Attorney’s letter regarding the proposed wrecking facility were distributed.  Chairman Rice asked for questions about the County Attorney’s letter.  The junk vehicle-hauling program was explained.   Commissioner McGinley asked Marv if the County could approve the facility with conditions.  Marv stated that the County couldn’t have less restrictive or more restrictive conditions; the conditions are already defined in State statute.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded to pass a resolution opposing the creation of the Roedel Wrecking Facility.

















Chairman Rice asked for discussion.  The citizens in this area are opposed to this facility mainly because it would affect their quality of life.  Commissioner Haugland called for the question.


A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.


On March 24, 2008, the Commissioners will adopt a resolution opposing the Roedel Wrecking Facility.

The people interested in sending petitions or written comment to the State regarding this matter were given the address of the Department of Environmental Quality. The people in attendance for the wrecking facility decision left the meeting.

Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. the meeting was reconvened with all Commissioners and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  


The following people joined the meeting for the Commissioners’ decision on asking the Forest Service for an extension of the Forest Plan comment period:
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At a previous meeting the Beaverhead Outdoor Association asked the Commissioners to request a 90-day extension for commenting on the Forest Management Plan.  Several people in attendance supported the idea of the Commissioners asking for an extension to the comment period.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the County request a 60-day extension of the Forest Plan comment period.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.












Kerry White, Citizens For Balanced Use Representative, distributed handouts. Kerry pointed out that the Forest Service did very little research for the Economic and Social Section of the Forest Plan.  There are no goals or standards listed in this section.  Terry requested that Commissioners ask the Forest Service to do a more extensive economic and social impact analysis.  Further discussion ensued.  The people in attendance for this portion of the meeting left except for Barb Bauerle and Lynn Westad.   

Planner Rick Hartz and Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting to discuss the Laknar Lane project and the timeframe for this project.  Maps of the Road were reviewed and discussed at length.  Richard will talk to Don Alley from Anderson Engineering about the options for marking the right-of-way for this Road and the costs for each option. Richard will also review his budget to see if there is money to pay for this portion of the project.  A public meeting will be held regarding this project and the right-of-way will be marked on the road so that each property owner can see how it will affect his or her property.  Richard and Rick left the meeting. 


Public Health Director Sue Hansen joined the meeting.  Debbie Robinson has been hired as the new nurse and will start on March 31, 2008.    The computer quit working and could not be fixed so a new computer has been purchased.  


Kay Robison, a Nurse Practioner from Family Planning, has asked if she could rent an exam room at public heath for seven days per month.  Kay is trying to establish a care for colostomies, incontinence, wounds, etc.  The County’s lease with Barrett Hospital does not allow the County to sublet.  Sue will talk to Barrett Hospital CEO Steve Hannah about revising the lease.


Public Health has not given away many NACo prescription cards.


Sue will be attending the Health Care Leadership Training in Alabama from April 13–17, 2008.  This training is just for Montana health care providers.  Sue will be attending the Governor’s Conference from April 22 -24, 2008. Sue will also be gone this Thursday and Friday.  


Sue will fax information about training for local health boards.  This information will be distributed at the Health Board meeting on Friday, March 21, 2008.


There are 50 doses of flu vaccine left.   Sue left the meeting.

The minutes of the March 10, 2008 meeting were read and the following motion was made:

 Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the March 10, 2008 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

 
Chairman Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.


The Commissioners reviewed and approved the March 9 – 15, 2008 invoices for a total of $70,947.42. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.
