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March 22, 2010, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, March 22, 2010 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Commissioner Garth Haugland was absent.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the March 15, 2010 meeting were read and the following motion was made:

Chairman McGinley    moved and Commissioner Rice     seconded that the minutes of the March 15, 2010 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

County Projects Update:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer, Road Department Secretary Jamie Flynn, and Fred Coleman joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for March 14 – 20, 2010 was submitted:

There was discussion about the employee classification of Kodie Bernard.

Mike informed the Commissioners that the crews would continue to blade roads and work on cleaning up the three bridge projects.

At this time a conference call was held with Cory Claussen, Joe Bischof, and Steve Patrick from Roscoe Bridge regarding the municipal leasing program that now extends to including bridges that can be installed in the County’s infrastructure and used while the County is paying for it.  The leasing would cover 100 percent of cost of the bridge, the abutments; back wall frames and some installation costs. The leases have an up front stated interest with no adjustable rates.  There were further discussion and then the conference call was concluded.

Fred updated the Commissioners on the Blacktail Deer Creek Project.  Fred is cleaning the Dillon Ditch and he has signed a contract with the Dillon Ditch Company to divert water out of the Blacktail Deer Creek into the Dillon Ditch.    Fred finally received the Auto Cad drawings from the engineer and will start staking the job today or tomorrow.  Fred is not sure why it took so long to receive the drawings.  In regards to the Reeder Street Bridge, the power line is still not taken care of and he cannot drive the piling until this is done. Fred told the Commissioners that the original contract with the Railroad was for a few months, but Fred received verbal permission from the Railroad to change the date on the contact to a year and to initial the change, but Jim Carpita changed the date back.

Engineer Brad Koenig has told Fred that Change Order #2 has been approved, but not signed.

Update on Hell Roaring Creek

Nathan Korb from the Nature Conservancy, Jim McGee from the Department of Fish, Wildlife, and Parks (FWP), and FWP Fish Biologist Matt Yeager joined the meeting to up date the Commissioners on the Hell Roaring Creek Project.    The Commissioners were shown a map of the updated plans for four culverts.  The purpose of this project to activate the fan and to eliminate water from running along side the road. Priority one is a 138-inch wide arch culvert at a cost of $12,000.  The roadwork and material for this culvert is estimated at $5,000.   Mike Shafer reviewed the material list and approved it.  After further discussion regarding this project, the Commissioners stated that they would submit a letter stating that the County would provide $5,000 of cash, material and/or in-kind services for the culvert listed as priority number one in the Hell Roaring Creek Project.  This letter will be sent to Nathan Korb. There was discussion about Secured Rural School (SRS) funding and that if it is not reauthorized the negative financial impact it would have on the County. SRS funding replaced the 25% Forest Receipts funding.  In the last few years since SRS has been in place the County has received over a million dollars per year.  If SRS is not reauthorized the County receipts for 2012 will be a little over $57,000.  If Tester’s bill is approved with the stewardship projects it will negatively impact the County because stewardships do not count as forest receipts.

There was discussion about the 2011 TSEP application process and the Anderson Lane Bridge over the West Side Canal, Bannack Bench Road Bridge over Grasshopper Creek, and Steel Creek Road Bridge over Steel Creek that will be submitted for this project.

Sheriff’s Office Update:
Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting and informed the Commissioners that Lewis and Clark County Sheriff’s Office have hired Julie Dewy.  Jay submitted an advertisement for the Administrative Assistant position that Julie will be vacating April 9.

Elected Officials’ and Department Heads’ Meeting:

Sheriff Jay Hansen, Justice of the Peace Candy Hoerning, GIS Coordinator Scott Marsh, Planner Rick Hartz, Clerk and Recorder Deb Scott, Deputy Clerk and Recorder Stacey Reynolds, Sanitarian Larry Laknar, Financial Administrator Betty Tinsley, Facilities Administrator Chris Kraft, Superintendent of Schools Emily Rebish, Clerk of Court Sheila Brunkhorst, Treasurer Kathy Allard, and Public Health Director Sue Hansen joined the meeting.  The reason this meeting was called was to discuss record retention and disposal.  Chairman McGinley turned the meeting over to Deb Scott.  Handouts were distributed. Stacey has been working on old records and has done a lot of research into record retention and disposal.   Patti Borsberry from the State provides training to local government personnel on the appropriate paperwork and the process for record retention and destruction. A tentative date of April 28 has been set for Patti to give training sessions in the morning and one in the afternoon.  When Deb gets more details regarding this meeting a sign up sheet for the training sessions will be distributed.  All requests for destruction of records have to go through the Local Government Committee in Helena.  After the paperwork is approved the items are put on list serve and the nothing can be done with the records for 6 months.  At the end of the six months the State has to give permission to destroy the records.

