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March 29, 2010, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, March 29, 2010 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Chairman Mike McGinley was attending a MACRS Conference in Great Falls.

Minutes:

The minutes of the March 22, 2010 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland   moved and Commissioner Rice   seconded that the minutes of the March 22, 2010 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

County Projects Update:

County Engineer Jim Carpita and Road Department Secretary Jamie Flynn joined the meeting.

Jamie submitted drawdown forms for the three TSEP bridges for the Commissioners signatures.  Last Friday, a state TSEP Department representative reviewed and approved the County’s files on the three bridge projects.  The Commissioners signed the forms.

The final inspection for the Frying Pan Road Bridge and the Nissen Lane Bridge projects were done last week.

Jamie informed the Commissioners that Montana State Senator Debby Barrett and State Representative Jeff Welborn would be submitting letters of support for the County’s 2011 TSEP application.

In reference to the Blacktail Deer Creek project, Jim informed the Commissioners that he would work with Jamie to invoice the City of Dillon for the work of drilling the water line under the Blacktail Deer Creek.  The bill will be prefaced that, if through litigation, there are extra charges for this part of the project the City will be billed.

Jim submitted an extension for Robert Peccia and Associates Engineering’s contract and field services.  The engineers will be paid on an hourly basis until a timeline for the completion of the project is established.  The Commissioners reviewed and signed the contract extension.

County DES Coordinator Larry Laknar has asked Jim as a private consultant to evaluate the Search and Rescue Building as an operations center.  Jim asked if the Commissioners would have a problem with him doing private consulting. The Commissioners do not have a problem with Jim doing private consulting and that it was up to Jim on how he wanted to handle this request.

There was brief discussion about the 2011 TSEP application process and the Anderson Lane Bridge over the West Side Canal, Bannack Bench Road Bridge over Grasshopper Creek, and Steel Creek Road Bridge over Steel Creek that will be submitted for this project.

Jim asked that the meeting be closed so that pending litigation could be discussed.  Commissioner Rice closed the meeting.  After the discussion, Commissioner Rice reopened the Commissioners’ meeting.

Some of the residents in the Hildreth II Subdivision have contacted Commissioner Rice regarding homeowners purchasing gravel for the roads in this Subdivision and for other roads in the area and having the County put it down.  Jim calculated that it would probably take 1/3 yard per running foot per lot.  Commissioner Rice will call a contractor to get an estimate for the hauling costs.

At this time the second reading of Speed Limit Ordinance #2010-03 for Anderson Lane was read and the following motion was made:

Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that Speed Limit Ordinance #2010-03 for Anderson Lane be adopted.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











The Ordinance is as follows:

[image: image1.png]BEAVERHEAD COUNTY SPEED LIMIT ORDINANCE
Ordinance No. 2010-3

For County Road:_Anderson Lane
1. DEFINITIONS:

A.MOTOR VEHICLE: Motor vehicle means every vehicle propelled by its own

power and design used primarily to transport persons or property upon the roads
and highways of the state. Included in this definition are trailers, semi-trailers and
house trailers.

B. VEHICLE: Vehicle means every device in, upon or by which any person or
property may be transported or drawn upon the public ways.

C. MOTORCYCLE: Motorcycle means a motor vehicle having not more than
three (3) wheels in contact with the ground with a saddle on which the operator sits or a
platform in which he stands and a driving wheel in contact with the ground in addition to
the wheels of the vehicle itself. A motorcycle may carry one or more attachments and a
seat for the conveyance of a passenger. The term does not include a tractor.

D. DAYTIME/NIGHTTIME: Daytime is defined as one-half hour before sunrise
to one-half hour after sunset. Nighttime means at any other hour.

2. It shall be unlawful for any person to operate a motor vehicle or motorcycle of
any character upon a county road in excess of the posted speed limit.

3. The Posted Speed Limits for Anderson Lane Road No. 1/316 which begins at
the Intersection of Highway 91 and Anderson Lane, West Corner of Section 18 and 19
T6S. R8W and ends at Intersection of Highway 41 and Anderson Lane, Section 23,
T68S. R8W shall be as follows:

A. Beginning at Anderson Lane Road No. 1/316 which begins at the intersection
of Highway 91 and Anderson Lane and ending at the Intersection of Highway
41 and Anderson Lane, the speed limit shall be Thirty-five (35) miles per
hour.

4. This speed restriction shall not operate as a waiver of the basic rule requirement,
which is any person operating or driving a vehicle of any character upon the public
roads of this county shall drive in a careful and prudent manner and at a rate of speed
no greater than is reasonable and proper under the conditions existing at the point of
operation taking into account the amount and character of traffic, condition of brakes,
weight of vehicle, grade and width of highway, conditions of service and freedom of
obstruction to view ahead. Persons shall drive so as not to unduly or unreasonably
endanger the life, limb, property or other rights of the other persons entitled to the use
of the road.

The Corporation has paid Dave Ellison $531.25 so that the invoice would be paid in full.  At a past meeting the Commissioners said that the County would give more money to this project if needed.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the County reimburse the Development Corporation the $531.25 for Dave Ellison’s invoice. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











State Hazard Mitigation Officer Kent Atwood:  Montana DES and FEMA:

State Hazard Mitigation Officer Ken Atwood, State Administrative Assistant Cathy Glassen, County DES Coordinator Larry Laknar, County Deputy DES Coordinator Scott Marsh, and Road Secretary Jamie Flynn joined the meeting.  

Kent distributed a packet containing letters from the Department of Homeland Security-FEMA, Montana State Disaster and Emergency Services Division, and forms for the County to submit other projects for FEMA funding.
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Ken stated that Beaverhead County has received approval of its Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan Update from FEMA and the State of Montana.  Ken reviewed the information in the packet with the Commissioners.  Beaverhead County’s plan is good until 2015.  Ken will be updating the state’s FEMA Plan and is conducting meetings around the state to get public input.  Ken invited the Commissioners to attend one of these meetings on April 15, 2010 at 10 a.m. in the Search and Rescue Building.

News Media:

Commissioner Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the March 21-27, 2010 invoices for a total of $120,526.00. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.

Dear Mr. Mesch:

We are pleased to announce the approval of the multi-jurisdictional Beaverhead County Pre-Disaster
Mitigation Plan Update. The Plan is approved for a period of five years to March 11, 2015. All
participating jurisdictions that have adopted the plan are now eligible for all Hazard Mitigation
Assistance (HMA) grant programs. This plan will be filed in the NEMIS database until the
mandatory update is required in five years. This plan approval extends to the following participating
jurisdictions that provided copies of their resolutions adopting the plan: Beaverhead County, City
of Dillon, and Town of Lima.

All requests for funding will be evaluated individually according to the specific eligibility and other
requirements of the particular program under which the application is submitted. For example, a
specific mitigation activity or project identified in the plan may not meet the eligibility requirements
for FEMA funding, and even eligible mitigation activities are not automatically approved for FEMA
funding under any of the aforementioned programs. We have provided several comments and
recommended revisions for the next update on the attached Plan Review Crosswalk. Please share
this crosswalk with Beaverhead County and the participating jurisdictions.

We wish to thank all jurisdictions that participated in the process. We trust the planning process
improved risk awareness and identified future mitigation projects that can be quickly implemented
as funding becomes available. Congratulations to you and your staff for assisting local communities
and making mitigation planning work in your state.
