April 16, 2007 Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on April 16, 2007, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
The minutes of the April 9, 2007 meeting were read and the following motion was made:


MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the April 9, 2007 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.


Road Manager Richard Miller and GIS Coordinator Scott Marsh joined the meeting.


Commissioner McGinley informed Richard that Tom Greenslade called to say that Big Sheep Creek Road needs to be bladed and the mudholes need to be filled with gravel.


The Gas Tax maps from the Montana Department of Transportation were reviewed.  Scott informed the Commissioners of changes that have been made to the maps.  The Commissioners will sign the maps and the letter, and Scott will mail all to the Montana Department of Transportation.  Scott left the meeting.


Richard submitted the Road Report for April 8 – 14, 2007:

Dillon Area

· Frying Pan Road, Lovers Leap Road, Bond Road, Dutchman Lane, Driveway Lane, Freeman Lane, Schultz Lane, Cosgrove Lane, Beaverhead Lane, Elk Drive, Buffalo Drive, Antelope Lane, Laknar Lane, Grant Lane, Bryce Lane, Clayton lane, Fern Lane, Wendy Drive, Darrin Lane, Amber Lane, Christine Lane, Cattle Drive, Sullivan Lane, Riverside Drive, Webster Lane, and Mountain View North and South were watered and graded.

· Brenner Lane, Highway 324, Hogsback Road, and Birch Creek road were graded.

· Gravel was hauled to Nissen Lane and then it was bladed.

· Bad spots on Schoolhouse Road were repaired.

· The crew helped to install a 24-inch culvert on Monida Road and South Valley and helped to install a culvert on Gosman Lane at MP 1.4.

· Equipment was moved to Grant from Dillon.

· Snow was plowed on the Scenic Byway (the Byway is still closed).

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Lima Area
· A 24-inch culvert on Monida Road and South Valley and a culvert on Gosman Lane at MP 1.4 were installed.

· Roadside ditch sediment traps were installed on Monida Hill and South Valley Road.

· Washouts on South Valley Road were repaired.

· Gravel was hauled to Gosman Lane.

· Sage Creek Road and Bitmat Lane were bladed.

· Lima area roads were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Wisdom Area

· Bannack Bench Road was bladed.

· Roads in the Wisdom and Jackson areas were checked.

· Equipment was moved from the Big Hole to Bannack Bench road.

· Guardrails were picked up in Helena.

· The road to Coolidge was barricaded.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.

The Commissioners reviewed the contract from the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) for fixing the cracks in the Scenic Byway from the Price Creek Divide to Lacy Creek.  The County will be reimbursed for any work it does on this project.  The Commissioners signed the contract.


Commissioner Rice and Richard reported on the trip they took to the Big Hole to look at Nate Finch’s property.  Richard will stake the area at Nate’s and the project will be started sometime next week.  Different road and repair work that needs to be done in the Big Hole was discussed.


Richard will try to start the magchloride projects earlier this year.


The Department of Fish, Wildlife, and Parks as allocated $150,000 for the Governor Creek Bridge project.  Richard would like to have this project engineered and obtain more money from the Federal government for this project.  The Big Hole Watershed has this project in its 2008 budget.


BLM Area Manager Tim Bozorth is going to ask the Klarnos for $5,000 towards Big Sheep stock pass way project and Beaverhead County will also contribute $5,000 towards this project.  Richard and Patti left the meeting.


Deputy County Attorney Kurt Steadman joined the meeting and informed the Commissioners that County Attorney Marv McCann will not be able to attend the meeting because he was called to an unattended death.


Kurt has been working on the Benson case and discussion ensued about this case.  Kurt left the meeting.


Sheriff Jay Hansen was unable to attend the meeting due to a call out for an unattended death.


Chairman Haugland recessed the Commissioners’ meeting at 11:00 a.m.  


The following E911 Committee members were present for the E911 Committee meeting:  Chairman Larry Laknar, EMS Representative George Bradley, Commission Chairman Garth Haugland, City Representative Swede Troedsson, Fire Representative Bev McDougal. Members Absent: Sheriff Jay Hansen and Vice-Chairman John Gutcheck. Others present: E911 Coordinator Scott Marsh, Commissioner McGinley, and Commissioner Rice. Larry called the meeting to order and agendas were distributed.

MOTION:
Swede moved and Bev seconded that the minutes be approved as corrected.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Old Business


There was no old business to discuss.

