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April 18, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, April 18, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the April 11, 2011 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

	MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the April 11, 2011 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, Road Secretary Jamie   Flynn, and Dillon Tribune Reporter Polly Taylor joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for April 10 – 16, 2011 was submitted:

DILLON AREA
· Plowed snow on the Scenic Byway.
· Spot Bladed on the Birch Creek and Sweetwater Roads.
· Worked on the Birch Creek Road gravel road project (Project #1010-21).
· Two employees attended a LTAP grader school in Butte.
· Road checked local area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA
· Plowed snow on the South Valley Road.
· Road checked Lima and Dell area Roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA
· Plowed snow on the following roads:  Lower North Fork, Lower Bender Creek, Upper North Fork.
· Bladed on the Skinner Meadows Road.
· Flood control on Big Lake Creek, Twin Lakes and Moose Creek Roads.
· Cleaned culverts on Big Lake Creek and Upper North Fork Roads.
· Repaired a bridge on Bender Creek Road.
· Shop cleaning and maintenance.
· Road checked the Scenic Byway, Jackson and Wisdom area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

Scott informed the Commissioners that Lonny Rand and Kodie Bernard attended grader school last week.

 Litter Sign:

Commissioner Rice mentioned to Scott that the Commissioners feel that a sign showing the hours of the Landfill and the information about the litter ordinance should be posted where Reeder Street goes under Interstate 15 and on Ten Mile Road by the Harrington Ranch.  A rough draft of the sign was reviewed.  It was determined that the sign should be approximately 6 feet by 4 feet and when the landfill is opened on Sunday’s the open time will be bolted on to the sign.  Scott will order the sign.

Scott informed the Commissioners that Luke Fitch opened the South Valley Road to Lake View.  He is knocking back the snow so it will dry and not melt on the road.  This road is not open to the public yet.  It will be awhile before the North Valley Road is open.

Scott reported that Gilman Construction is ready to move in equipment at the Snowline Gravel Pit for its Interstate 15 project. Scott suggested that an agreement between the County and Gilman Construction be drafted.  This agreement will include the following: that the County will pay the royalties on the rejects; that Gilman Construction will pay royalties on the material it uses; that a fence will be moved; that the concrete foundation will be broken up by Gilman Construction; and that Gilman Construction will take care of the weeds in the pit.  Jim will write this agreement.  The County will use the millings from the Interstate 15 project to widen the shoulders of the South Valley Road.

Scott will be talking to several different company representatives that have milling machines about milling the old Armstead Road.

The Jaycees have asked Scott if they could use the backhoe for a project.  The Commissioners approved this request only if a County employee operates it.

Scott reported that the laying of the gravel on Birch Creek Road is approximately half complete.  This work will continue this week.

The Commissioners have received the Emergency TSEP $30,000 Grant Agreement to assist with the payment for the removal of the old Dickey Bridge.  The County will utilize the grant for its match on the removal of this bridge.  The County has already sent $10,000 to the Montana Department of Transportation for this project. The Commissioners approved the agreement and Chairman Haugland signed it.

Jim informed the Commissioners that last week he completed the design and specifications for the Jaycees’ elevated stage and gave this information to the Jaycees.

Last year the County’s insurance provider did a loss prevention inspection on all the buildings located at the Fairground.  A report was created with the findings.  Commissioner McGinley will give a copy of this report to the Jaycees’ so that they can address the safety issues in their buildings at the Fairgrounds.

Chairman Haugland informed the Commissioners that County Safety Supervisor Jack Eddie and Sam Buchanan from Western State Insurance did a lost prevention inspection of all three County shops.  There were just some minor items that will need to be addressed.

Jim will be taking measurements this week for the replacement cement slab at the County shop.  Jim will also be checking the strength of the supports for the announcer’s booth at the Fairground because someone is thinking about installing a bay window so the announcers can have a better view of the arena.

Action on Resolution #2011-09 – Approving a Loan for the Dillon Airport Project:

The Commissioners reviewed and discussed the above resolution.  The following motion was made:

MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconed that Resolution #2011-09 – Approving a Loan for the Dillon Airport Project be approved. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.








Old Business:

No old business was brought up for discussed.

911 Committee:

Chairman Haugland recessed the Commissioners’ meeting at 11:00 a.m. for the 911 Committee meeting.

