April 21, 2008, Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, April 21, 2008 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
The minutes of the April 14, 2008 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the April 14, 2008 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the following Road Report:

All the crews will be attending a Mining Safety and Health Act (MSHA) training tomorrow.  The crews need this training to be able to excavate gravel.  The crews will also be getting a first aid refresher course.

Richard talked to Paul Rebich about obtaining gravel from him for the Eliason Lane Project.  Richard is not sure how this project will be done because there is not enough equipment.  Options of how this project will be done were discussed.  Richard will estimate the amount of material that will be needed for this project.

The Commissioners were shown pictures that Supervisor Mike Shafer took of water runoff damage in the Bennett Owen’s Miracle Mountain Subdivision.  Richard will do a site inspection after the ground is dried out.

Lynn Westad joined the meeting.

The crews are hand patching Blacktail Road with asphalt.  Commissioner McGinley informed Richard that there is an upheaval of asphalt in the intersection of Webster Lane and Laknar Lane.

Richard will obtain cement blocks to set the Airport’s brush on so it will not have a crushed side.  The brush will also be moved out of the sunlight.

Chairman Rice signed the ten certifications for the TSEP Bridge Application.

Richard stated that the Department really needs a new backhoe.  Richard does have the option to rent one or two backhoes.  

Richard informed the Commissioners that he made the decision to replace the culvert in the Mitchell Ditch under Blacktail Road.  By replacing this culvert Kendra Webster will not have install an extension to the culvert, which was in one of the conditions of subdivision approval. Lynn Giles joined the meeting and Richard left the meeting.

At this time the Commissioners took action on the County Attorney’s resignation:

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the County Attorney Marv McCann’s resignation affective May 4, 2008 be accepted.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.












Commissioner McGinley noted that Marv has informed the Commissioners that State Law allows the resignee, in this case the County Attorney, 72 hours to reverse his decision about resigning. The 72-hour period starts as soon as the Commission accepts the resignation.


Lynn questioned if the County is considering hiring a deputy county attorney.  Lynn was told that this position was budgeted into the County Attorney’s budget and that it would be up to the new County Attorney to make that decision.  Lynn left the meeting.


Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  Jay reported that as of the end of April 66 percent of his budget has been spent and that the 71 percent of the E911 budget has been spent.  Both budgets are in good condition.


Jay informed the Commissioners that Wednesday, one of his employees would complete all his leave through the Family Medical Leave Act.   Jay is going to call Jack Holstrom at MACo to get is advice on this matter.



There is someone interested in purchasing the truck that the Sheriff’s office has for sale.  Jay will be giving one of the light bars to Fire District  #2 Administrator Rick Later.




There was discussion about Jay selling the house that was forfeited in 2004 to the County.  The County has been conveyed the right, title, and interest in the house.  Jay will wait and talk to the County Attorney when one is appointed.



The Sheriff Offices’ budgets were discussed.  Fees have generated $2,000 this fiscal year.   Prisoner count is up at this time.



At 11:00 a.m. Chairman Rice recessed the Commissioners’ meeting for the E911 Committee meeting.




At 1:30 p.m. Chairman Rice reconvened the meeting with all Commissioners and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

Don Resset from the First Presbyterian Church joined the meeting.  There was discussion regarding the proposed parking lot extension for the County that would be located on Church property.  The County would place millings, mark parking spaces, placement barrier, and any required signing. The County will keep snow off the lot.  Don asked if the Commissioners would consider plowing all the way around the Church.   It was agreed that the lease would be for one year, from July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009, to see if how this project works. The lease will also contain a 30 day vacate clause.  The County will draft a copy of the lease.  Don left the meeting.

International Union of Operating Engineer Jim Rickard, County Road Shop Steward Bob Ferris, and Road Department Employee Scott Jones joined the meeting.

It was agreed that Union Representative and the Commissioners would meet on Monday, May 5, 2008, at 1:30 p.m. in the Commissioners’ Room of the Courthouse for proposal negotiations.   Jim, Bob, and Scott left the meeting.


John Hawkins and Don Darling from the Dillon Rifle and Pistol Club joined the meeting.  The Club is submitting a Fish, Wildlife, and Parks Shooting Range Grant Application.  The Club is a registered as a non-profit corporation and has its own tax ID number through the IRS, so it will not have to use the County’s tax ID number.  If the Club were awarded the grant, the monies would be used to expand the existing facility.  Don described the proposed expansion.  The Commissioners offered to write a letter of support.  Don will pick up the letter on Wednesday.  John and Don left the meeting.


Chairman Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.


The Commissioners reviewed and approved the April 13 – 19, 2008 invoices for a total of $73,994.55 The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.


There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
