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April 25, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, April 25, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the April 18, 2011 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

	MOTION:	Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the minutes of the April 18, 2011 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, Road Secretary Jamie Flynn and Dillon Tribune Reporter Polly Taylor joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for April 17-23, 2011 was submitted:

DILLON AREA
•	Plowed snow on the Scenic Byway.
•	Bladed on Carrigan and Flynn Lanes.
•	Worked on the Birch Creek Road gravel road project (Project #1010-21).
•	Attended MSHA training at the Search and Rescue building.

LIMA AREA
•	Plowed snow on the following roads:  North Valley, Stibal, and Ruby Divide.

WISDOM AREA 
•	Plowed snow on Moose Creek and Skinner Meadows Roads.
•	Thawed culverts on Skinner Meadows and Rock Creek Roads.

•	Attended MSHA training at the Search and Rescue building.
•	Moved equipment.
•	Road checked the Scenic Byway, Jackson and Wisdom area roads.
•	Equipment service and repair.

Scott reported that the Birch Creek Road project should be completed tomorrow.  Final work will be done on some approaches and silt fences.  The gravel that is left over will be measured.

After this project is completed roads around Dillon will be bladed while there is moisture in the ground.

Commissioner McGinley requested that a load of gravel be dumped on the soccer field approach.

Scott reported that he looked at Harris Wheat’s approaches on Ten Mile Road.  The small one on the south side can be fixed.  Scott feels the big pipe could be removed and realigned.  It would cost approximately $6,000 to $7,000 for a new pipe.  The crew should get to this project in about three weeks.

John Erb has talked to Scott about improving the section of Carter Creek Road that goes into the old O’Conner residence.  John has offered to haul the gravel for this project.  The Commissioners gave their approval for John Erb to haul the gravel.

Scott reported that the Snowline Gravel Pit permit has been finalized.  The County will install steel posts to delineate the boundaries of the pit. Two weeks ago a contract was sent to the Snowline Grazing for approval and signature, but as of yet the contract has not been returned. 

Jim reported that a draft contract between Gilman Construction and the County was sent to Gilman.  Gilman Construction representatives want to revise the contract because Gilman will not own the millings; the Montana Department of Transportation will own them.  There will be 1,600 yards of millings.  Gilman Construction will haul half of the millings to Lima.

Scott reported that the 1985 or 1987 140H CAT grader has safety issues.  It would cost approximately $5,000 to $10,000 to fix this grader.  There was discussion about purchasing a used grader and to list the 140H in the State’s auction.

Scott would like to keep the John Deere loader in service for one more year.  It works well for loading sand.

Scott reported that a loader will be needed to remove the avalanche on the Wise River side of the Pioneer Mountains Scenic Byway. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Commissioner Rice informed Scott that there is money in the Lemhi Pass account that needs to be used by the end of June.  There is work that needs to be done on this road by the old Bjorni place.  Jamie will check the amount that is left for this project.   There was discussion about the date of opening Lemhi Pass Road.  Scott stated that there is still a lot of snow in this area.

Jamie reported that at this time the County owes the state $5,600 for royalties on the gravel used on the Birch Creek project.  The project is not completed yet so this amount will increase.

Jamie reported that the landfill signs were ordered last week.  

The roads in the Centennial Valley will be closed for at least another week.

The Eliason Lane Homeowners’ Association wants to purchase magchloride for Eliason Lane.  Jim stated that this road is going to be rebuilt so magchloriding it would probably be a waste of money.  Jim informed the Commissioners that they and Paul Rebich need to meet regarding where and who will be digging the gravel for this road.

Scott will call the LaCense Ranch Manger about the Flynn Lane ditch project.

Jim informed the Commissioners that when the County receives an invoice for the Dickey Bridge project it needs to be submitted to TSEP for reimbursement.

Jim reported that a few bidders have showed interest in the Airport project.  The bids will be opened at Peccia Associates in Helena on Wednesday, April 27, 2011 at 1:00 p.m.  Commissioner Rice will attend by conference call.

Action on Request for Silverwood Preliminary Plat Extension:

Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting.  Last week Rick submitted Shad Ockler’s request for an extension of the Silverwood Preliminary Plat.  House Bill 522, was signed by the Governor last Thursday, clarifies that county commissioners may issue more than one preliminary plat extension for a subdivision.  The bill also states that the commissioners and the developer have to sign an agreement agreeing to this extension.


MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the Preliminary Plat of the Silverwood Subdivision be extended again.  The expiration date will be April 23, 2012. 

A letter and an agreement will be mailed to the developer.

Old Business:

No old business was brought up for discussion.

Lunch Recess:

Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 12:00 noon for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner McGinley and, Commissioner Rice, present.  

Legislative Update:

The Commissioners reviewed the status of bills.

Other Topics of Discussion:

The Commissioners opened their mail and email. 

The Commissioners reviewed and discussed their proposed changes to the Agreement between the County and the IUOE.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the April 17-23 invoices for a total of
$29,864.64; beginning with check #179716 and ending with check #179767. The invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.

Public Comment onSubjects Under County Jurisdiction:

No public comments were received.

IUOE Union Representatives:

Road Department employees Bob Ferris and Scott Jones, IUOE Representative John Riordan, and Secretary Patti Odasz joined the meeting.

The Agreement between the IUOE and the County expires June 30, 2011.  This meeting was to start negotiating changes to that Agreement. The Union distributed copies of a Letter of Understanding dated January 5, 2010 and copies of a list with three topics for discussion.  A list of items the County wants to discuss was also distributed.
All the Union’s and County’s items were discussed.  A draft of the changes will be made and sent to John and Scott.  The next meeting was set for May 23, 2011 at 4:00 p.m.
