April 28, 2008 Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on April 28, 2008, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Commissioner Garth Haugland. Secretary Patti Odasz was out sick.

The minutes of the April 21, 2008 meeting were not read and will be read at the May 5, 2008 meeting. 


Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Report for April 20th to April 26th, 2008 for the Dillon, Lima and Wisdom Areas:

DILLON AREA


Plowed and sanded with a truck on all local paved roads and Scenic Byway (Polaris) and Bannack Bench Road to State Park.


Plowed snow with a grader on the following roads and lanes: Sweetwater, Stone Creek, Nissen, Carter Creek, Argenta, North Valley, Lemhi Pass and Brenner.


Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Argenta, Ten, Mile and Blacktail.


Attended MSHA training.


Cleaned a ditch on Hwy 91 North and Frying Pan Road.


Installed road signs on the following roads and lanes:  Cherry, Peaks View, Stock Drive, Gosman, West Frontage, Red Rock, McKnight Canyon and Kidd.


Road checked roads in Glen, Horse Prairie and Grasshopper area.


Yard maintenance and clean up. 


Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA


Plowed snow on North Valley Road and South Valley.


Road checked Lima, Dell and Centennial Valley area roads.


Hauled gravel on Big Sheep Creek Road.


Did sign post locates for road sign installation.  


Attended MSHA training.


Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 


Plowed snow on the roads Lower North Fork, Skinner, Rock Creek and Miner Lake. 


Flood control on Skinner Meadows, Miner Lake and Lower North Fork. 


Repaired a cattleguard on Skinner Meadows Road.


Repaired washouts on Lower North Fork and Skinner Meadows Road.


Attended MSHA training.


Bladed Skinner Meadows Road.


Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.


Equipment service and repair.


The owner of the Elk Lake Resort called and wants the South Valley and Elk Lake Roads opened. Richard stated that the North Valley Road has been plowed and that a crew will start plowing the South Valley Road and Elk Lake Road today.    


Richard stated that the school bus that leaves Dillon and goes clear to Dewy has a parking lot turn-around in the morning but turns around in a field on private property in the afternoons.   Richard stated that he would like to put in a turn-around on Quartz Hill and will check into getting a right-of-way to do so.


Chairman Tom Rice stated that County Attorney Marv McCann’s resignation will be affective on May 4, 2008 and that a letter of acceptance was received from Jed Fitch for the position of County Attorney.  The Board announced that Mr. Fitch will be appointed to the County Attorney position on May 5, 2008. Mr. Fitch was chosen from a list of 5 applicants.


Commissioner McGinley stated that the second contract payment with the City of Dillon for Ray Lynch Park is due in the amount of $2,000.  Commissioner McGinley asked if the Board would like to commit for the year 2009 in the amount of $4,500.  It was agreed the amount of $4,500 would be designated for the Ray Lynch Park.  The first payment of $2,500 will be made in the fall and the second payment of $2,000 will be made in the spring.


County Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting presented the Final Plat of the Mayes Minor Subdivision for final plat approval.  The commission approved the final plat as submitted.

Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded the approval of the Final Plat of the Mayes Minor Subdivision.  
The motion carried unanimously.

County Planner Rick Hartz presented a request for an Agricultural Exemption placement on a parcel of land located in the SW1/4 of Section 1, Township 9 South, Range 9 West owned by Mary and Veronica Bolick.  Renee’ Klakken was present to ask the Commissioners for more time to research this proposal.  The Commission granted one-week extension, before making a decision.  This item will be placed on the May 5, 2008 agenda.  Rick left the meeting.


Jamie Mehlhoff, a student at UMW, stated that the business class she is taking at the college will be updating and revising the Code of the New West brochure at the direction of the County Planning Board.

Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. the meeting was reconvened with all Commissioners

There was no Sheriff’s Office report.

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the April 20 – 26, 2008 invoices for a total of $16,559.03. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
