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May 2, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, May 2, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the April 25, 2011 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

	MOTION:	Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the minutes of the April 25, 2011 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, Road Secretary Jamie   Flynn, and Dillon Tribune Reporter Polly Taylor joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for April 24 – 30, 2011 was submitted:

Dillon Area
· Finished the Birch Creek Road project.  Project #1010-21.
· Spot bladed on the following roads:  Anderson, Ten Mile, Eliason, Old Stage and Rebich.
· Moved equipment.
· Delineated the boundaries of the Snowline Gravel Pit.
· Road checked local area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

Lima Area
· Plowed snow on the following roads:  Blacktail, Lima Dam and North Valley.
· Bladed Stibal Lane to Monida.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Lima and Dell area Roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

Wisdom Area
· Bladed on Bannack Bench Road.
· Thawed culverts on Skinner Meadows.
· Checked culverts on Little Lake Creek Road.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

Scott reported that the Birch Creek Road project has been completed.  Fifteen Thousand yards of gravel was put on the road.  Scott suggested that a couple of “S” curve signs be installed at each end of the road.  The Commissioners gave their approval for the purchase of signs.

As soon as the new solid waste signs arrive they will be installed by the road crew.  Commissioner Rice will talk to the Harrington’s to see where the sign could be posted around their ranch.

Scott left a message for the Manager of the LaCense ranch to call him about the ditch on Flynn Lane, but Scott has not heard from him yet.  Scott will contact Dick Chaffin about this same matter.

There was discussion about the damaged fence claim that Ted Schmidt submitted to the County’s insurance.  Mr. Schmidt claims that the County damage approximately 1 ¼ mile of his fence while plowing snow.  Tim Anderson has estimated the cost to fix the fence at $5,000.  Commissioner McGinley stated that the insurance adjuster will be here tomorrow and that he will go with the adjuster to inspect the fence.  Commissioner McGinley will call Road crew employee Luke Fitch regarding this matter.

Scott informed the Commissioners that the grader in Wisdom might have aluminum in the oil.  Prior to this problem this machine had fuel issues.  Scott is not sure if these two issues are related.  The dealership is researching this problem.

Scott, Mechanic Mike Marsh, and Engineer Jim Carpita will meet today regarding the proposed new floor in the Dillon County shop. Jim’s proposal is to have the floor of the south bay be completed; then have work start on the other three bays.  Jim has met with the manufacturers of pre-fab French drains; it was recommended that drains be installed in each bay.  The grating on the drains will not cause problems for the creepers This project should be put out for bid in the next week or two.

There was discussion about purchasing a used service truck for the mechanic. The Road Department’s budget was reviewed.  Due to budget constraints, the Commissioners decided that the purchase of a truck will not happen until next year.

Jim will find out what has happened to the Snowline Gravel Pit contract between the County and Gilman Construction.

This Wednesday, Chairman Haugland and Jim will attend the final walk through of the Dickey Bridge project.

Commissioner Rice informed the Commissioners that on Wednesday at 11:00 a.m. there will be a conference call between the Montana Aeronautics Division, Engineer Lance Bowers, the Judith Basin Commissioners, and himself regarding Judith Basin loaning Beaverhead County some its airport discretionary funding for Beaverhead County’s Dillon Airport project.

The Commissioners reviewed and discussed proposed changes to the Personnel Policy.

Old Business:

No old business was brought up for discussion.

The Commissioners opened their mail and email and responded accordingly.

Lunch Recess:

Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 12:00 noon for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner McGinley and Commissioner Rice present. 

Legislative Update:

No legislative update was given.

Other Topics of Discussion:

No other topics were brought up for discussion.
