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May 9, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, May 9, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present:  Commissioner McGinley, Acting Chairman Tom Rice, and Secretary Jamie Flynn.  Chairman Garth Haugland was out of state.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, and Dillon Tribune Reporter Polly Taylor joined the meeting.

Scott Jones reported the Road Department will start clearing the Scenic Byway.  Dow Keyes from the Wisdom Shop plowed to Coolidge by the slide last week.  The Road Department will also start to work on Lemhi Pass this week to clear out.  

Scott and Commissioner Rice discussed the LaCense Ranch ditch and the project out there.   Commissioner Rice will look into this and contact someone from the ranch.

South Valley Road will be closed this week and may open end of next week.  With all the moisture we have received, it will get torn up if driven on.

Scott reported the Blacktail Road on the Dillon side is good.  The Lima side is still real wet.

Scott reported the shop floor is being worked on by the County Engineer.

Tom had a picture of Chute Canyon Road showing water and a fence.  The fence is neglected.   A policy may need to be implemented regarding fences and snow. 

Jack Champine joined the meeting.  He wanted to know the possibility of graveling Clayton Lane.  Tom explained the landowners paid for the material and the Road Department did the work.  Jack asked if the gravel was done, would the County then grade the road.  Jack explained how bad the road is.  Commissioner McGinley talked about a RID for the area including Laknar Lane.  Commissioner Rice said we can get them the RID information.

Scott Jones said the Road Department is getting a load of cold mix to repair roads from Knife River in Belgrade.

Nathan Korb, Nature Conservancy, joined the meeting to discuss culverts in the Centennial Valley.  He identified areas that need work with culverts.  He has received some grant monies for projects.  He requested to have Beaverhead County to donate $6,000 this year and $12,000 next year.  In-kind was done for 2010 of $5,000.  Finding a gravel source is a problem.    Future Fisheries has a part in the proposal and a match is needed.  The Alaska Basin gravel pit was discussed.   Nathan requested a letter from the Commissioners committing to the project. 

Then Nathan requested from the Commissioners and the Road Department to use our grizzly to 700 cubic yards of gravel they owe us.  The Commissioners gave their ok.  Steve Huffaker has been hired to do the work.

Paul Rebich and Beverly Butler joined the meeting to talk about Eliason Lane.  Carpita had a question about everyone getting on the same page.  Carpita said he thought Paul would get the gravel.  Paul said the project started about 10 years ago.  He talked to Richard Miller about this originally.  A discussion took place about the subdivision and the permitting for this project.  Carpita wanted to get the details straight of what is expected.  Commissioner Rice was concerned about Beaverhead County building a fire pond for the subdivision.  Paul will figure out if he has 25,000 cubic yards of gravel in the area for the road base.

Commissioner McGinley talked about the doing work on the corner of Medicine Lodge Road where Jodi Allison was involved in an accident.  The Allison’s want to meet with Scott Jones and the Commissioners regarding this corner.

Commissioner McGinley commented about people complaining of flat tires on the new Birch Creek road.  A discussion took place about the road.  It may have something to do with speed and bad tires.

Jim Carpita said he got information from a software company at MACRS for GIS information and road inventory.  Scott Jones said we already have information on this from LTAP.  The Road Department will talk to Steve Jenkins about this software.

Jim Carpita reported he is working on the Dillon shop floor design.  He also reported he is working on an agreement for the Snowline gravel pit with Gilman Construction.

Jim Carpita met with the contractor, MDT and Richard Knatterud from TSEP on the Dickey Bridge project.  There is a punch list of things to do.

Old Business/New Business:

Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  Jay wants to incorporate a booking fee for the jail.  Anaconda and Butte-Silver Bow have done this and have not had any problems.  It will take a resolution for this to happen.  A sample will be acquired from another county. Butte and Anaconda have a booking fee of $25.  This will offset the cost of the jail for people specifically needed to be booked in and simply released.  A person would not be released until the booking fee is paid.  Commissioner McGinley asked when the resolution would take effect.  Jay said whenever the resolution is adopted the booking fee can then start.  

Jay had another situation that has come up with the clean-up of meth labs and disposal.  He was concerned about labs found on the Interstate.  The problem is that is falls on the State or local governments.  We don’t have money for the disposal of meth labs.   It’s a question whose responsibility it is for the cost of the clean-up and disposal.  We are also not trained to do this.  The feds don’t have the money.  Jay said it may be handled by DEQ in the future.  

Jay reported the jail is looking pretty good.  We have prisoners from Madison County in our jail.  We have a few prisoners from Broadwater County also.

Drought Task Force/Flood Task Force:

The following people joined the meeting. 
Commissioner Rice called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone.  Introductions were given.  Commissioner Rice turned the meeting over to Larry Laknar.  

Dennis Miotke gave the following report:



Larry asked for a report from Rich Norquist from NRCS.  He reported that we are 145% of normal in the Missouri basin.  Carter Creek is 130% of normal.  They have the emergency flood program to protect life and property along with roads and bridges.  The last time this was used was when the Jefferson River flooded about 10 years ago.  

Larry asked to get a report from wildfire. DNRC, State Lands, Jay Lemon reported they will have 5 seasonal employees hired for the summer. Tim Egan said that if Beaverhead County gets in a flood situation to call them.  Jay said everyone will be hired and staffed by the first of June for DNRC.

Larry asked about Grazing.  Tim Egan from DNRC said it needs to warm up first.

Gina Loss from the Great Falls weather forecast office joined the meeting per phone conference.  Gina gave a report through a slide show presentation. Copies included.  Gina reported that she now has a Facebook page.  She asked if there were any questions.  Commissioner Rice said it didn’t look like there were any questions.

Farm Service agency – no one present.

City of Dillon – no one present.

County Extension JP Tanner reported that we are in good shape for agriculture, but it needs the temperature to warm up.  

FWP:  Larry Laknar reported they are happy there is lots of water.  No one present for a report.

Larry Laknar, DES, showed a slide show.  

Scott Marsh, County Fire Warden report.  No report.

Larry reported there will be a flood potential briefing webinar from 2:00 to 3:00 today in his office.  
The next meeting for the Drought Task Force will be on June 13, 2011

Lunch Recess:

Acting Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 12:00 noon for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner McGinley present.  

Other Topics of Discussion:

The Commissioners opened their mail and email and responded accordingly.
