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May 12, 2008 Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on May 12, 2008, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Commissioner Garth Haugland. Secretary Patti Odasz was out; Lee Diedrich prepared these minutes. 
Minutes:

The reading of the May 5, 2008 meeting minutes was postponed. 

Road Department Update:
Road Manager Richard Miller submitted the Road Report for   the week of May 4th – May 10th, 2008 for the Dillon, Lima and Wisdom Areas.

Dillon, Lima and Wisdom Areas 
DILLON AREA


Plowed snow on the Scenic Byway at Polaris.


Hand patched the following roads:  Blacktail, Laknar, Sweetwater and Ten Mile.


Cleaned up the right-of-way to install a culvert and headgate on Browne’s Bridge Road and cleaned up trees.  Project #0804-03.


Removed an old cattleguard on Browne’s Bridge Road.  Hauled gravel to the cattleguard.


Put up “loose gravel” signs on the Blacktail Road at Mitchell Ditch.


 Road checked roads in Glen, Horse Prairie and Grasshopper area.


Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA


Plowed snow on South Valley and Elk Lake Roads.


Repaired a water line on the Airport Road.


Opened the South Valley Road.  (upper north side is not open)


Road checked Lima, Dell and Centennial Valley area roads.



WISDOM AREA 


Spot bladed on Lower North Fork Road.


Bladed on the Upper North Fork and Miner Lake Roads.


Cattleguard fabrication in the shop.


Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.


Shop maintenance.

Richard reported that the installation of telephone boxes are turning up in the strangest places and that a policy is needed stating that the road easement is 30 ft. on either side of the road centerline and that these boxes will need to be installed out of the road right-of-way boundaries.

Sheriff’s Office Update:


The Sheriff did not attend this meeting so no report was given.

County Attorney’s Office Update:

County Attorney Jed Fitch stated he is in the process of putting together a petition for the formation of a Fire District in Wise River.  Jed also updated the Commissioners on the organization of his office.

Drought Task Force:

Gina Loss, from the Great Falls Weather Service gave a power point presentation on snow pack, participation, and temperatures. It was stated that this coming weekend could reach temperatures in the upper 70°’s, which could result in high runoff levels.  Don Copple from the DNRC office reported that seasonal fire crews are being hired. Tom Osen from the US Forest Service stated that they are also bringing on summer fire crews. Snow pack levels were reported to be 100 – 105% of basin average and that grazing would appear to be normal for this year.  Scott Marsh reported that he and Commissioner Haugland would be attending the DNRC Central Zone Cooperators Meeting in Missoula on May 29th.
Lunch Recess:

Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and reconvened the meeting at 1:30 p.m. with all Commissioners present.
MACO Health Care Trust Representative - Owen Voigt 

County Health Insurance Committee Members 

(Committee members present were: Lee Diedrich, Betty Tinsley, Kathy Allard, Bob Cherry and Jay Hansen

Owen Voigt, representative for the MACo Health Care Trust, reported on the County’s health insurance program and the financial condition of the Trust Fund. Owen stated that Beaverhead County is a young group and didn’t have any major high dollar claims this past year so the County premiums will only be increasing 5%.  All members of the MACo Trust will have a minimum premium increase of 5% to a maximum premium increase of 15%.  Owen also explained the Flex Plan, which is offered by Allegiance Benefit Plan Management, Inc.  Owen stated that he is not involved with this Company.  Beaverhead County’s open enrollment period for health insurance runs from May 1 – June 15, 2008. A meeting with all employees will be scheduled to answer any questions or concerns there may be with the County’s health insurance.  At this meeting Owen stated that he could have Bob Schulte also come to meet with employees on the Flex Plan.  No decision was made at this time whether to offer this Flex Plan to County employees.

Bid Opening: Seal Coat for Bannack Bench Road

The bids for seal coating for the Bannack Bench Road were opened and were as follows:


Hard Drives, Construction Inc.  -  Billings, Montana  $181,163.66


Jim Gilman Excavating – Butte, Montana  $200,538.68

The low bid was received from Hard Drives Construction, Inc. out of Billings, Montana.

The engineer’s estimate for this project was $187,404.80. Richard stated that both bids came in high and that he would send them to Staley Engineering for review.  Richard stated that some of the project may need to be deleted or changed to get the price down to the amount budgeted for the project. 

County Planner -  Rick Hartz

Final Plat Approval Smallhorn View Minor Subdivision

County Planner Rick Hartz presented the Final Plat of the Smallhorn View Minor Subdivision for final plat approval.

County Superintendent Resignation:
A letter of resignation was received from County School Superintendent Dottie Donovan.  Dottie stated in her letter that her decision to resign was due to health reasons.

Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the letter of resignation from County Superintendent of Schools Dottie Donovan be accepted. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

There was one position open for Public Hospital Trustee and the Tom Welch was the only candidate that filed a nominating.  The following motion was made:

A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.  With all in favor the motion passed unanimously.
