May 18, 2010, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, May 18, 2010 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Mike McGinley, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes of the May 3 and 10, 2010 Meetings:

The minutes of the May 3 and 10, 2010 meetings were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner Haugland   seconded that the minutes of the May 3 and 10, 2010 meetings be approved with changes.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

County Projects Update:

County Road Supervisor Mike Shafer, Road Secretary Jamie Flynn, Intern Bill Lewis, Dillon Operations Manager J.S. Turner, and County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for May 9 –15, 2010 was submitted:

DILLON AREA

· Bladed on the following roads:  Old Canyon, Birch Creek, Trapper Creek, Taylor Creek, Blacktail and Schoolhouse.

· Plowed snow on the Scenic Byway. 

· The Scenic Byway is now open from Dillon to Wise River.

· Finished two cattleguard installations on Schoolhouse Road.

· Hauled gravel on Schoolhouse Road and Hartwig Lane.

· Finished the fencing on Nissen Lane for the bridge project.

· Road checked the Dillon, Glen, Melrose. Horse Prairie and Grasshopper area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Bladed South and North Valley Roads.

· Repaired soft spots and hauled gravel on the North Valley Road.

· Installed a culvert on Elk Lake road.

· Hauled gravel on Elk Lake Road.

· Road checked the Centennial Valley, Big Sheep, Sage Creek, Dell and Lima area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Installed a culvert on Skinner Meadows Road.

· Repaired a guardrail on the Argenta bridge above Argenta.

· Checked culverts on Moose Creek and Skinner Meadows Roads.

· Checked cattleguards on Twin Lakes Road.  

· Hauled cattleguard to Twin Lakes Road for installation this week.

· Hauled gravel on Skinner Meadows Road.

· Clean-up of Jackson Shop and yard.

· Hauled an old water tank to Dillon for auction.

· Road checked the Wisdom and Jackson area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.  
Chairman McGinley reported that yesterday the County received $178,000 of stimulus monies through HB 645. 

Barrett Hospital has mistakenly billed the County for an employee’s test that was not County related.  Jamie will take care of this matter.    

After discussion of the “Schedule A” Agreement between the County and the Forest Service, the Commissioners made the decision not to sign the agreement.  

Last week Birch Creek Road was bladed from Interstate 15 to the Forest Service boundary.

Pictures of a fence that the Snowline Grazing Association rebuilt were reviewed.  The Fish and Game paid for this fence. The Association moved the fence two feet closer to the County road.  The previous fence was already encroaching on the County’s right-of-way by five feet.  Mike Shafer talked to Lloyd Carlson about this matter and informed him that if the County had been contacted the County would have cleaned off the sagebrush and would have fixed the bank and made sure that the fence would be out of the right-of-way.  Mike told Lloyd that if the County hits the fence when Little Sheep Creek Road is being plowed, it would be up to the Association to fix it. 

Mike informed the Commissioners that there are a lot of pivots that are watering County roads.  Jamie will have the Ordiance that prohibits this action published in the Dillon Tribune.    Mike feels that the Sheriff should enforce this ordinance.

Mike reported that the bad spots on the Valley Road have been fixed and the road is open to trucks.

Mike has purchased reclamite for the Fair Grounds and has ordered tires.  

Rita Roder has contacted Mike to inform him that when she was driving the school bus onto Highway 41 a County truck went by and a rock flew up and broke the windshield.  Rita admitted that there was a crack in the shield before this incident.  Mike stated that the County truck was empty.  Mike will inform Rita that the County will not pay for the windshield. 

A grader is at RDO in Belgrade with transmission trouble.

The Department of Natural Resources and Conservation (DNRC) is going to do an Environmental Assessment (EA) on its gravel pit at Apex.  Mike will contact Tim Egan to see how long the EA will take.   

Mike will talk to the men about staying in Wisdom until the bridge on the Upper North Fork Road is completed.

The Nissen Lane and Frying Pan Road bridge projects are completed.  All that is left on the Carrigan Lane bridge project is paving and fencing.  The paperwork cannot be completed until the Carrigan Lane project is finished.

Mike informed the Commissioners that the Airport snowplow was damaged and recommended that the Commissioners get a used plow from the state.

Kelly Rowe has contacted Commissioner Rice about the County purchasing gravel from the Minor Lake Road gravel pit.  Mike will look into this matter.

Elk Lake Road is drivable and the work on Schoolhouse Road is complete.

The Commissioners have received a complaint about the blading of Trapper Creek Road.  Mike reported that half of the road was bladed yesterday and the other half will be bladed today.

Mike asked Jim to call Tim Myllymaki from Vigilante Electric because Tim wants to know when Vigilante can do work along the Scenic Byway.  Jim will contact Tim.

Mike reported that Dick Judge from the Forest Service should be informed that the repair on the Pioneer Scenic Byway by Harrison Park did not work and that there is a four to five inch gap in the pavement.

Jim reported that work is still being done on the Blacktail Deer Creek project.

J. S. reported that he has requested to talk to the Railroad about the Reeder Street crossing, but he hasn’t heard back yet.

The Birch Creek Bridge project will probably be started in late fall.  Jim is not sure what type of bridge will be needed because some preliminary digging will have to be done before this decision is made.

There was discussion about budgets.

Bramlette & Company

Insurance agents Tom Bramlette, Ryan Bramlette, and Sam Buchcanon joined the meeting.

Tom distributed and reviewed with the Commissioners a handout regarding the County’s JPIA-Property & Liability Insurance.  The County’s rate increased nine percent.    This year’s premium is $129,200.  The County’s five-year liability loss ratio is 19%.  Tom commended the County for its safety program. Because of the County’s good record it will receive a $1,510 check and a loss control credit check of $1,007.  Both of these checks will come separately.

Within the next two years, the JPIA Board will be having all County buildings reappraised.  The rates for the Counties might increase if the valuations of the buildings increase.  Tom will be working with the appraisers.

Tom stated that the Board wants him to reiterate that when a County is firing or terminating an employee MACo has to be informed.

The JPIA Board elected to raise self-insurance retention from $50,000 to $100,000.  Beaverhead County is at a minimum of $100,000; some counties are at $250,000.

Tom is concerned about the grandstands at the Fair Grounds.  There was discussion about how to check to see if the timbers of the structure are sound.

Tom is working on getting all Airport leaseholders’ insurance certificates in order and he has also worked with the Museum Board on agreements.

Ryan distributed and reviewed information on the County’s JPA Workers Compensation Trust.   The County’s modification factor for 2010-2011 is 1.24.  This factor is based on the safety culture of the County. The proposed loss control credit is $3,181. Ryan informed the Commissioners that it has been hard getting from MACo the specific criteria that the County has to meet to get its full three percent discount. 

Sam reviewed with the Commissioners the draft safety criteria that will be used to rate the County’s safety program.

There was discussion about the job safety analysis.  Sam has received copies of other counties’ safety analyses sheets and has sent them to Jack Eddie for his review.  Sam will help Jack with this information.  Sam has also sent Jack information on the Early Return to Work Program.  Sam is willing to work with County employees on this matter.

The County is given credit for each Loss Control meeting that County representatives attend.  The Commissioners suggested to Sam that any information he has should also be sent to the Deputy Safety Office Scott Marsh.

Sheriff’s Office Update:

Sheriff Jay Hansen did not attend the meeting.

Lunch Recess:
Chairman McGinley recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Haugland, Commissioner Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz present.
