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May 23, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, May 23, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the May 16, 2011 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

	MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman Haugland seconded that the minutes of the May 16, 2011 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, Road Secretary Jamie   Flynn, Dillon Tribune Reporter Polly Taylor, and Dan Pence joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for May 15 - 21, 2011 was submitted:

DILLON AREA
· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Carter Creek, Mountain View North and South, Sullivan, Ten Mile, Stonehouse, Argenta, Freeman, Dutchman, Albers, Birch Creek, Schoolhouse and Apex East.
· Repair signs on the Scenic Byway.
· Installed new signs for the Landfill on Ten Mile Road.
· Installed a culvert on the Blacktail Road.
· Prepared equipment for Auction at the fairgrounds.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked local area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA
· Bladed on River and Big Sheep Creek Roads.
· Rock raked on Big Sheep Creek Road.
· Flood control on Tipton Creek.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Lima and Dell area Roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 
· Bladed on the following roads:  Lower and Upper North Fork and Bannack Bench.
· Removed barricades on the Scenic Byway.
· Riprap on the Upper North Fork Road.
· Guardrail work on the Upper North Fork Bridge.  
· Temporarily repaired a culvert on the Upper North Fork Road.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

Scott reported that the North Fork Road Bridge was rip-rapped last week.  When the water decreases more work will need to be done.

Sometime this week the Lemhi Pass Road will be opened so it will be ready for traffic by Memorial Day weekend.

The landfill signs have been installed.  Chairman Haugland asked that Scott hang flagging tape on the sign to make it more visible to the public.  The landfill will be opened this Sunday from 1:00 p.m. to 5:00 p.m.

Dan thanked the County for the snow removal on Cosgrove Lane.  Dan stated that just over the culvert on Cosgrove Lane there is a hole. To fix this hole, Dan feels the road needs to be raised for a length of approximately 35 feet.  Scott said that the County could pull the material from the berm, compact it, and then put a load or two of material on top.  Dan said that the adjacent landowners would pay for a couple of loads of material.

Dan also mentioned that the approach from Laknar Lane to Beaverhead Lane is very rough. Dan left the meeting.

There was discussion as to the ownership of the Pioneer Scenic Byway signs.  Jim will call the Forest Service and the Federal Highway Administration to find out the ownership of the signs.

Scott and Luke will look at Chute Canyon Road on Wednesday.  

Ten Mile Road will be magchlorided on June 7, 2011 after the school busses are done for the year.

Scott reported that traffic cut the approach from Highway 91 South to Blacktail Road.  Russ Sutton from the Montana Department of Transportation (MDT) fixed the problem.   Next fall the County will tie in the approach.  The County and MDT help each other on many projects.  

The storage facility on Frying Pan Road was discussed.  Scott will make sure the County takes care of anything that is done in this area.

Two of the Road Department’s pickup trucks were sold at the auction.  Jamie will make sure that these trucks are taken off of the insurance.
   
The fuel bids will be opened on June 13, 2011

Jim and Scott will get shots on top of the manholes at the Dillon Shop.

Jim handed out copies of the draft bid package for the Dillon Shop floor.  The call for bids will be advertised in the Dillon Tribune on June 1, 8, 15, 2011 and the bids will be opened on June 20.  Any questions from the contractors will be directed to Jim.

Jim reported that tomorrow Federal Highway Administration geo-tech engineers will start evaluating the frost heaves on the Wise River side of the Byway.

Jim submitted for signature copies of a two year contract for the crack maintenance of the Byway. This project will probably be put out for bid.  There was discussion regarding traffic control for this project.  Chairman Haugland signed the contract.

Jim informed the Commissioners that the Engineer’s estimates for the County’s costs on the three TSEP bridges are:  Anderson Lane Bridge $95,000, Steele Creek Road Bridge $162,000, Bannack Bench Road Bridge $170,000.  There was discussion as to what type of bridges would work best in each location and whether or not the County will install the bridges or just do the detours.  The Anderson Lane Bridge and the Steele Creek Road Bridge will be done in FY2011-12 and the Bannack Bench Road Bridge will be done in the next budget year.  

Jim is working on the change order to complete the painting and brick work on the Depot and the Museum for KB Construction.

