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June 1, 2010, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, June 1, 2010 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Mike McGinley, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes of the May 18, 2010 Meeting:

The minutes of the May 18, 2010 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner Haugland   seconded that the minutes of the May 18, 2010 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

County Projects Update:

Road Employees Scott Jones and Luke Fitch, Road Secretary Jamie Flynn joined the meeting.

Pictures of water over the North Valley Road were reviewed. Friday night Dave Schuett’s pond washed out and overflowed onto the road.  The crew hauled material from snowline and fixed the road on Saturday.

There was discussion about a cattleguard on Anderson Lane that was installed without County approval.  When the cattleguard was installed the end of a culvert in the approach next to the guard was covered, thus rendering the culvert useless.  The crew will get a utilities locate and then will dig out the approach so that the culvert can work.   

Pictures of water going across the Centennial Valley Road by Long Creek were reviewed.  There was discussion that a ditch along the road could be dug to alleviate this problem. Commissioner Rice will call Ray Marxer, Manager of the Matador Ranch, regarding this matter.

The asphalt bids from HK Construction and Hollow Construction for the approaches and overlay at the Carrigan Lane Bridge project were reviewed.   HK Construction’s bid was for $50,000 and Hollow Construction’s bid was $36,400.  The County could request more TSEP funds for this project, which would mean a 50/50 match.  After further discussion the Commissioners made the decision to have the approaches and overlay done and to accept Hollow Construction’s bid for this project.

There was discussion about the Dillon Airport needing a snowplow.  Scott suggested that the plow at Wise River be taken to the Airport and a used plow be purchased for the Wise River area.

Larry Laknar and Rick Hartz joined the meeting.  Larry informed the Commissioners that Noorjahan Parwana of the Big Hole Watershed called about the Big Hole Watershed’s EPA $100,000 LADAR Grant application for mapping, which she will be submitting.  This mapping could then be used to created floodplain regulations for the Big Hole River. A government agency has to administrate the grant and Noorjahan asked if the County would consider administering the grant and also write a letter of support.  Larry distributed information regarding the LADAR system.  Noorjahan has also asked for Larry and Rick’s biographies that will be sent in with the grant.


MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that Beaverhead County administrate the LADAR Grant and to also submit a letter of support.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Rick reported on the Human Resource Council (HRC) meeting he attended last week and asked if he would be attending these meetings on County time and if he should use a County vehicle.   The Council will reimburse the County for mileage.  Rick was told that as the County’s representative he would be on County time and to use the County vehicle and turn in a claim.

The HRC has a summer workforce program that it administers for kids 16 to 18 years of age.  The HRC pays the kids minimum wage and also pays workers compensation insurance. The kids have to meet low-income requirements to participate in the program. The kids can work 25 to 35 hours per week. If local governments need help on projects they are to contact the HRC. The local governments will have to provide supervision for the kids.  The HRC will advertise this program in local papers   Rick suggested that Beaverhead County could use help with the mowing of the soccer fields.  The Commissioners told Rick to notify the HRC that Beaverhead County would be interested in this program.  The program will be started between June 12 and 15.

Commissioner Rice reported that the Commission has been asked for a letter of recommendation for Loren Tucker to be appointed to the BLM Resource Advisory Committee.  This letter will be written and sent to Dave Abrams at the Butte BLM Office.

Action on the Weskamp Minor Subdivision Preliminary Plat:

Prior to this meeting the Commissioners were given the Staff Report and Planning Board’s Recommendation on the above-mentioned subdivision.  Rick reviewed the information with the Commissioners. The Planning Board added Conditions #11 and #12.

This proposed one lot minor subdivision is located in Section 1 of Township 7 South, Range 9 West approximately 3 miles northwest of Dillon off of Frying Pan Road.  The parent parcel (Tract 1A-1-A of COS # 1481BA) is 37-acres in size.  This proposal would create a 5-acre residential tract and a 32.01-acre “remainder” tract.

The 32-acre tract has an existing house and mobile home on it.  There are two separate septic systems and a shared well on this tract.  The proposed 5-acre parcel is bare ground with an existing well.

The owner of record is Jan Weskamp.

Land use in the immediate area varies from production agriculture and state lands to the north and west, as well as the adjacent 42 lot Pioneer Lookout Major Subdivision on the south and east boundaries of the parent tract. 

Based on the Findings of Fact, the Beaverhead County Land Use and Planning Staff recommends approval of the preliminary plat of the Weskamp Minor Subdivision subject to the following conditions:

(Standard Conditions)

1. The Montana Department of Environmental Quality will need to review and approve this proposal for drinking water, sanitation, and storm drainage prior to final plat approval.

