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June 7, 2010, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, June 7, 2010 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Mike McGinley, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the June 1, 2010 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland   moved and Commissioner Rice   seconded that the minutes of the June 1, 2010 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

County Road Supervisor Mike Shafer, County Engineer Jim Carpita, County Road Department Secretary Jamie Flynn, and Intern Bill Lewis joined the meeting.

Mike reported that the approach on Anderson Lane that was discussed last week is not causing any problems at this time.  The water on the road is from flood irrigation.  Work on the approach will be done at a later time.

Weather permitting, Hollow Construction will pave the Carrigan Lane Bridge project Monday.

The Environmental Assessment on the Apex Gravel pit should be completed  by July 15, 2010.

From now on tire repairs in Lima will be done at Al’s for $7.50 per tire.  Ralph’s Exxon charges $20 per tire.

Bruce Botsford has contacted Mike about putting gravel on Schultz Lane.  The residents along this Lane would like the County to purchase the gravel and the residents repay the County half this year and half next year.  Bruce is willing to do the legwork  for a Rural Improvement District in this area.  Bruce will be in next Monday to discuss this matter.  

Mike will talk to the Airport manager about getting a used plow for the Airport.  Chuck Reynolds in the Montana Department of Transportation, Butte office is looking for used cattleguards for the County, so Mike will ask him to look for a used snowplow.

Mike reported that the patchwork that was done on the North Valley Road where Dave Schuett’s dam broke will work for a month or two, but more work is needed.    Mike will keep track of the materials, time, labor, etc. on  this project.

There was discussion about the Long Creek/Forsyth Gravel pit, which belongs to the Nature Conservancy. 

The BLM’s is trying to close its gravel pit on Stybal Lane.  Mike will talk to the BLM about this pit. Steve Huffaker is willing to work on getting pits established in the Centennial Valley area for the County, if he would be able to use the gravel from the pits on construction projects he has in the area.

Donny Johnson plowed 20 –25 feet of the County’s right-of-way and about 10 feet of the Stoddard Lane. Mike reported that this Lane would be fixed today.   Mike will keep track of the time and materials so that Mr. Johnson can be sent a bill.

Mike will set up an onsite meeting for the Birch Creek Bridge with a Roscoe Steel representative.

There is a cattle truck and two pickups stuck on Elk Lake Road.  The crew will start fixing this road today.

The County has a permit for the Alaskan Basin Gravel Pit.  Mike suggested that  Rick Smith be hired to doze up the gravel.  Mike needs approximately 2,000 yards of gravel.  Some of this gravel will be used on the Hell Roaring Creek project.

Mike needs some gravel dozed at the old landfill and two or three places in the Big Hole.  Mike suggested that he borrow the D8 from the Solid Waste Department and hire Bill Walker to do the dozing.  After looking at the budget, Mike was given approval to contract with Rick Smith to doze gravel pits in the Alaskan Basin and to contract with Bill Walker to do the other pits.

Gravel has to be place on Highway 43 and Frying Pan Road, the Apex Gravel Pit has to be cleaned up and reclamation has to be done at the Badger Pass pit.

 Mike was informed that the Resource Advisory Committee (RAC) has approved $74,600 for gravel for the Birch Creek Road. The Birch Creek Bridge project is to go forward.  The options for this bridge were discussed.

Sometime this week Mike and Chairman McGinley will work on the Road Budget.

Jamie gave the Commissioners the computer printouts for each piece of equipment that show the money spent on them and the fuel bills for each.  There was discussion as to what the computer program should be able to do and the more efficient it will make the budgeting process.  Mike told the Commissioners that an inventory of supplies would be done in the future.  The Road Budget was reviewed and discussed.  Mike was give permission to hire Bill Walker to doze gravel pits.

Jamie reported the Karl Yakawich from Great West Engineering is having trouble getting the lien releases from Becco Construction for the Carrigan Lane Bridge project, which hinders the close out of the CTEP bridge projects.

Chairman McGinley briefly left the meeting to talk with Steve Huffier.  Chairman McGinley rejoined the meeting and reported that Steve will be meeting with the Nature Conservancy on June 16,2 2010 at 1:00 p.m. regarding the Long Creek Gravel Pit.  Mike will contact Steve regarding this matter. The Weed Department will need to be contacted to see if this pit has been sprayed for noxious weeds.

The Eliason Lane project was discussed.  Deputy County Attorney Jane Mitchell is working on this project through the District Court.  Jim stated that Paul Rebich wants the County to dig the pit for this project and that he will do the final shaping.   Jim Keef has offered to hand deliver the letters to the residents along Eliason Lane and to obtain their signatures.

