June 12, 2006 Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on June 12, 2006, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
The minutes of the June 5, 2006 meeting were read and the following motion was made:


MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the minutes of the June 5, 2006 meeting be approved.  The motion carried unanimously.


A bid of $3,950 for the chimney on the Depot has been received from Ron Lake.  Pierce Rouse was asked to bid this project but declined.  

MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved that Ron Lake’s bid of $3,950 for the Depot chimney be accepted.  Commissioner McGinley seconded and the motion carried unanimously.


Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Report for June 4 -10, 2006:


Dillon Area

· Blacktail Road, Schoolhouse Road, Hartwig Lane, Anderson Lane, Stoddard Lane, and Dutchman Lane were bladed.

· Line locates were done for sign installation

· Road signs were installed on Roe Lane and Moose Trail.

· Voting signs were installed.

· Speed limit signs on Old Armstead Road were installed.

· Weight limit signs were installed on Bridge #32D across Horse Prairie Creek Road on Brenner Creek.

· Cattleguards were cleaned on Medicine Lodge Road and Bannack Bench Roads.

· Maintenance was done on the yard.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Lima Area
· South Valley Road and Elk Lake Road were bladed.

· Flood control was done on South Valley Road.

· Area roads were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Wisdom Area

· Upper North Fork Road, Else Lane, Big Swamp Creek Road, Big Lake Creek Road, and Little Lake Creek Road were bladed.

· Gravel was hauled to Big Lake Creek Road.

· Area roads were checked

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.

Richard reported that there was flooding on Rebich Lane and new culverts will be installed.  There was also flooding on Ten Mile Road and approximately three culverts will need to be installed.


Commissioner McGinley informed Richard that Evan Huntsman called and Tipton Creek is flooding again. Evan asked if there was any emergency fire money to help with the costs.  Richard drew a site map of the area and explained his plan to fix the problem.


The Commissioners and Richard discussed the letter written by Lerrina Collins, owner of the Elk Lake Resort.  In this letter Lerrina states that Elk Lake Road is impassable to passenger cars at various times during the year and sometimes it is hazardous for “raised” 4-wheel drives.  Richard will talk to Lerrina tomorrow about this matter.


Richard reported that the County received $13,371.75 from the auction.


Richard informed the Commissioners that Gilman Construction would sell the gravel from the Horse Prairie gravel pit to the County for $2 per yard.  The $2 per yard does include a $1 per yard royalty fee to Mike Barrett. The County can pay Gilman on time but would have to pay Mike Barrett his royalty fee immediately.  The County would have to reclaim the pit, which will take about three days.  Richard will get a cost estimate for the reclamation and he will also talk to Weed Supervisor Jack Eddie to get a weed control cost estimate.


Richard has spoken to Dave Schuett about the purchase of a tractor and mower.  The cost estimate will be $30,000 to $40,000 dollars.


There was discussion about hiring seasonal help for the Road Department.  Richard left the meeting.


The following Drought Task Force members joined the meeting:  Beaverhead County DES Coordinator Larry Laknar, Montana DES Representative Bob Fry, Wise River Forest Service District Ranger Charlie Hester, DNRC Representative Lee Hahnkamp, BLM Representative Tim Bozorth, State Representative HD #72 Debby Barrett, Extension Agent J.P. Tanner, Forest Service Representative Tammy Clark, Fire District #2 Representative Rick Later, County Fire Warden Scott Marsh, East Bench Representative Dennis Miotke, and Dillon Tribune Reporter Barbara Bauerle. Introductions were given and Chairman Haugland turned the meeting over to Larry. Copies of the agenda and attachments were distributed.    Everyone gave his or her verbal report. Larry gave the National Weather Service’s power point presentation and gave his power point presentation on the drought conditions in Beaverhead County. The State Drought Task Force will meet on June 15, 2006, in Helena. The next County Drought Task Force meeting will be July 10, 2006.  Tammy explained the Wildland Fire Situation Analysis (WFSA) and the Wildland Fire Implementation Plan (WFIP) and said that there would be training on these subjects.   The Drought Task Force left the meeting.


County Attorney Marv McCann joined the meeting.  Marv has received three applications for the Deputy County Attorney position.  Marv left the meeting.


Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and reconvened the meeting at 1:30 p.m. with all Commissioners and Secretary Patti Odasz in attendance.


City Councilman Dr. Tom Straugh and Dillon Mayor Marty Malesich joined the meeting.  Previous to this meeting the Commissioners were given the results of the parking survey that was done in downtown Dillon.  Tom gave a power point presentation on the results of this survey.  Different options regarding parking were discussed.  Marty informed the Commissioners that he met with a Union Pacific (UP) Railroad representative about the leasing of the railroad property on which the Carpita building is located.  This representative is going to recommend that the UP charge the City little or nothing for the lease of this property.   Tom and Marty left the meeting.


County Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting and presented the final report for the final plat of the Maiden Rock Minor Subdivision.  
The Beaverhead County Planning Department recommends final plat approval of the Maiden Rock Minor Subdivision #2. The conditions that were placed on this subdivision at the time of preliminary plat approval (October 24, 2005) have been met or will be satisfied prior to the final plat being recorded. The final plat review fee has not been paid yet, but will be prior to final plat filing.

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the final plat of the Maiden Rock #2 Minor Subdivision be approved upon the satisfaction of the conditions and the final plat filing fee being paid.  The motion carried unanimously.

Rick informed the Commissioners that next week he will present to them the Planning Board’s recommendation on the Public Land Trust issue and the amendment to the preliminary plat of the Blacktail Ranch Major Subdivision.  Rick left the meeting.


At this time the following motions were made:

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the Interlocal Agreement for Planning Services between the City of Lima and Beaverhead County be approved. The motion carried unanimously. 

MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that Tammy Johnson be reappointed to the City/County Health Board.  The motion carried unanimously.


Jim Carpita and Bannack State Park Manager Dale Carlson joined the meeting.  Prior to this meeting the Commissioners were given information on the Montana Heritage Cattle Drive from Virginia City to Bannack to Deer Lodge that is scheduled for July 2008.   A power point presentation was given on this proposed cattle drive.  The Commissioners were asked to write a letter of support for this project. Discussion ensued.  

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the County write a letter of support for the Montana Heritage Cattle Drive.  The motion carried unanimously.

Dale left the meeting.


Realtor Carol Hildreth and Jean Conklin joined the meeting.  Jim Carpita also participated in the discussion on Roxanne Shaffer’s request to amend the Encroachment easement that was approved last week.   This amendment would include 20 feet in front of the alley located on Furnace Street.  After discussion the following motion was made:

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the encroachment permit to amend Encroachment Permit in Book 336, Page 1168, Document #260194 filed in the Beaverhead County Clerk and Recorder’s Office be approved.  The motion carried unanimously.

Carol, Jean, and Jim left the meeting.

Chairman Haugland went over the day’s business with the news media


The Commissioners reviewed and approved the June 4 –10, 2006 invoices for a total of $43,582.91 The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.


At 4:30 p.m. Chairman Haugland adjourned the County Commissioners’ meeting to attend the Compensation Board meeting.
