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June 13, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, June 13, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Commissioner Mike McGinley was in Helena attending an Interoperability Montana meeting.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, Road Secretary Jamie   Flynn, and Dillon Tribune Reporter Polly Taylor joined the meeting.

Scott reported that the 140G CAT grader will be back tomorrow. While the parking brake was being repaired, Scott also had the bullet hole in the radiator fixed. The other blade should be back today.

Scott showed the Commissioners pictures of Brown’s Bridge and Slough Channel Bridge that were washing out.  These bridges were temporarily fixed by rip rapping.  After the water decreases, more work will need to be done on the Slough Channel Bridge. Jim will do a site inspection of the Slough Channel Bridge.

Last week the crews graded roads.   

There was discussion about A.M. Wells Company tearing up Sweetwater Road by hauling ore while the road was wet.  Commissioner Rice will call to get a copy of the contract between A.M. Wells and Barretts Minerals.

Jim informed the Commissioners and Scott that in regards to the signage on the Pioneer Mountains Scenic Byway the signs outside of the Forest boundary are the County’s responsibility and the signs inside the boundary are the responsibility of the Forest Service.

Commissioner Rice reported that last week Ken Heberling contacted him about motorcyclists having trouble with the sand and the grit on the Byway.  Scott will try to get the sweeper to the Byway.

Scott reported that on the John Deere grader all but one cylinder had broken rings.  Commissioner Rice will call MACo about insurance on this grader.

Tomorrow Ten Mile Road will be magchlorided.  

Jamie reported that last week in Helena she attended a Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) gravel permit class; the class was very informative.  Today a DEQ representative will do a site inspection of the Alaska Basin Gravel Pit.

Jamie asked about a $2,355.08 invoice the County received for work on the Dillon Canal.  The County will pay this invoice and the Dillon Canal Company will reimburse the County in the amount of $2,200.  

Jim reported that he has been working on the specifications and bid package for the Byway Crack repair project.

Tomorrow Jim will also be looking at the possibility of a Rural Improvement District for Adams Lane.

On Wednesday Jim will be meeting with engineers from Great West Engineering on the TSEP bridge projects.  Jim is anticipating that the County crew will do the Anderson Lane Bridge and the Bannack Bench Bridge this year and next year the Steel Creek Bridge will be contracted out.

Jim and Jamie will work on closing out the RAC grant.
