June 14, 2010, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, June 14, 2010 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Mike McGinley, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the June 7, 2010 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland   moved and Commissioner Rice   seconded that the minutes of the June 7, 2010 meeting be approved with changes.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

County Projects Update:

County Road Supervisor Mike Shafer, Road Department Secretary Jamie Flynn, and County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting.  

The following Road Department Report for June 6 – 12, 2010 was submitted.

DILLON AREA

· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Argenta, Sweetwater, Stone Creek, Carter Creek off of Stone Creek, Stoddard, Lovell and Stevenson.

· Bladed and watered on Smith Road and White Lane. 

· Stockpiled gravel at GP101.

· Process gravel with a grizzly at GP101.

· Hauled gravel to the following roads:  Stone Creek, Sweetwater, Stoddard and Carter Creek.

· Repaired Stoddard Lane from damage caused by farm equipment. 

· Road checked the Blacktail, Horse Prairie, Grasshopper, and Dillon area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Bladed on the South Valley Road.

· Hauled rock and gravel on Elk Lake Road.

· Road checked the South Valley, Dell and Lima area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Cleaned a culvert on the Scenic Byway at Lacy Creek.

· Bladed the streets of Wisdom and Steel Creek Road.

· Moved equipment to Dillon for repairs.

· Fixed a washout on Rock Creek Road.

· Cleaned county shop and yard.

· Road checked the following roads:  Twin Lakes, Rock Creek, and Miner Lake.
· Equipment service and repair.  
Elk Lake Road has been reopened.

The Crew is going to be working on the milling project at the Fairgrounds.  This project will be completed before July 4, 2010.

Last week Mike and Chairman McGinley met with a Rosco Steele representative regarding the Birch Creek Bridge.  Mike has emailed the information to Jim.  Rosco Steel is backlogged with bridges until September.

Mike and Chairman McGinley will meet with John Peck regarding Trapper Creek Road.  This road needs to be raised and a couple of pipes installed.  Mike stated that if John gives the gravel to the County the road could be raised a couple of feet.

The Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) has issued a permit for the expansion of the Apex Gravel pit, which is located on the Department of Natural Resources and Conservation land (DNRC).  The DNRC has sent letters to the adjoining landowners regarding this expansion and the adjoining landowners are not in favor of the expansion.  DNRC Representative Tim Egan, Mike, and Commissioner Rice could meet with Mr. Hagenbarth regarding his objection to the expansion.

Rick Smith is dozing gravel in the Alaska Basin Gravel Pit.  The County is limited to 300 yards of gravel because the permit is only for a small volume of gravel.  Rick will also reclaim an old pit within this area.  

Tomorrow dozing will be started at the old landfill.  When that is completed, Tom Webster will move the D8 CAT to the Big Hole Gravel Pit, where Bill Walker will doze and stockpile the gravel.   The owner of the Hamilton Ranch, Bill Matix, is in favor of opening a gravel pit on his property by Highway 278.

Mike stated that if the Nature Conservancy opens a gravel pit on north side of the Centennial Valley the County should get the gravel.

The Stybal’s might want a gravel pit on their property.  The process for permitting the Long Creek pit, the Alaskan Basin pit and the pit on the Hamilton Ranch will be started and if the Stybal’s were agreeable to a pit, the permitting process would also be started for this pit.

A fiber optic cable is being installed along School House Road and the Pioneer Mountains Scenic Byway to the Forest Service boundary.  Jim will review the staking plans for this project.

Water is coming up in the streets and alleys of Wisdom, but there is not much the County can do about this matter.  This fall the ditch that takes water across Highway 278 will be cleaned.  Due to the high water the Wisdom Sewer is processing three times more water than normal.

There was discussion about the Montana Department of Transportation (MDT) trading snowplows to the County for sand at $3.75 per yard.  If MDT will not trade, the purchase price will be higher.  The Commissioners will budget $40,000 of revenue for this project.  If Mike finds out anything different he will let the Commissioners know.

Mike informed the Commissioners the he has rented a Dural patcher for patching pavement.  The rental cost will be $3,000 to $4,000 and the invoice will be sent sometime in July.

Jamie has received a call from Mike Murphy stating that the Henneberrry Fishing Access parking lot is really rough.    Jamie will relay this message to the Department of Fish, Wildlife, and Parks.  

The Commissioners have had a reply from Dave Schuett regarding the damage to North Valley Road from his broken dam.

Commissioner Rice is working on a letter to Don Johnson about the damage he as done to Stoddard Lane.

Jim stated that on Wednesday, June 16, 2010, Chris Mehring from RE. Miller and Sons Construction, Chairman McGinley and himself would be doing a substantial completion inspection on the Laknar Lane Pedestrian Path. 

Priority projects for the Road Department were discussed.  

After July 4, 2010 Ten Mile Road, Elk Lake Road, etc., will be magchlorided and Fern Lane will be graveled.

Jim mentioned that perhaps Mike should talk to the BLM about using gravel from its gravel pit at Birch Creek near the forest boundary. 

The County’s Insurance Agent Tom Bramlette has talked to Commissioner Rice about the County’s grandstands again.  Three grandstands in the state have been condemned. Jim will check the integrity of the grandstands as soon as possible.

Jim reported that as of last Thursday everything was completed on the Blacktail Deer Creek Project with the exception of the in stream work above Railroad Avenue.  When the water drops the work should be completed within three days.

Jim informed the Commissioners that the City might reimburse the County $60,000 for the waterline on the Blacktail Deer Creek project.  

There was discussion as to whether or not the Commissioners should ask for the $4,500 worth of liquidated damages from Helena Sand and Gravel on the Airport Reconstruction project.  When the County decided to make a major change to a runway during the project. Helena Sand and Gravel worked through the taxiway redesign Change Order, which was not ideal for the Contractor.  The Commission made the decision not to ask for liquidated damages.
