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June 20, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, June 20, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the May 31, 2011 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

	MOTION:	Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice
seconded that the minutes of the May 31, 2011 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Later in the meeting the minutes of the June 13, 2011meeting were read:

MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley 
seconded that the minutes of the June 13, 2011 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, Road Secretary Jamie   Flynn, and Dillon Tribune Reporter Polly Taylor joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for June 12 -18 2011 was submitted:

DILLON AREA
· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Eliason, Old Stage, Flynn, Blacktail, Medicine Lodge, Anderson, Lovers Leap, Overland, Trapper Creek, Cherry Creek and Canyon.
· Applied dust abatement (magnesium chloride) on Ten Mile Road.
· Hauled gravel on Blacktail Road.
· Installed more rip rap on the Slew Bridge on the Big Hole River by Melrose.
· Installed “loose gravel” signs on the Scenic Byway.
· Installed “rough road” signs on Mansfield Lane.
· Hauled gravel on Buster Brown Road for flood control.
· Road checked local area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA
· Bladed on the South Valley Road and Kidd Lane.
· Hauled gravel to Monida Hill.
· Flood control on Medicine Lodge Road at Morrison Lake.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Lima and Dell area Roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 
· Bladed on Skinner Meadows Road.
· Bladed on Little Lake Creek Road for flood damage.
· Flood repair on the Upper North Fork and Lower Bender Creek Roads.
· Finished the installation of guardrail on the Upper North Fork.  Bridge #64W.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

Scott reported that there is water on Mansfield Lane, Buster Brown Road, and Steel Creek Road. There is not much the County can do but let the water run its course.  The County will sign the roads that are being flooded.

Scott informed the Commissioners that the John Deere grader should be back by Thursday.

Ten Mile Road was magchlorided last week.  Scott is scheduling other roads for magchloriding.

Scott reported that more rip rap was placed around the Slough Channel Bridge.  Scott will submit the amount of rock used for the rip rap so that Jim can get a permit.  Scott and Jamie will track all flood related work that is done on each road.

Barretts Minerals Environmental Health Safety Manager John Parks and new Plant Manager Julia Gwinn joined the meeting. John introduced Julia to everyone.  John told the Commissioners and Scott to call him if the County has questions on the contract between A.M Wells and Barretts.  John informed the Commissioners that A.M. Wells is using the same equipment and drivers as the previous contractor. There was discussion about Sweetwater Road being rough from the pad to the mine.

Jim informed the Commissioners that he met with some of the homeowners in the Timber Butte Subdivision about creating a Rural Improvement District (RID) for Adams Lane.  Jim will start working on a preliminary cost estimate for upgrading this road through an RID.

Jim and Jamie met last week with Bill Lloyd from Great West Engineering to revise the engineering fees for the TSEP bridges.
Commissioner McGinley asked Scott to prioritize the Road Department’s needs.
Jim informed the Commissioners that he talked to Paul Rebich about the reconstruction of Eliason Lane.  Paul has asked if this project could be done in phases. Jim has informed Paul that he would have no problem with doing the Eliason Lane project in phases; one-half one year and one-half the next year. The cost for excavating the gravel and dumping it on the road or the excavating of the gravel and stockpiling it is approximately $4.50 per yard. Paul is talking about doing the entire permitting process.  Paul would like to know how much the County’s cost would be for this project.  Jim and Paul still have some issues to discuss.

The Anderson Lane Bridge project will be completed this fall.  Jim estimates that it should only take two weeks to complete this project. Jim suggested that perhaps a bypass road could be built for the moving of the equipment.  

The Steel Creek Bridge project will also be done this year and the Bannack Bench Bridge project will be done next year.  

Commissioner Rice stated that the old Snowline Gravel Pit Agreement states that the road would be bladed twice a year.  The Snowline Grazing Association asked that the new agreement be changed to reflect that the road will be bladed twice per year instead of bladed once per year.  The Commissioners agreed.  This agreement will be changed and resigned.

