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June 23, 2008, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, June 23, 2008 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
Minutes:

The minutes of the June 16, 2008 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded that the minutes of the June 16, 2008 meeting be approved with corrections.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Road Department Update:

Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Department Report for June 8-14, 2008:

DILLON AREA

· Bladed and watered on the following roads:  Birch Creek from I-15 to the Bender Center, Blacktail from end of pavement to the State Gravel Pit, and Overland Road.

· Bladed on the following roads:  Apex East, Schoolhouse, Medicine Lodge, South Valley and Old Armstead.

· Fence repair on Browne’s Bridge Road.

· Installed a gate on Gravel Pit 300 on Highway 278.

· Road checked roads in the Horse Prairie and Dillon areas.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Bladed on Sage Creek and South Valley Roads.

· Road checked Lima, Dell and South Valley Road.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Stockpiled gravel at Gravel Pit 318 Smith Gulch on the Upper North Fork Road.

· Fence repair on Browne’s Bridge Road.

· Moved equipment from Wisdom to Dillon.

· Road checked roads in the Jackson area.

· Equipment service and repair.

Last week Richard and Officials from the Forest Service, the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), and the Montana Department of Transportation (MDT) made a site inspection of the first five miles on the Wise River side of the Pioneer Mountains Scenic Byway.  The road has numerous cracks, but at this time the subgrade is still intact.  In the past, this section of the Byway has been chip sealed and the cracks have been filled. The FHWA will earmark $1.3 million dollars per year for maintenance of the Byway.  This project will be started in either FY09 or FY10.

Wayne Nome?  from the MDT thinks that perhaps Secondary Road monies could be used to repair the water damaged section of Highway 324 above the Donovan Ranch.  The extent of the damage was discussed.

Richard will obtain concrete blocks for the Fairgrounds and for the Airport.

Richard will get the Commissioners a copy of the Fairgrounds water agreement between the City of Dillon and Beaverhead County.

The Road Department will start magchloriding roads soon and will not have the time to mow the shoulders of the Dillon Airport runways.  Commissioner Rice will find someone to do the mowing.

Jim Keefe would like to have the Eliason Lane sign installed before July 4.  The sign has been ordered and Richard will see if it has been received.

Richard informed the Commissioners that he would not be working next Monday.  Richard left the meeting.

Sheriff’s Office Update:
Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting and informed the Commissioners that the Byrne Grant for the Drug Task Force was cut 67% so the Task Force needs $12,500 from the County for matching money.  Dillon Chief of Police John Gutcheck will try to get $12,500 match from the City. The match for this grant used to be paid through forfeitures, fines, and fees that have all but been depleted.  Jay is going to send letters to members of the Board of Crime Control asking that the match for all Drug Task Forces be the same.

Jay has been working on his budgets.  There was discussion about PILT, Secured Rural School funding, taxes, etc.    Jay will be increasing the civil processing fees because of the time and money it takes to process civil papers. Jay left the meeting.

County Attorney’s Office Update:
County Attorney Jed Fitch and County Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting. The proposed Interlocal Agreement for the Joint Planning Committee was discussed.  At the last City County meeting the Council found the County’s draft Agreement inadequate.  The City Attorney was instructed to resubmit a draft to the County Attorney.  Jed has reviewed the statutes on interlocal agreements and it his opinion that an Interlocal agreement is not needed for the Joint Planning Committee.  This Committee is an advisory committee that will submit recommended proposals to the Beaverhead County Planning Board and the City Planning Board.  If the Committee does obtain a professional person in some capacity each governing body should fund the position separately.  Rick left the meeting.

There was discussion regarding the process for the first reading of the Dillon Airport Affected Area Regulations.   Bill Knox has been contacted and will be submitting a consulting appraisal for the proposed runway protection areas.  

There was discussion about Lovell Road.  A legal description will be written for this road and the area will be flagged.  If there are any complaints about the proposed easement, Jed suggested that a mediator be hired.  The Road Manager has informed Jed that the County will build the fence.

Jed has done three mental commitments in the six weeks he has been County Attorney.

Jed will be reviewing the file on the Small Horn Canyon Road and will then submit his opinion on to the Commissioners. Jed left the meeting.

Treasurer Kathy Allard - Cancellation of Mobile Home Taxes:

Treasurer Kathy Allard joined the meeting and distributed a list of 2003 mobile home taxes for review and cancellation.  Kathy explained she is not asking that the taxes on the mobile home owned by Jonathan Windsor be canceled because the mobile home is going to Sheriff’s sale and that it is Myrtle Wigen’s intention to purchase this mobile home.

Rick Hartz – Lease of Soccer Field Parking Lot:
Rick Hartz joined the meeting and asked if the Dillon Cubs could use the parking lot that was leased to the now defunct Soccer Club.  Discussion ensued about the defunct lease and the mower and various other items that were left at the field.  The Commissioners gave the Dillon Clubs permission to use the parking lot.  A letter to the Cubs will be written informing the Club of this decision.  Rick will purchase a new battery for the mower.  Chuck Mort will be mowing the fields.   Minors in the Juvenile Probation program will be used to help with the upkeep of the fields.  Rick will be liaison between Chuck and the Juvenile Probation Office.

Outdoor lights will be installed at the Cub’s field.  HD Supply will be donating the entire cost of the underground wiring, panels, engineering, poles, etc. for the outdoor lights. Vigilante Electric is donating the installation.   Gil Stoddard has disced the Cub’s field twice and is doing more work to get it ready.  The Don and Mike Moore will be staking the layout for the drainpipes.  Kathy Peterson and Rick are submitting an application for a $35,000 Fish, Wildlife, and Parks Trails Grant for the sod, irritation, and fencing.   They will also be applying for a Northwestern Energy grant.

Rick gave an update on the Supreme Court’s decision on remainder’s of property.  There is not a new law and the Subdivision Regulations do not have to be amended.  Rick left the meeting.

Lunch Recess:
Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. the meeting was reconvened with all Commissioners and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

Appointment of Museum Trustee:

Norma J. Duffy has submitted a letter of interest to be appointed to the Museum Board.
