June 25, 2007 Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, June 25, 2007, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
The minutes of the June 18, 2007 meeting were read and the following motion was made:


MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the minutes of the June 18, 2007 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.


Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Report for June 17 – 23, 2007.


Dillon Area

· A “pavement breakup” sign was installed at Mile Marker 5 on the Pioneer Mountain Scenic Byway.

· Gravel was spread on Hendricks Mill Road, on the Bannack State Park entrance Road, on parking areas at Bannack State Park, and on the Bannack Bench Road from Mile Marker 3 to 3.25.  These roads and areas were also watered and graded.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Lima Area
· Gravel was spread on the Bannack State Park entrance road, Hendricks Mill Road, and Bannack Bench Road.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Wisdom Area

· A culvert was installed in Jackson.

· Miner Lake Road and Rock Creek Road were bladed.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.
A bill for the Lima Bridge project has been received from Morrison and Maierle Engineering.

Stahley Engineering’s Rural Improvement District estimate for the Hildreth II Subdivision is $500,000.

Southern Montana Telephone wants to lay fiber optics and copper line on approximately 1½ miles of Lemhi Pass Road. Over 1.7 million dollars has just been spent on this road so Richard suggested that the County remove the gravel for the installation of the wire and replace the gravel when the project is completed.  Southwestern Telephone was told that it would have to bore under the creek.  

Next week Richard would like to have the Commissioners pass a resolution adopting the Speed Studies on the Scenic Byway and also give the first reading of a speed limit ordinance for the Byway.   

Richard is going to start working on his Department’s budget today.  Due to budget constraints a person cannot be hired to mow.

There was discussion about installing mile markers on major County roads.  Richard left the meeting.

County Attorney Marv McCann joined the meeting.  Deputy County Attorney Kurt Steadman and John Whittingham are meeting tomorrow morning at the Plant Park to decide how to spend the $20,000 that is left in the budget.  Commissioner McGinley will also attend this meeting.

Marv is going to hire Mike Gee as a paralegal.  When Mike goes to law school Marv will hire a deputy.

The County has received another letter from Matilda Buchanan about her complaint against the Sheriff’s office.  Marv will respond to this letter.

Commissioner Rice asked Marv to write a letter to the Nature Conservancy about reserving the right to use the gravel pits in the Centennial.

There was discussion about the disbursement reports that the Commissioners are receiving from J.B. Anderson on behalf of Public Administrator Paul Pilgrim.

Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  Jay has received food service price quotes from CBM and Renaissance Assisted Living.

CBM would use the kitchen in the jail until it obtained more contracts. At that time CBM would set up its own kitchen. When CBM gets more contracts the cost of meals for the County would decrease.  CBM provides food service for Lake County, Flathead County, and other counties.  Jay has called Lake and Flathead Counties and both are pleased with CBM.

It has been verified that the Renaissance Assisted Living has been using leftovers for the meals and that is not allowed under the agreement. Jay will let the Commissioners know which food service he chooses.  Marv and Jay left the meeting.

Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting and distributed copies of the Planning Board’s June 14, 2007 hearing report on the Dillon Affected Area. State statutes require the report. The report was reviewed and discussed.  

The Dillon Gun Club will be paying $506.45 to the BLM for the gun and pistol range.  Rick left the meeting.

Chairman Haugland recessed the Commissioners’ meeting and convened the public hearing on amendments to the County’s budgets.  No public comment was offered. Chairman Haugland adjourned the hearing.

At 1:30 p.m. Chairman Haugland convened the public hearing on the preliminary plat of the Miracle Mountain Major Subdivision.  Present: All Commissioners, County Planner Rick Hartz, Developer Dyanne Owen, and KDBM Report Lee Squires.  Rick distributed copies the Staff Report and Planning Board Recommendations for the Miracle Mountain Subdivision.  The Planning Board held it hearing on the Subdivision on May 17, 2007 and recommends approval with 21 conditions at it June 14, 2007 meeting.  The report was reviewed. 

This proposed 12-lot major subdivision is located in the NE ¼ of Section 31 of Township 5 South, Range 12 West.  Lots will range in size from 1.00 acres up to 8.09 acres. This 30.39-acre tract is located approximately one-mile south of Polaris, Montana adjacent to and east of the Pioneer Mountain Scenic Byway.

In excess of 100 lots have been created in the upper Grasshopper Valley thru the subdivision process and certificates of survey.  Demand for these types of recreational/residential lots remains high and this type of development is expected to continue in this area.

Based on the Findings of Fact and information from the Beaverhead County Sanitarian, the Beaverhead County Planning Staff recommends approval of the preliminary plat of the Miracle Mountain Major Subdivision subject to the following conditions:


(Standard Conditions)
1.
Montana Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) approval for water, sewer, and storm water drainage needs to be obtained prior to final plat approval.