Budgets were brought up for discussion. The Cost of Living is a negative .04 percent, so employee wages will stay the same. Chairman McGinley explained about SRS funding and Tester’s proposed bill and how the decision on these matter will affect County funding.

There was discussion about the number of inmates in the jail, the budgeting for the inmates and the reimbursement for inmates from other counties or from other entities that Beaverhead County houses.

Chairman McGinley urged everyone to keep working on safety within the County because if the Workers’ Compensation factor is lowered it could save the County over $30,000.

The actuarial is reviewing the County’s Health Insurance and the increase could be from 9.6 percent to 17 percent.  The MACo Health Insurance Trustees are trying to make the health pool a “full” pool meaning that every entity in the pool would pay the same rate.

The Treasurers’ Association is working with MACo to make an investment pool so that local governments can invest their own monies.

Other Business:

The County has received a letter from Nate Finch asking to be appointed to the Resource Use Committee:

MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman McGinley seconded that Nate Finch be appointed to the Resource Use Committee with his term to expire December 31, 2011.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

A letter regarding this appointment will be sent to Nate and copies will be sent to Resource Use Committee members Bill Allen and Craig Taylor.

There was further discussion about Kodie Bernard’s employee classification.  It was determined that he would be classified as a Seasonal Full-time employee.

Lunch Recess:
Chairman McGinley recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz present.

Lee will review the bids, check insurance for each company, and create three different hauling scenarios from different places in the County to determine the bid that would be most cost affective for the County.  The Commissioners took the bids under advisement and will award the bid on Monday, March 29, 2010.

Hearing on TSEP Application for Anderson Lane Bridge over the West Side Canal, Bannack Bench Road Bridge over Grasshopper Creek, and Steel Creek Road Bridge over Steel Creek:

Chairman McGinley opened the hearing with Commissioner Rice, Secretary Patti Odasz and the following people present:
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Great West Engineer Karl Yakawich distributed copies of “Beaverhead County’s Preliminary Engineering Report and 2010 TSEP Bridge Grant Application”. 

Karl stated that the interest from the Coal Tax Severance Trust Fund is the source of funding for TSEP and that every two years approximately 15 to 18 million dollars are allocated through TSEP. The TSEP grants are a 50/50 match. This is a highly competitive program and usually 60 plus applications are received and 30 to 40 projects usually receive funding.

Karl reviewed the following information:
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Historical Information -

The Steel Creek Bridge is located one mile northwest of
Wisdom, Montana across Steel Creek. The Steel Creek
Road Bridge is the sole access to 12 existing homes, 38
platted lots, and a Forest Service campground and
trailhead. The existing bridge is classified as a single span,
steel railroad car bridge with a total length of 28 feet and
useable width of 18.5 feet. The bridge was originally
constructed in 1949 based on information from the
Montana Department of Transportation.

Proposed Solution

The proposed solution involves replacing the existing bridge with a single span precast, prestressed,
concrete trideck beam superstructure and a driven piling/concrete cap substructure. The replacement
structure will be located in the same location as the existing bridge with a span of 55 feet and a useable
roadway width of 28 feet. The new structure will accommodate all loading requirements, maintain
waterway efficiency, increase public safety, and conform to current County Bridge Standards. The
County intends to utilize their crews for the detour bridge installation and associated roadwork while the
bridge work is contracted out resulting in a project cost of $340,913.




The total costs for all three projects is $854,000 including a 10 percent contingency, engineering costs, administration costs, and legal fees.  This cost indicates that the County will be doing the roadwork and detours.  The estimate for the County’s cash requirement is $389,385 and $30,056 of in-kind services.  TSEP’s portion is estimated to be $426,941.

Karl has received 20 letters of support for Beaverhead County’s application.  The grant applications are due by April 15.  TSEP evaluates the applications and the Legislature awards the funding.  If awarded these bridges would not be built for two years.

Chairman McGinley stated that County has received letters of support for these projects from Claudia Bielenberg and David and Janice Scott.

Chairman McGinley asked for public comments.

Rick Later, Fire District #2 Administrator: 

Stated that for safety purposes he would like to see a detour for the Anderson Lane Bridge project.  

Rick was informed that there would be detours for all three projects.  

Chris Mehring from R.E. Miller and Sons Construction: 

Stated that these projects help with economic development.  The last TSEP projects kept four employees busy for a month.  The projects were a boost to the Company.