New Business


Scott explained that the Master Street Addressing Guide (MSAG) was complete except for the emergency services zones.  The next step is for the phone companies to file the phone numbers with Intrado, the number storage provider.  Scott also explained the progress of the equipment installation. 


George informed the Committee that the Grasshopper Fire District has received two 3500-gallon water tenders from the NAPA County, California Fire Department.

Adjournment

 Bev moved and George seconded that the meeting be adjourned. A verbal vote was taken and motion carried unanimously.

 The Committee left to tour the Dispatch Center. 

Chairman Haugland reconvened the Commissioners’ meeting 1:30 p.m. with all Commissioners and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

KDBM Reporter Lee Squires, Road Manger Richard Miller and Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting.  The Laknar Lane pedestrian path project was discussed and the survey reviewed.  Establishing a Rural Improvement District (RID) for the reconstruction of Laknar Lane was discussed.

The Commissioners decided that the process of declaring Laknar Lane as a 60-foot County Road be started and that Richard keep working on obtaining a 10 foot easement on the east side of Laknar Lane for a pedestrian path.  Richard will work with the County Attorney on a resolution to declare Laknar Lane a County Road and he will also research what property owners would be involved in an RID.  Richard left the meeting.

At 2:10 Chairman Haugland recessed the Commissioners’ meeting and opened the public hearing to obtain public comment on the proposed amended Beaverhead County Subdivision Regulations. Present: All County Commissioners, Lima Town Attorney Wally Congdon, County Planner Rick Hartz, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Rick gave Wally a copy of the Regulations with the proposed changes.

At the last hearing Wally submitted two letters:  one from him personally and one from the town of Lima.  These letters contained items that the Lima City Council wanted addressed in the Subdivision Regulations and items that Wally wanted addressed in the Subdivision Regulations.  Lima Councilman Russ Kluesner was contacted previous to the hearing regarding the proposed changes and he agreed with the changes.

Rick reviewed the proposed changes that address the six items in Wally’s letter. 

Rick reviewed the proposed changes that address items 1 and 2 and items 5 and 6 in the Town of Lima’s letter.  There was some discussion on these changes.

Items 3 and 4 in Lima’s letter were discussed thoroughly.  Item 3: Equipment fund contribution per lot to the Lima Fire Department for Equipment. Item 4: Equipment fund contribution for Ambulance-Emergency Services in Lima.

 Chairman Haugland adjourned the public hearing and reconvened the Commissioners’ meeting.

MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that in Lima’s letter Item 3. Equipment fund contribution per lot to the Lima Fire Department for Equipment and Item 4. Equipment fund contribution for Ambulance-Emergency Services in Lima, to be utilized for equipment in Lima be rejected and that the amendments made to the Subdivision Regulations and presented today by the Beaverhead County Planner be accepted. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.













MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice second that the Subdivision Regulations Ordinance be approved as amended. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Wally left the meeting.


Rick presented the Final Plat of the Page Minor Subdivision Amended Lot #1.

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the Final Plat of the Page Minor Subdivision Amended Lot #1 be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











Rick and Lee left the meeting.

Hospital CFO Dick Achter, CEO Steve Hannah, and Public Health Nurse Sue Hansen joined the meeting.  A draft copy of the lease for a portion of the Community Services Building and a proposed estimated public health budget including the Butte Family Planning Budget were distributed.    The proposed budget was discussed and what effect Beaverhead County’s Family Planning becoming a satellite of Butte’s Family Planning would have on the budget.  Sue is comfortable with the County’s Family Planning Clinic becoming a satellite of Butte’s Family Planning Clinic on a trial basis.

Public Health will be moving to the west side of the Community Services building. This side of building has more square feet thus requiring the lease amount to be increased.  Steve reviewed two minor changes to the lease.  The Commissioners will give the lease to the Deputy County Attorney for review.

There was discussion about the need for a transition document between the Hospital and the County, and it was decided that this type of document was not needed.

Public Health will continue to do the Life Line program.  This item will be added to the budget.

There was discussion about waiving the health insurance waiting period for the Public Health employees.  The insurance company that is chosen will be asked this question.  Steve, Dick, and Sue left the meeting.

Chairman of the Museum Board of Trustees Mike Ryan has submitted his written resignation to the Commissioners. The following motion was made:

Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that Mike Ryan’s resignation from the Museum Board of Trustees be accepted.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.


Chairman Haugland went over the day’s business with the news media


The Commissioners reviewed and approved the April 8 – 14, 2007 invoices for a total of $76,516.43. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.


There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