Lunch Recess:

At 1:30 p.m. Chairman Haugland reconvened the meeting with Commissioner McGinley, Commissioner Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

Legislative Update:

Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting.  Commissioner McGinley stated that Thursday, April 21st is the 86th legislative day.  The Legislature can only meet for 90 days.

Commissioner McGinley gave an update on the following:

SB 248 - Allow additional members for county tax appeal board.  This Bill has been transmitted to the Governor.

HB 61 - Allow local jurisdictions to set lower speed limits on unpaved roads without a speed study.   This bill has been transmitted to the Governor.

SB 283 - Revise process for changing county boundaries.  (S) 2nd Reading House Amendments Concurred

Other Topics of Discussion:

Rick Hartz submitted a written request from Shad Ockler asking for another year extension for Silverwood Subdivision Preliminary Plat due to the severity of the current real estate sales market.  Rick submitted a copy of 76-3-610 which is:

 Effect of approval of application and preliminary plat. (1) Upon approving or conditionally approving an application and preliminary plat, the governing body shall provide the subdivider with a dated and signed statement of approval. This approval must be in force for not more than 3 calendar years or less than 1 calendar year. At the end of this period the governing body may, at the request of the subdivider, extend its approval for no more than 1 calendar year, except that the governing body may extend its approval for a period of more than 1 year if that approval period is included as a specific condition of a written agreement between the governing body and the subdivider, according to 76-3-507.      (2) Except as provided in 76-3-507, after the application and preliminary plat are approved, the governing body and its subdivisions may not impose any additional conditions as a prerequisite to final plat approval if the approval is obtained within the original or extended approval period as provided in subsection (1).; 

Discussion ensued.  Rick will talk to MACo Joint Powers Authority Land Use Attorney regarding how many times a County can give a preliminary plat extension.  This request will be put on the next Commission agenda for action.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the April 10 – 16, 2011 invoices for a total of $15,830.46, beginning with check #179684 and ending with check #179715. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.

the unpaid balance of the principal until paid, for the purpose of Airport Improvements described
above.
The DIVISION, has prescribed the terms and conditions under which loan is to be repaid,

to wit: Said sum of __ $11,250.00 together with interest thereon at the rate of

1.625%  per annum on the unpaid balance of the principal until paid, must be repaid to the

DIVISION, in annual installments in such payment amounts and in accordance with the schedule
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of repayments as set forth in the repayment schedule attached hereto and marked EXHIBIT "A".
The SPONSOR accepts such DIVISION monies and agrees to expend same upon such
terms and conditions as are prescribed by the DIVISION, and in accordance with the Airport Aid
Application Part Four (Representations), Part Five (Sponsor Assurances) and Part Six (Project
Agreement) and by this reference incorporated herein as though fully set forth.
NOW THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED by the County of Beaverhead

known herein as SPONSOR, as follows:
1 SPONSOR, hereby agrees to receive and expend such loan totaling

$11,250.00 for the improvements of the Dillon Airport, located in

Beaverhead County ,Montana, in the manner and form applied for, and as approved by the

DIVSION.
2. That in consideration of said loan, that SPONSOR, hereby obligates itself during
the period of time as set forth in EXHIBIT "A", to repay to the DIVSION, the loan of

$11,250.00 ,together with interest thereon at the rate of _ $1.625% per annum on

the unpaid balance of the principal until paid, in annual installments in accordance with EXHIBIT
"A". The first of said payments, in the amount as stated in EXHIBIT "A" will be made on or
before the date set forth in EXHIBIT "A", in the full amount of the loan together with interest as
aforesaid; and

3.) The SPONSOR shall have the right of prepayment of the principal and interest of
the loan, or any part thereof, without penalty, at any time. Any prepayment shall be applied first to
interest then accrued at the time of payment and the balance of the payment shall be applied to the
principal balance of the loan at the time of prepayment. Any prepayment of principal shall
accordingly reduce the amount of interest to be paid on the loan. The prepayment shall not relieve
the Sponsor from making the next succeeding payment installment or installment when due until

the total balance of the loan is paid in full.
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4.) SPONSOR, in consideration of said loan does hereby obligate itself to include
within its budget for the period of time during which loan is to be repaid, sufficient funds to pay
and discharge loan together with interest thereon in the amount as stated in EXHIBIT "A".