There was discussion about starting the process to create a maintenance Rural Improvement District (RID) for north of town.  An estimate to do an improvement RID for Laknar Lane, Webster Lane, and Schuler Lane will be obtained from Gaston Engineering. The ownership of the roads north of town will need to be researched.  When all the information has been received public meetings will be held.

The Commissioners decided that a Compensation Board meeting needs to be scheduled in the next few weeks.   All elected officials will be invited to this meeting.

Policy Committee:  Proposed Changes to the Employee Policy:
                        		 
The following Policy Committee members joined the meeting: Administrative Assistant Kari Towery, County Superintendent Linda Marsh, Planner Rick Hartz, Financial Administrator Betty Tinsley and Sheriff Jay Hansen.

Prior to this meeting, the Commissioners were given copies of the proposed changes to the Employee Policy.  The proposed changes were reviewed and the Commissioners suggested other changes.

Rick informed the Commissioners that Judge Tucker has indicated the Law Library is no longer needed.  Rick stated that the Policy Committee requests that the Commissioners write a letter to Judge Tucker asking if the Law Library could be turned into an employee break room.  A public computer would still be available so that the public could access the MCA codes.  
      	  	 
Action on the Preliminary Plat of the Stone Creek Minor Subdivision: 

Planner Rick Hartz presented the Staff Report and Planning Board’s Recommendation of the Stone Creek Minor Subdivision.

This proposed one-lot minor subdivision would create a 2.00 area parcel from a larger contiguous agricultural tract of land owned by Stone Creek Ranches Inc.  The purpose of this proposed subdivision is to transfer this parcel to John Malesich, one of the brother partners of the family owned ranch.

This parcel is located in Section 13, of Township 6 South, Range 8 West approximately 9 miles north of Dillon off of Montana Highway 41.  Existing land use in this area is primarily tillable irrigated agricultural. 

Based on the Findings of Fact, the Beaverhead County Land Use and Planning Staff recommends approval of the preliminary plat of the Stone Creek Minor Subdivision subject to the following conditions:
(Standard Conditions)

1.	The Montana Department of Environmental Quality will need to review and approve this proposal for water, sanitation and storm drainage prior to final plat. 

2.	A Beaverhead County septic permit must be obtained prior to any new construction requiring sanitation on this lot. 

3.	Beaverhead County Sanitation’s approved drainfield and well locations shall be staked with steel posts or rebar on this lot to avoid confusion during septic permitting and home-site construction.

4.	At the time of occupancy, the entrance to this lot shall be clearly marked with an address sign that complies with the Beaverhead County addressing ordinance.

5.	Certification by a licensed title abstractor showing the names of any lien holders or claimants of record against the land and the written consent to the subdivision from lien holders or claimants of record against the land.

6.	Any and all adopted State and County requirements and standards, which apply to the proposed subdivision, shall be met, unless otherwise waived for cause by the governing body.

7.	The final plat shall be submitted to the County Planner by the developer with the appropriate review fee to ensure compliance with all conditions prior to the approval by the County Commission and recording by the Clerk and Recorder.

8.	A noxious weed management plan will need to be approved by the Beaverhead County Weed Board prior to final plat approval. 

(Site-Specific Conditions)

9.	Any storm water ditches, berms, detention basins, culverts, etc. that are required as part of the D.E.Q. storm water drainage approval shall be constructed or installed when the septic system is installed.	

10.	Any requirements imposed by East Bench Irrigation District concerning the adjustments to East Bench Farm Unit #59 west must be met or otherwise satisfied prior to the filing of the final plat.

11.	The access driveway from the paved apron to the home-site will need to meet county subdivision driveway construction standards for width, materials and culverts. 

The preliminary plat approval is for a period of not more than three calendar years from the date of approval by the County Commission.  The applicant may request a time extension of preliminary plat approval, but such request must be received prior to the expiration date of this approval for due consideration of the request to occur.

Condition #10 was discussed.  Rick will make sure that East Bench District receives a copy of the plat and that the East Bench’s fees are paid.

MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the Preliminary Plat of the Stone Creek Minor Subdivision be conditionally approved. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Lunch Recess:

Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 11:55 a.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner McGinley, Commissioner Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  


Tom Bramlette – Insurance Update:
        
Tom Bramlette and Ryan Bramlette joined the meeting. Commissioner McGinley asked Tom if a County vehicle is driven by a non-employee how this would affect the insurance.  If a County employee gives permission for a non-employee to drive the vehicle MACo will still insure.