2. A Beaverhead County septic permit must be obtained prior to any new construction requiring sanitation on these lots.

3. At the time of occupancy, the entrance to this lot shall be clearly marked with an address sign that complies with the Beaverhead County addressing ordinance. 

4. Certification by a licensed title abstractor showing the names of any lien holders or claimants of record against the land and the written consent to the subdivision from lien holders or claimants of record against the land. 

5. Any and all adopted State and County requirements and standards, which apply to the proposed subdivision, shall be met, unless otherwise waived for cause by the governing body.

6. The final plat shall be submitted to the County Planner by the developer with the appropriate review fee to ensure compliance with all conditions prior to the approval by the County Commission and recording by the Clerk and Recorder.

7. The owners, heirs, successors, purchasers and subsequent landowners waive the right to protest the creation of rural special improvement district to create a rural water supply for fire protection.  This waiver is binding and will be clearly stated on the face of the final plat. 


(Site Specific Conditions)

8. The access driveway to Tract 1A-1-A2 will need to meet county subdivision driveway construction standards for width, material, and culverts when it is constructed. 

9. Utility easements that comply with Beaverhead County Subdivision Regulations will be shown on Tract 1A-1-A2 lot lines on the final plat.

10. If any future owner of Tract 1A-1-A2 intends to graze or confine animals, a Safe Stocking Rate Grazing and Confinement Plan will need to be approved by the Planning Board. 

11. The owners of Tract 1A-1-A2 shall comply with all the conditions necessary to secure the easement from the Montana Department of Natural Resources including the payment of the appropriate fees as a member of the Frying Plan Road Users Association.

The preliminary plat approval is for a period of not more than three calendar years from the date of approval by the County Commission.  The applicant may request a time extension of preliminary plat approval, but such request must be received prior to the expiration date of this approval for due consideration of the request to occur.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the Preliminary Plat of the Weskamp Minor Subdivision be conditionally approved. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Action on the BET Enterprises LLC Minor Subdivision Preliminary Plat
Prior to this meeting the Commissioners were given the Staff Report and Planning Board’s Recommendation on the above-mentioned Subdivision.  Rick reviewed the information with the Commissioners.
This proposed one lot minor subdivision is located in Section 9 of Township 8 South, Range 9 West approximately 4.5 miles south of Dillon.  The parent parcel (Parcel A of COS # 550) is 20.03-acres in size.  This proposal will create a 1.91-acre residential tract with an existing house and will leave an 18.12-acre “remainder”.

This property is the old Montana Cubes facility, and has an existing residence as well as large commercial/industrial warehouse type buildings on-site. 

The owners of record are John Erb, Judy Tash, Doug Briggs and Sandy Briggs.

Existing land use in the area is primarily industrial/commercial and agricultural. 

Based on the Findings of Fact, the Beaverhead County Land Use and Planning Staff recommends approval of the preliminary plat of the BET Enterprises LLC Minor Subdivision subject to the following conditions:

(Standard Conditions)

1.  At the time of occupancy, the entrance to these lots shall be clearly marked with an address sign that complies with the Beaverhead County addressing ordinance.

2. Certification by a licensed title abstractor showing the names of any lien holders or claimants of record against the land and the written consent to the subdivision from lien holders or claimants of record against the land. 

3.  Any and all adopted State and County requirements and standards, which apply to the proposed subdivision, shall be met, unless otherwise waived for cause by the governing body.

4.
The final plat shall be submitted to the County Planner by the developer with the appropriate review fee to ensure compliance with all conditions prior to the approval by the County Commission and recording by the Clerk and Recorder.
5.
A Noxious Weed Management Plan will need to be submitted to the Beaverhead County Weed Board and approved by them prior to final plat approval.  A letter-of-credit may be required as part of their approval process.

          (Site Specific Conditions)

6. The water well and waterline used by Beaverhead Livestock shall have an easement delineated across Parcel A2 with the appropriate language for repair and maintenance purposes.  This shall be shown on the Final Plat.

7.
Information will need to be submitted that shows that the existing septic tank on Parcel A2 has been pumped within the past three years.  If not, a receipt indicating the tank has been pumped shall be submitted to the County Sanitarian prior to final plat approval.

 The preliminary plat approval is for a period of not more than three calendar years from the date of approval by the County Commission.  The applicant may request a time extension of preliminary plat approval, but such request must be received prior to the expiration date of this approval for due consideration of the request to occur.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the Preliminary Plat of the BET Enterprises LLC Minor Subdivision be conditionally approved. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Action on the V Nine Cabins & R.V. Minor Subdivision Preliminary Plat:

Prior to this meeting the Commissioners were given the Staff Report and Planning Board’s Recommendation on the above-mentioned Subdivision.  Rick reviewed the information with the Commissioners.