The Commissioners have received a written request from the Election Administrator Debbie Scott  asking that Barbara Hall, Betty Tinsley, and Shannon McWilliams be appointed to the Post Election Audit Committee.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that Barbara Hall, Betty Tinsley, and Shannon McWilliams be appointed to the Post Election Audit Committee. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Jim informed the Commissioners that the gravel project for the Birch Creek Road that the RAC approved has to be put out for bids because federal funds are being used.  The Commissioners have not seen the details on how Title II monies are to be spent.  Jim will do some research on this topic.

County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting.  Pictures of the water over North Valley Road due to the break in Schuett’s dam broke were reviewed and the situation was discussed.  Jed stated that Mr. Schuett has the liability for this problem. A notification of liability will be sent to Mr. Schuett and then an invoice for the material and labor to fix the road will be sent to him. Jim will draft the letter of notification to Mr. Schuett and Jed will review it. 

It was discussed that a letter to the landowner regarding the damage done to Stoddard Lane by his lessee needs to be written.  The Commissioners will write this letter.   

Action On Resolution Appointing Members to the DUI Task Force and Approving the 2010-2011 Plan:

Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  Jay informed the Commissioners that the abovementioned resolution and the DUI Task Force’s 2010-11 Plan needs to be mailed this Friday.  The Resolution might need to be amended because one of the “members at large” has not responded to Jay’s request that he accept the appointment.

MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded that the Resolution #2010-15 Appointing Members to the DUI Task Force and Approving the 2010-2011 Plan be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.
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Jay mentioned that the DUI Board would like to have the bylaws changed so that the directors be voting for the business aspect of the Task Force. Some of the programs that the Task Force has helped to implement are a “Free Ride Home Policy”, which the Lion’s Den has started and it has helped to expand the taxi service in the community.  There are also a lot of other things the Task Force is doing for the community.

The Sheriff’s budgets were discussed.  The jail project will determine if Jay will be able to increase the budget reserve.

Commissioner Haugland informed the Commissioners that the Board of Crime Control has cut everyone’s’ juvenile detention funding by 50%.  This year the budget was $27,500, next year it will be $13,000 to $14,000.  These funds are now being allocated according to the populations of counties. 

Beaverhead County is on the list to receive a COP grant.  Jay has to update all the information through the website, which takes a lot of time.

There was discussion about the Mountain State Transmission Intertie (MSTI) power line and the revenue it would generate for the County.   If the line goes through Beaverhead County, the County’s valuation would go up, but personal property taxes may decrease.

Conference Call with Park County Commissioners: FEMA Grants:

Park County Commissioners Jim Durgan, Marty Malone, and Community Development Director Bill Fletcher called for advice on FEMA funds.  Park County has a project similar to Beaverhead County’s Blacktail Deer Creek Flood Mitigation project, for which it has received FEMA funds.  The Beaverhead County Commissioners advised that the Park County Commissioners make sure they have the full scope of the project.  The Blacktail project was enlarged due to FEMA’s instance, but no more FEMA monies were allocated.  There was discussion about the Park County project.  Bill might come and look at Beaverhead County’s FEMA grant records.

Barrett Hospital Economic Development Board: New Hospital Project:

Grant Writer Judie Tillman, Dillon Mayor Marty Malesich, and Dillon City Operations Manager J.S. Turner joined the meeting.  The Commissioners were informed that the representatives for the Hospital were on vacation.  The Hospital project is short $400,000 and the Hospital’s cash is $163,684.  The options of cutting out the sidewalks and street lighting have been discussed, but that would leave still leave $563,000 unfunded.  HUD will not let the Hospital borrow money if it means a lien would be put on the property.  There has been discussion about creating a Special Improvement District where the Hospital would be the only recipient.  The SID would be for approximately $103,000.  The City would have to sell bonds for the SID. The City Treasurer has been talking to local bank representatives and they are willing to purchase the bonds. The City was to receive $2,600 for secretarial services, etc., but the City is declining this money.  The City is also going to fund $95,000 worth of street and sewer improvements on Chapman Street.  The administration costs for this project is $18,383 and the Commissioners were asked if the County would cover this cost. Chairman McGinley pointed out that the Hospital promised that local taxpayer money would not be used for this project.  Commissioner Haugland pointed out that the same size of infrastructure is still needed even if the project is scaled back.  Further discussion ensued.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the County pay for the administrative costs, the bid costs, and the audit costs for an amount not to exceed $20,000.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried 2 to 1 with Chairman McGinley voting against the motion

Judie will send monthly invoices to the City, the City will then send a statement to the County. Judie stated that the Grant Assistance Agreement, the Interlocal Agreement and the plan would all need to be signed after CDBG approves them. 
Lunch Recess:
Chairman McGinley recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Haugland, Commissioner Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

Preliminary Budgets:

The Commissioners worked on budgets.