Opening of Bids for Dillon Shop Floor Project:

Chris Mehring from R.E. Miller and Sons, Alise Baker from KB Construction, and County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting.  Only KB Construction submitted a bid for this project.   This bid is for $109,214.00.  There was an $11,000 bid bond included and a copy of the Contractor’s registration.  The engineer’s estimate for this project was $100,000.  

MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the Commissioners take this bid under advisement. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Other Business:

County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting.  There was discussion about General Obligation Bonds.  Jed informed the Commissioners that the County would be responsible if there was a default on these bonds.

Kathy Thompson briefly joined the meeting to submit the following letter:


Chairman Haugland recessed the Commissioners’ meeting.

Hearing on Budget Amendments:

At 11:00 a.m. Chairman Haugland opened the public hearing on County budget amendments.  The following people were present:



Chairman Haugland turned the hearing over to Commissioner McGinley.

Commissioner McGinley stated that there are three proposed budget amendments:

COMPREHENSIVE INSURANCE – This budget was set in the amount of $130,587.00 for FY11.  An invoice in the amount of $6,188 for the Dillon Airport, the Wise River Airport, and the Wisdom Airport was not submitted until after the budget was set.  Money will be transferred from the General Fund to cover this budget shortfall.

INTEROPERABILITY MONTANA – This is a new fund for FY11.  The costs of the power bills were under estimated.  Money will be transferred from the General Fund to cover this budget shortfall.

COURTHOUSE CIP – This budget was set for FY11 projects, but change orders were issued.  Money will be transferred from the General Fund to cover this budget shortfall, but in FY12 the money will be repaid to the General Fund.

Marg Jappe stated that she has an objection to the Courthouse CIP and she questioned the expenses for the communications sites; if the assets were transferred out of the Solid Waste Budget prior to this year.  Marg Jappe submitted the following letters and attachments for the record:








































Commissioner McGinley explained that last year a fund was created for the Interoperability Montana (IM) project.  Commissioner McGinley gave a brief history of the IM project. The users of the communications sights will pay to use the sites, i.e. Highway Patrol, etc.

Marg stated that she sees that the communication assets have been moved out of the Solid Waste Enterprise Fund.  Marg asked if the Solid Waste Enterprise fund was going to be reimbursed from the General Fund.

It was explained that the Butler Communication Site was created specifically for Solid Waste, not part of the IM project, so it was paid for out of Solid Waste, but now it is part of the entire communications system.  The Butler Site will allow the Wisdom Canister site to be monitored by cameras, instead of manning the site.

Marg objected to the way the bids for the Courthouse projects were awarded.

Commissioner McGinley explained as the Courthouse projects proceeded, other problems were found so the contractor was told to fix them.  

Marg said that the bid was not given to the lowest bidder, that she understood the County wanted to award to a local contractor, but that  money from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) does not allow local preferences.  Marg also had a question about the man-lift cost not being included in KB Construction’s bid.  Marg feels that if the Commissioners had awarded the bid to the lowest bidder, the amount saved would have covered the change orders. 

Marg asked that the Commissioners give a written response to her objections.  The Commissioners stated that they would.

Fred informed the Commissioners that he just attended a Sheriff’s sale of some property. Fred stated that usually the other bidder is not the auctioneer. Fred was told to talk to the County Attorney because this was a legal question 

Chairman Haugland adjourned the public hearing at 12:00 noon.

BLM Representatives: MISTI – County Follow-up Meeting:

Chairman Haugland reconvened the Commissioners meeting with Commissioner McGinley, Commissioner Rice, Secretary Patti Odasz and the following people:


This meeting is a follow-up of the joint Commission meeting in Butte, which Commissioner Rice attended.

The BLM is meeting with Commissioners in counties in Idaho and Montana to get input from them as to what they think about the alternative routes for the proposed MISTI line as the BLM is working on the Environmental Impact Statement (EIS). The draft of the EIS should be out by the first quarter of next year.  The Commissioners were told the District Judge Tucker’s decision has been appealed to the Montana Supreme Court.