2.
A Beaverhead County septic permit must be obtained prior to any new construction requiring sanitation on this lot.

3. D.E.Q. approved drainfield and well locations shall be staked with steel posts or rebar on each lot to avoid confusion during septic permitting and homesite construction. 

4. At the time of occupancy, the entrance to these lots shall be clearly marked with an address sign that complies with the Beaverhead County addressing ordinance.

5. Certification by a licensed title abstractor showing the names of any lien holders or claimants of record against the land and the written consent to the subdivision from lien holders or claimants of record against the land.

6. Any and all adopted State and County requirements and standards, which apply to the proposed subdivision, shall be met, unless otherwise waived for cause by the governing body.

7. The final plat shall be submitted to the County Planner by the developer with the appropriate review fee to ensure compliance with all conditions prior to the approval by the County Commission and recording by the Clerk and Recorder.

8. A noxious weed management plan will need to be submitted to the Beaverhead County Weed Board and approved by them prior to final plat approval.  A letter-of-credit will be required as part of their approval process.

9. The owners, heirs, successors, purchasers, and subsequent landowners waive the right to protest the creation of a Special Improvement District or Rural Special Improvement District to provide improved public services to these parcels.  This waiver is binding and will run with the lands included in the subdivision and will be clearly stated on the final plat.  

(Site Specific Conditions)
10. The final covenants shall be submitted to the Planning Department for review prior to final plat approval.

11. The internal subdivision roads, cul-de-sac, and emergency access road shall be constructed to Beaverhead County Subdivision Road 


Standards and comply with the recommendations of the Road Manager in his report dated December 7, 2006.


A licensed professional engineer will need to certify that roads have been built to these standards and the Road Manager will need to verify that the recommendations in the road report have been completed. 

12. The internal subdivision roads are private roads and shall be maintained by the property owners association and /or developer.  These roads cannot be used by adjacent landowners for access without the consent of the property owners association and/or developer.  This language shall appear on the face of the final plat. 

13. The primary approach for Miracle Mountain Road shall be paved back to the right-of-way boundary off of the Scenic Byway.

14. Any storm water berms, detention basins, french drains, culverts, graveled ditches, etc. that are part of the Mt. Department of Environmental Quality storm water run off plan approval shall be installed or constructed prior to final plat approval. 

15. A copy of the D.E.Q. Stormwater Discharge Permit shall be included in the final plat filing packet. 

16. A 15 ft. utility easement shall be shown on adjoining lot lines on the final plat. 

17. The fill site and turn around area adjacent to the buried water supply tank will need to be approved in writing by Fire District #4, Grasshopper Valley Volunteer Fire Department prior to final plat approval. 

18. Language shall be added to the final covenants that requires that all utilities to the homesites will be placed underground.

19. Language shall be added to the final covenants that requires that all out door lighting be indirect and have full cut off deflectors, as well as prohibit 24 hour yard lights. 

20. Language shall be added to the final covenants that requires the homeowners association to be responsible for the maintenance and upkeep of the water tank and fill site as well as keeping the tank full.  This language shall also appear on the final plat. 

21. Language shall be added to the final covenants (covenant #20) that will prohibit a fence with a top pole or rail higher then 44 inches, and a bottom pole or rail no lower then 16 inches from the ground on the internal subdivision fences.  This condition follows recommendations made by Montana Department of Fish, Wildlife, and Parks to allow for free passage of wildlife. 

Chairman Haugland asked for public comment.  The comment was made that fences had to be constructed to allow passage of the wildlife, but these same fences would not restrain dogs.   The landowners would probably have to install kennels.

Richard mentioned that the ditch on the County’s right-of-way needs to be fixed. Richard requested that somewhere in the report or covenants that language be added stating that any sedimentation that goes on the County road right-of-way will be cleaned up at the owner’s expense.  There being no public comments, Chairman Haugland adjourned the hearing.


Chairman Haugland reconvened the Commissioners’ meeting.

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the preliminary plat be approved as submitted by the Planning Board.













Richard brought up for discussion the matter of storm water drainage from this Subdivision damaging the County road.  Richard suggested that following paragraph be added to Condition #11.

 (Special note of Road Manager) Recommendation #7 “All storm water generated within this subdivision needs to be captured and stay on the subdivision property.  Any damage to the Scenic Byway by storm water leaving the property will be repaired by the county or its contractor and billed to the developer or the Homeowners Association.


To make the installation of County road signs consistent, Richard suggested that he would like to have in the report that County would install the road signs at the intersection of Miracle Mountain Road and the Scenic Byway and the developer reimburse the County.


After further discussion it was suggested that the following paragraph be added as Condition #22: 

The developer will be required to reimburse the County for the cost of the road sign, materials, and installation of the road sign at the junction of Miracle Mountain Road and the Scenic Byway.

 Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the previous motion be amended to incorporated the abovementioned changes.  A verbal vote was taken and the amended motion carried unanimously.

Dyanne and Rick left the meeting.