Rick Later.  Stated that as an emergency responder Fire District #2 supports all three projects.


There being no further comments, Chairman McGinley adjourned the hearing at 2:00 p.m.

The Dillon site received 81 out of 85 points for its site and it was the highest rated site. The criterion where Dillon was rated low was medical workforce and location of the community.  Dillon is the farthest away from Fort Harrison and from the Veterans’ clinic in Anaconda. Dillon competed favorable with Anaconda-Deer Lodge and Butte.  Powell County and Boulder were eliminated first.  Dillon was deadlocked with Anaconda-Deer Lodge, and then Boulder voted for Anaconda.  A unanimous vote was then cast for Butte.  Tom voted for Butte because he thought that it was more oriented towards veterans.  It is Tom’s hope that Dillon can capture some of the momentum for the Veteran’s Home project and do more economic development.  Tom thanked the Commissioners for their time and commitment to this project.

This bridge accesses 12 residences, a campground and the Beaverhead-Deerlodge National Forest.  

Chairman McGinley asked for comment:

James Stevenson, Wisdom Fire Chief: Stated that he and the Department are in favor of this proposal.  Karl said that public support is a big component for the TSEP program. James stated that he would write a support letter and mail it to Karl.

There was discussion about other TSEP projects that have been completed in the County.  Beaverhead County has 132 bridges that it maintains.

A Beaverhead County Resolution Affirming Support
of and Partnership with the 2010 Census

WHEREAS, the U.S. Census Bureau is required by the U.S. Constitution
to conduct a count of the population and provides a historic opportunity to help
shape the foundation of our society and play an active role in American
democracy;

Beaverhead County, through the 2010 Bridge Inventory, Evaluation and Capital Improvements Plan
Report, has identified three bridges that are in critical condition and in urgent need of replacement. A
brief summary of each structure is listed below.

“ANDERSON LANE BRIDGE” - Anderson Lane over the West Side Canal

Historical Information -

The Anderson Lane Bridge is located six miles north of
Dillon, Montana across the West Side Canal. The Bridge is
on a primary farm-to-market route north of Dillon and
provides an important east-west connection between
Montana Highways 91 and 41. The bridge serves an
estimated 190 vehicles per day. The existing bridge is
classified as a single span, railroad car bridge with a total
length of 14.5 feet and useable width of 20 feet. Itis
unknown when the bridge was originally constructed;
however, due to the materials utilized it is estimated to
have been built in the 1970’s.

Problem -

National Bridge Inventory Sufficiency Rating = 38.7

National Bridge Inventory ltem 58-Deck Rating = 5

National Bridge Inventory Item 59-Superstructure Rating = 5

National Bridge Inventory ltem 60-Substructure Rating = 4

National Bridge Inventory ltem 67-Structure Rating = 3

National Bridge Inventory ltem 68-Deck Geometry Rating = 5

National Bridge Inventory Item 71-Waterway Adequacy = 7

National Bridge Inventory ltem 72-Approach Roadway Alignment = 7

Inventory Rating 4.5 mtons; Operating Rating 4.5 mtons.

Minimum of TSEP level 4 (SR<50, Structure Rating=3, Substructure Rating = 4).

The original bridge foundation rotten, crushed, and failing.

West foundation consists of only a timber sill, which is susceptible to scour and settlement.
East foundation consists of a concrete wall, is tipping in 10 degrees and failing.
Superstructure consists of two railroad cars, which create a liability to the county.

Bridge rail is substandard and incapable of absorbing vehicular impacts.

Existing 20 foot wide bridge is too narrow to conform with County Bridge Standard.
Concern with continued deterioration and probable failure of this bridge in the near future.
Bridge serves as the access for 15 permanent residences and 5 full time residences.
Local officials have estimated the traffic volume to be 140 to 190 vehicles per day.

Road serves as school, mail, and garbage route.

The Beaverhead County Planning Board’s Dillon Growth Area Plan extends north to Anderson Lane
because of the high potential for development in the area

Proposed Solution

The proposed solution involves replacing the existing bridge with 30-foot span by 8-foot rise 3-sided
precast concrete box Culvert with precast concrete footings and concrete wing walls. The new structure
will be located on the existing roadway alignment and have an increased useable roadway width. The
roadway approaches will be modified to accommodate the wider bridge. The County intends to utilize
their crews for the detour bridge installation and associated roadwork while the supply and installation of
the 3-Sided Concrete Box Culvert is contracted out resulting in a project cost of $189,877.