On May 5, 2011, Tom attended an insurance renewal meeting. Due to high gas prices, MACo will be trying to set up insurance update webinars with the counties that are not located close to Helena.
 
The appraisals of the County’s buildings have been completed.  The report should be ready within 30 days.  The Commissioners can then review the report and remove items from the policy if they so desire.

Travelers Insurance Company is now going to cover MACo’s stop loss coverages.    The actual increase in the entire premium was less than one percent.

Tom distributed and reviewed with the Commissioners the following handouts:







The County’s JPIA Property and Liability Trust Premium increased approximately $3,000, but the County has a Low Loss Ratio so it will receive a $2,617 loss adjustment credit.  The County also will receive a Loss Control Credit of $1,570, which the County will receive in a separate check.

Ryan reviewed the JPA Workers’ Compensation Trust update with the Commissioners. The County’s Mod Factor has decreased so the County will receive a Loss Control Credit of $6,264, which will be paid in a separate check.

Come of the changes for insurance that came out of the 2011 Montana Legislature are that in Montana, if the claimant agrees, insurance carriers, after initial treatment will have the ability to change physicians.  Now, workers compensation claims will be closed in 60 months, but the claimant can appeal to a medical panel.  Insurance carriers were grandfathered in so that prior claims can be settled.

Workers compensation rates have stayed flat.  There is a renewal cost meeting on June 16, 2001 and the rates should decrease depending on the class codes.

Sam Buchanan, one of MACo’s safety consultants, did site inspections of the Dillon, Lima, and Wisdom County shops.  

Sam and others have attended OSHA 300 Training, ergonomic training, safety meetings, and loss analysis trainings. 

MACo wants new service agreement with Workers’ Comp every year.  The agreement was reviewed and signed by Chairman Haugland.

A Resolution Providing For Reorganization of the
Beaverhead County District Weed Board

This Resolution Supersedes Resolution 2001-5

WHEREAS, the Legislature of the State of Montana enacted Sections 7-1-201
through 7-1-203, MCA, providing the Board of County Commissioners may establish
certain administrative boards, districts and commissions by adoption of resolutions; and

WHEREAS, 7-1-2103, MCA authorizes the creation and appointment of a
Beaverhead County District Weed Board;

NOW THEREFORE BE RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:

1. The Beaverhead County District Weed Board shall consist of seven (7)
members. Members of the Board shall be appointed by the County
Commissioners. The Beaverhead County Extension Agent shall be a
permanent advisory member of this Board.

2. The terms of the Beaverhead County District Weed Board shall commence
on the 1st day of each year. The members shall serve staggered three (3)
year terms on the Board. Pursuant to this resolution, members appointed in
2001 will be appointed for one, two, and three years of service in order to
establish this staggered pattern. Subsequent appointments to the Board
shall be for three (3) year terms.

3. The majority of the members of the Beaverhead County District Weed
Board constitute a quorum for the purpose of conducting business and
exercising powers and responsibilities; action may be taken by a majority of
members present and voting.

4. Beaverhead County District Weed Board members shall be reimbursed for
mileage, but not per diem, expenses, and salary.

5. - Beaverhead County District Weed Board members shall be residents of
Beaverhead County. Members must be willing to attend meetings and other
functions related to issues relevant to the Beaverhead County District Weed
Board. Special qualifications for membership shall include: At least one (1)
member from the Wise River-Glen area and one (1) member from the Lima-
Dell area should be on the Board.

6. Members must be appointed by the Board of County Commissioners. The
Commissioners shall post prospective membership vacancies at least one
month prior to filling the vacancy.
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7. The Board of County Commissioners shall maintain a register of
appointments to the Beaverhead County District Weed Board and the date of
appointment.

8. The Beaverhead County District Weed Board shall have powers specifically
granted by state statute including 7-22-2109 MCA as maybe amended from
time to time.

9. The Beaverhead County District Weed Board shall provide for the keeping of
written minutes including the final vote on all actions and the vote of each
member.

10. The Beaverhead County District Weed Board will provide by rule for the
date, time, and place of regularly scheduled meetings and shall file this
information with the County Commissioners, at least once annually.

11. The Beaverhead County District Weed Board shall provide the County
Commissioners with brief summaries of its actions at least quarterly.