Tom Nelson, President of V Nine LLC, is the owner of the Grasshopper Inn and the 6.6-acre parcel where this business is located.  The business currently consists of a bar, café, and motel.

This proposal would create five recreational vehicle spaces and four cabins that would be available for rent or lease.

This property is located in Section 8 of Township 5 South, Range 12 West about three miles north of Polaris adjacent to the Pioneer Mountains Scenic Byway in the upper Grasshopper Valley. 

Existing land use in the immediate area ranges from residential homesites to agricultural grazing.  This part of the upper Grasshopper Valley is also recognized as a recreational service area that attracts both summer and winter visitors.

Based on the Findings of Fact, and the recommendations of the County Sanitarian and County Fire Warden, the Beaverhead County Land Use and Planning Staff recommends approval of the preliminary plat of the V Nine Cabins and RV Rent/Lease Subdivision subject to the following conditions

(Standard Conditions)

1. The Beaverhead County Sanitarian will need to review and approve the plans and specifications for the drinking water and sanitation for this proposal.  A copy of the septic permit will need to be submitted and will be included in the final filing packet.

2.  Any and all adopted State and County requirements and standards, which apply to the proposed subdivision, shall be met, unless otherwise waived for cause by the governing body.

3. The final plans and specifications shall be submitted to the County Planner by the developer with the appropriate review fee to ensure compliance with all conditions prior to the approval by the County Commission and filing by the Clerk and Recorder.

          (Site Specific Conditions)

4. The cabins and recreation vehicle campground shall be licensed by the Montana Department of Health and Human Services prior to occupancy.  A copy of this license will be filed with the final filing packet.

5. The access driveway connecting the two existing accesses will need to be constructed to Beaverhead County Subdivision Regulation - Driveway Standards for: width, material, and culverts when constructed. 

6.
This proposal’s final design and specifications shall comply with the
7. Beaverhead County Subdivision Regulations Design Standards for Recreational Vehicle Spaces and Subdivision Spaces created by Rent/Lease.

 The preliminary plat approval is for a period of not more than three calendar years from the date of approval by the County Commission.  The applicant may request a time extension of preliminary plat approval, but such request must be received prior to the expiration date of this approval for due consideration of the request to occur.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the Preliminary Plat of the V Nine Cabins and RV Rent/Lease Subdivision be conditionally approved. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Sheriff’s Office Update:
The Sheriff did not keep his appointment.  

Lunch Recess:
Chairman McGinley recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Haugland, Commissioner Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

Kelly McIntosh:  Update on Community Support Center & Letter of Support for WRCSCS:

Kelly McIntosh and County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting.  Kelly gave the Commissioners an update on the Center. The Center has the Advocacy and Safe Home Program, the Golden Citizen’s program and a Sexual Assault Recovery Team.   The Department of Health and Human Services grant and the Montana Board of Crime Control Grants were cut 20 to 30 percent across the state.  The Center’s Victim/Witness Advocate grant was denied due to past issues such as stealing and embezzlement, all of which are under investigation. The Center is in serious financial trouble and the next 12 to 18 months should show if the Center would be able to be kept open.  In the last few months the Center has helped serve the victims in 19 sexual assaults and has served 49 cases through the Victim/Witness Program.   

Kelly has written a letter of appeal to the Montana Board of Crime Control appealing its decision to not fund the Victim Witness Advocate Program in Beaverhead County.  Kelly submitted copies of support letters to the Commissioners that she has sent in with her appeal.    

The Center’s budget was $108,000, but without the Victim Witness Grant the budget is $43,000.  

Jed explained that the District and the Justice Court charges a fee for certain criminal crimes that generates approximately $5,000 and was used as match money for the Victim Witness Advocate grant.

Old Business/Other Topics of Discussion:

Dillon City Operations Manager J.S. Turner and Fire Administrator Rick Later joined the meeting.  J.S. submitted copies of the CDBG grant contract for Chairman McGinley’s signature.  The City and County’s joint  $800,000 CDBG grant application for the new hospital project was funded at $400,000.  J.S. asked if the County could participate financial in the new hospital project such as the grant administration cost of $20,000.  The City is contributing $95,000 towards the sewer system of the project.  Discussion
ensued.  A meeting between the Barrett Development Corporation and the Commissioners was set for 11:30 a.m. on Monday, June 7, 2010 in the Commissioners’ Room.