Old Business/Other Topics of Discussion:

Commissioner Rice informed the Commissioners that he has receive an email from Lance Browser from Peccia and Associates about the PAPI commissioning at the Dillon Airport.  Last week Lance discussed this matter with Steve Engebrecht from FAA. Steve has been told the commissioning will be at a cost to the project (95% reimbursable through the AIP).  The money apparently needs to be paid up front, prior to commissioning. Steve said the commissioning would happen sometime next week and he was optimistic that the  PAPI's would be commissioned by the end of this month.  
 

The estimate is $15,000 to $20,000 that should be included in the project for PAPI commissioning.  The FAA will not give an exact amount until it is actually the commissioning is completed.  Of course, if it is over the estimated amount the County will still be charge actual costs.  Steve feels it is reasonable to include $25,000 as the estimated amount, with any overage going back to Dillon's non-primary entitlement funds. Lance is verifying this, as in the past he has have been told that the overage goes back to the FAA state apportionment not Dillon's NPE funds.  

 

Helena Sand & Gravel has completed the remaining punchlist items for project completion.  They will be completing their required closeout paperwork and then will be requesting final payment.

 

Helena Sand & Gravel owes Beaverhead County  $4,500 in liquidated damages due to additional runway closures beyond the allotted contract amount. Lance has asked if the County wants to pursue these damages?  Lance reminded the County that Helena Sand worked through the taxiway redesign change order, which was not ideal for the Contractor.  

 

In order to make all of these payments work, Lance will need to process a grant amendment. The County was over the granted amount (mostly due to the taxiway alignment Change Order and shoulder work along Runway 17-35).  Lance typically processes a grant amendment with final project completion and financials, however, with the PAPI commissioning cost being up in the air, he will process a grant amendment prior to project closeout as per Steve Engebrecht’s suggestion.  Lance has a couple of questions into Steve regarding why the commissioning will cost so much, since they are required to fly our VOR at least once per year already.  

 

There was discussion that the County is near the end of the fiscal year and that at this time it would be extremely difficult to pay the commissioning costs before June 30.  Further discussion ensued. 

Planner Rick Hartz and J.B. Anderson, representing Dick Roberts and Kevin Button joined the meeting.  J. B. requested the Commissioners to approve a change to the restrictive covenants of the J.D.S. Minor Subdivision, Phase II.

Declaration #28 of the Covenants allows for the Covenants to be amended at anytime by persons owning 80% of the lots within the Subdivision.  Mr. Roberts and Mr. Button are the owners of the 80% of the lots in this Subdivision.

Declaration #29 requires the written consent of the Beaverhead County Commissioners before the Covenants can be amended.

Language appearing on the face of the Final Plat notes that the Covenants covered lots 6-10, excluding Lot #11.  A lot line adjustment between lots #7 and #11 occurred in April 2010 to facilitate the construction of an assisted living center on Lot #11.  Lot #11 (previously the “remainder” lot of 33 acres and not covered by the covenants, is now Lot #11A – 2.34 acres.  Prior Lot #7 – 1.13 acres is now Lot #7A and includes the balance of the old Lot #11 “remainder” acreage and is 31.79 acres in size.

The Covenant change will also exempt Lot #7A from the recorded covenants as well as Lot #11A.  The owners of these lots will be responsible for road maintenance and maintenance of the fire suppression site and access road.

The Commissioners approved the amending of the Covenants, which Chairman McGinley signed.

Steve Jenkins, who lives in the Crystal Air Subdivision, joined the meeting.  Steve has water rights in the Perkins Ditch, which is located 1,000 feet from his property and he wants to irrigate his property from this Ditch. Several options on how to achieve this were discussed such as running water in the borrow pit to his property or burying pipe in the barrow pit to get the water to his property. Steve was informed that water could not be run in the borrow pit.  The portion of Crystal Lane that runs west is a County road the rest of the Lane is a private road.  There was discussion whether or not the cul-de-sac was also County owned.  Planner Rick Hartz and GIS Coordinator Scott Marsh joined the meeting to help sort out this matter.  After reviewing the survey, it was determined, that the County owned the cul-de-sac.  More options as to how Steve could get his water to his property were discussed. County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting.  Jim said that if a pipe is placed in the barrow pit has to be buried three feet deep and that Steve has to get an encroachment permit.  

Payment of Invoices:
The Commissioners reviewed and approved the May 30 – June 5, 2010 invoices for a total of $97,494.16. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office