Tim referred to the maps to show the different alternative routes of the MISI line.

Tim explained that the checkered areas are the maps designated Wilderness Study Areas (WSA’s), Special Recreation Management Area, and Inventoried Roadless areas. The line cannot be placed in WSA’s or Inventoried Roadless Areas, but can be placed in Special Recreation Management Areas.  
 
Each Commissioner was asked their opinion on the MISTI line.  

Commissioner McGinley stated that he would like to see the line stay close to the transmission corridor.   

Commissioner Rice stated that he would like to see the line more on public land down through the Big Hole River Valley (Melrose/Glen).  He feels it is worth approaching the Forest Service to see if the line could be connected across a Forest Service Inventoried Roadless Area.  Commissioner Rice feels the line should be out of the valley floor; put farther west on public land. In the Frying Pan area, he supports the line turning west using Route 3C, which crosses the Beaverhead River at the narrows north of Grasshopper Creek (north side of Mooney Mountain) continuing down the north side of I-15 to Monida; off the valley floor and on to public land.

Chairman Haugland stated that he is in favor of the line staying on public land, but that he would not comment further until he sees the preferred alternative.

Chairman Haugland opened the meeting to public comment. (For detailed comments, please refer the digital recording of this meeting.)  

There was discussion about an economic study for Beaverhead County.  Tim informed the group that the BLM has hired an independent firm to do an economic study, which will be part of the draft EIS.  Northwestern Energy is paying for the economic study, but it has no influence whatsoever on the study. Some of the people attending voiced their skepticism regarding Tim’s statement.  Teri further elaborated on the BLM’s process of issuing rights-of-ways and the process that leads to the economic study. She reiterated that Northwestern Energy is paying for the economic study that is being done by an independent contractor, which is hired by the BLM, but in no way has any influence on this study. 

Chairman Haugland informed the people that the County does not have the money to have an economic study done.  Commissioner McGinley stated that Madison County is doing an economic study, which will address adjoining counties.

There was a comment made about EMF’s being detrimental to fish and other animals.  

There was a comment that Montana Northwestern Energy users will be paying for this line.  Mr. Pankratz from Northwestern Energy stated that this comment was not accurate; it would be the people purchasing the power from this line that would pay for the cost of building the line.

In summary, the citizens present asked that:

1.  Before commenting on any routes that the Commissioner hold a public hearing on MISTI to find out the feelings of their constituents.

2.   The Commissioners utilize County resources for an economic study and work  with Madison County on its economic study.


John Schyler said that if the people want an economic study done, they should pool their monies to have one done.

Adoption of Section 42.0 of the Employee Policy Manual:

At this time the Commissioners reviewed Section 42.0 - Verification Of Employment /Request For Reference and the following motion was made:

MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that Section 42.0 - Verification of Employment /Request For Reference be adopted.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

First Reading of Speed Limit Ordinance 2011-01 – Frying Pan Road #112D:

A resident adjacent to Frying Pan Road has asked that a 25 mile per hour speed limit be established for Frying Pan Road. At this time the first reading of Speed Limit Ordinance 2011-1 – Frying Pan Road #112D and the following motion was made:

MOTION:	Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that Speed Limit Ordinance 2011-01 – Frying Pan Road #112D be adopted. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

The second reading will be given on July 5, 2011.  If approved after the second reading, the following Ordinance with then be signed by the Commissioners:

International Union of Operating Engineer Representatives:

Road Department employees Bob Ferris and Scott Jones, IUOE Representative John Riordan, and Secretary Patti Odasz joined the meeting.

The proposed changes that were made to the contract at the last meeting were reviewed and accepted.  It was agreed upon by both parties that the new contract would be for three years.  It was also agreed upon by both parties that for FY12 the road employees would receive a $.28 cent wage increase (based on MACo’s FY12 Annual Consumer Price Index of 1.6% and based upon the Clerk and Recorder’s salary), plus any wage increase grant to all other County employees.   For FY13, FY14 the Road Employees would be give a wage increase based on MACo’s Annual Consumer Price Index based and on the Clerk & Recorder’s salary, plus any wage increase grant to all other County employees.  

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the June 12 – 18, 2011 invoices for a total of $93,275.10, beginning with check #180129 and ending with check #180196. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.

Adjourn

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
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4. Both bids were opened, and read aloud for recording in the minutes by Mr.
Carpita. Upon a brief review and discussion; seeing no irregularities, Commissioner
Haugland moved to accept both bids as complete, and award the contract at a later time.
Commissioner McGinley seconded, and the motion carried unanimously. It was decided

to award the bid later the same afternoon. Note: Kim Baker, owner of KB Construction was
present in the commissioners hearing room, and his high rate of workers compensation was discussed with
commissioners. Commissioner McGinley then directed Mr. Carpita to be sure and takes the local
preference and discussion ensued on the appropriate percentage allowed. m There was
also discussion by commissioners on how the bids could not be compared equally since KB Construction
was going to provide a man lift at $2,500 for 30 hours of use, and Summit Roofing was not. Note: Bid
Specification Package did not stipulate the need for a man lift as county stated they would supply the man
lift. Note: Kim Baker (KB Construction) clearly states on the audio recording of the Commissioners
minutes that the man lift would cost an extra $2,500. See Exhibit #2

5. Intentional misrepresentation of a material fact made by one person to another
person with knowledge of its falsity and to induce the other party to react creating
damage. Proof of this allegation occurs when Mr. Carpita presents an inflated cost figure
for rental of a man lift, ($5,000 per week), for a total cost of $10,000 to Summit
Roofing's bid when the County clearly stated they would provide the man lift in the bid
package. The Montana Department of Transportation published rate for rental
equipment to be used by contractors working on all state and federal jobs, also shows
approximately $3,000 as the maximum rental amount per week.

6. ARRA requires the lowest bid to be accepted. Summit Roofing's bid was not
disqualified and was accepted.

Summary:

Commissioners vote unanimously to accept a bid that was not the lowest. Note: On the
audio tape of the commissioner's minutes the tape was not recording during the final
discussion of official discussion on the courthouse bids. ~ The tape then records the
unanimous vote to award the contract to KB Construction. A discussion was held by the
commissioners on the press release for the bid letting. It was decided not to release the
information to the press.

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61st Legislature HB0645

Section 56. Rulemaking. The department of commerce may adopt rules to implement the broadband mapping program funded in {House Bill No. 645].

Section 57. Distribution of local government, tribal government, and school funds. (1} Of the $45 million appropriated to the department of commeree for distribution to local
governments, tribal governments, and school districts in [section 85], $10 million must be allocated to Montana counties, $10 million must be allocated to Montana cities and towns, and $5
million must be allocated to tribal governments. The department may retain 1.13% of the amount ofthe granis to counties, cities, towns, tribal governments, and school districts for administrative
purposes. The distributions to tribal governments must be made available through the state-tribal economic development commission as provided in 90-1-130 through 80-1-135. The commission
shall provide funding for projects that are available for immediate commencement to improve infrastructure or improve energy efficiency. The funds are intended to be allocated to complete
priority projects as determined by the appropriate tribal government, but each tribe must be allocated at least $200,000. The funds appropriaied to the department of cornmerce for local
governments must be distributed pursuant to Title 90, chapter 1, part 2. The funds allocated to local governments must be distributed as follows:

(a) each county must receive $100,000 plus the proportional share of the funds remaining from the $10 million based upon a blending of the distribution formulas contained in 15-70-
101(2)(b) and (3} and

{b) 2ach city and town must receive $5,000 plus a propartional share of the funds remaining from the $10 million. The proportional share is calculated by aflocating 50% of the
remaining funds to each city and town based upon the distribution formula in 15-70-101(2)(c) and 50% of the remaining funds to each city and town based upon the percentage that the
population of each city or town bears to the total population of alf cities and towns.

(2) Funds received by a county, city, or town pursuant to subsection (1) may be used for:

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BEAVERHEAD COUNTY SPEED LIMIT ORDINANCE
Ordinance No. 2011- 01

For County Road: Frying Pan Road #112-D
1. DEFINITIONS:

A.  MOTOR VEHICLE: Motor vehicle means every vehicle propelled by its
own power and design used primarily to transport persons or property
upon the roads and highways of the state. Included in this definition are
trailers, semi-trailers and house trailers.

B. VEHICLE: Vehicle means every device in, upon or by which any person
or property may be transported or drawn upon the public ways.

C. MOTORCYCLE: Motorcycle means a motor vehicle having not more than
three (3) wheels in contact with the ground with a saddle on which the
operator sits or a platform in which he stands and a driving wheel in
contact with the ground in addition to the wheels of the vehicle itself. A
motorcycle may carry one or more attachments and a seat for the
conveyance of a passenger. The term does not include a tractor.

D. DAYTIME/NIGHTTIME: Daytime is defined as one-half hour before
sunrise to one-half hour after sunset. Nighttime means at any other hour.

2. It shall be unlawful for any person to operate a motor vehicle or motorcycle of
any character upon a county road in excess of the posted speed limit.

3. The Posted Speed Limit for Frying Pan Road No. 112D, which begins at the
Junction of Highway 91 North and Frying Pan Road, Mile Marker 0, and ends at the
NE corner of the NW1/4 NW1/4 of Section 1, Township 7 South, Range 9 West, Mile
Marker 0.75 shall be as follows:

(A) Beginning at the_Junction of Highway 91 North and Frying Pan Road,
Mile Marker 0, and ending at the_ NE corner of the NW1/4 NW1/4 of
Section 1, Township 7 South, Range 9 West, Mile Marker 0.75, the
SPEED LIMIT shall be 25 MPH.

4. This speed restriction shall not operate as a waiver of the basic rule requirement,
which is any person operating or driving a vehicle of any character upon the public
roads of this county shall drive in a careful and prudent manner and at a rate of speed
no greater than is reasonable and proper under the conditions existing at the point of
operation taking into account the amount and character of traffic, condition of brakes,

weight of vehicle, grade and width of highway, conditions of service and freedom of
obstruction to view ahead. Persons shall drive so as not to unduly or unreasonably
endanger the life, limb, property or other rights of the other persons entitled to the use
of the road.

Commissioners:

I am requesting that this letter be entered into the official record for the Budget
Amendment hearing held on June 20, 2011.

As a taxpayer in Beaverhead County I am in opposition of the budget amendment for the
Courthouse Capital CIP (fund #4019) and Stimulus Money (Acct# 4990) for the
following reasons: NOTE: Stimulus Money acct. # 4990 was used for capital
improvements to court house. See Exhibit 3

1. The public notice did not comply with basic American Recovery &
Reinvestment Act (ARRA) compliance requirements notifying all potential bidders that
the project was funded with ARRA monies, (1502). See Exhibit #1

2. The public notice does not comply with Montana Administration Rules for
ARRA funded projects. A United State Department of Labor report dated May 2009,
states as a result of specific language in the ARRA funds, all requirements of the Davis-
Bacon Act apply to construction projects that received ARRA funds, with an added
provision that "projects funded directly by or assisted in whole or in part by and through
the Federal Government" as a result of ARRA must also comply. This designation
requires all ARRA projects, whether fully or partially funded or assessed, to comply with
the prevailing wage requirements of the Davis-Bacon Act. Furthermore, Montana law
provides that if a public agency or a local government fails to include the prevailing wage
rate requirements in a bid specification or contract, the contractor is relieved from the
obligation to pay the prevailing wage rate and the obligation is then placed on the public

contracting agency. (4-1501) (52.204.1) Montana Department of Transportation Project
Administration Manual May 2009 Chapter 8.4

3. No Local Preference allowed. ARRA compliance clearly state NO local
preferences can be used to award any bids funded under the act. By federal law,
states/local government cannot impose geographic preferences on construction contracts
involving federal funds. Montana Contractors Association
