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June 28, 2010, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, June 28, 2010 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Mike McGinley, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the June 14, 2010 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland   moved and Commissioner Rice   seconded that the minutes of the June 14, 2010 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

County Projects Update:

County Engineer Jim Carpita, Spence Hegstad, Road Department Secretary Jamie Flynn, and Bannack State Park Manger Dale Carlson joined the meeting.  

The following Road Department Report for June 20-26, 2010 was submitted.

DILLON AREA

· Bladed on the following roads:  Trapper Creek, Bannack Bench, Sweetwater, Carter Creek and Burma.

· Hauled gravel on Burma Road to repair a wash out.

· Hauled gravel on Bannack Bench Road to repair a wash out.

· Hauled gravel to Sweetwater Road and Carter Creek Road to fix bad spots.

· Stockpiled gravel at the Jack Hirschy gravel pit west of Wisdom, GP303.

· Reclaimed the Badger Pass gravel pit, GP104.

· Hand patched on the Sweetwater Road.

· Road checked the Melrose, Glen, Horse Prairie, Grasshopper, and Dillon area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Bladed on Elk Lake and South Valley Roads.

· Hauled gravel on the Elk Lake and South Valley Roads to fix soft spots.

· Road checked the South Valley, Dell and Lima area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Bladed on the following roads:  Miner Lake, Twin Lakes and Big Lake Creek.

· Hauled gravel to Big Swamp Creek for a new culvert installation.

· Repaired washouts on Rock Creek and Twin Lakes Roads.

· Checked culverts on Big Swamp Creek Road.

· Road checked all Jackson and Wisdom area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.  
Chairman McGinley reported that the Dillon Softball Association has reorganized and would like to assume the maintenance and scheduling of Ray Lynch Park.    Chairman McGinley and Softball Association Representative Matt Boka met on site and Matt was showed what the maintenance of the Park entails. Matt was also told about the insurance requirement.  The Association might also want to do the upkeep of the Soccer Field.  Association Representative Matt Boka will be asked to meet with the Commissioners on July 6, 2010.

It was reported that R.E. Miller & Sons Construction is already working on the east bridge of the Bannack Bypass Road and should complete the project this week.  Jim stated that the 404 permit would be a “after the fact” permit.  The Corp of Engineers gave the County permission to do the repairs on an emergency basis.  Jerry Walker from the Fish, Wildlife, and Parks will take care of the 124 permit.  The estimated cost of the bridge is $13,000 and Dale stated that the Department of Fish, Wildlife, and Parks (FWP) would be able to pay half of this cost.  Spence stated that at one time there was over $200,000 in the Bannack Road Fund for the striping and the chip sealing of the road, the upgrade of the parking lot, and for the graveling of the Bypass Road.   Chairman McGinley stated that there is approximately $124,000 left in the Bannack Road Fund. Spence said that the FWP Foundation Board would have been able to pay the $13,000, but it won’t now because the County has the funds. The County will take the $6,500 out of the Road Budget because the Bannack Road still needs to be chip sealed and striped.  The County will pay RE Miller & Sons for the bridge project and then an invoice will be emailed to Dale.

Chairman McGinley left to attend a meeting in Helena.

Commissioner Haugland stated that the County has received the Historic Preservation Grant.  A County contact person is needed for this Grant and someone has to submit the quarterly reports.  It was decided that Jim Carpita would be the contact person and the Jamie Flynn would do the reports.  

Jim stated that he is working with Scott Marsh on the Apex gravel pit permit. Bids for the crushing of the gravel will be let as soon as the County receives the conditions of the permit.  

Jim reported that paving of the Blacktail Deer Creek project has been moved back to this Thursday or Friday and that Construction is doing the paving. Last Friday Robert Peccia and Associates submitted a request for an updated mix design and criteria.  Hollow Construction was paving the Carrigan Lane project using the old criteria that does meet the standards for the Blacktail Deer Creek project.  Jim stated that Coleman Construction’s subcontractors have changed daily and it has been a nightmare to keep track of them.  

On Friday, Jim and Commissioner Rice will do onsite inspections of the 3rd Avenue Bridge in Lima and of Governor Creek Bridge.

Sanitarian Larry Laknar joined the meeting. Tomorrow Larry, Steve Kilbreath from the Subdivision Section of the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), and DEQ Attorney Nicole Olmstead will be meeting onsite on the McCracken Carter Creek site regarding a complaint.  Dick McCracken is trying to blame the County for all the problems that have occurred on this project.  

The County is waiting for a report from Anderson Engineering on its participation in the Laknar Lane Pedestrian Path Project.  RE Miller and Sons has submitted a letter stating that the path was built to specifications.  

The County has received a $400,000 from FEMA for the Blacktail Deer Creek Project.

Sheriff’s Office Update:
No update was given.

Action on Resolutions to Amend Various Budgets:

Action was delayed due to further amendments being required. Commissioner Rice recessed the Commissioners’ meeting.

Convene Public Hearing on Beaverhead County’s Public Lands Resource Use Policy and Plan:

Commissioner Rice recessed the Commissioners’ meeting  and at 11:30 a.m. Commissioner Rice convened the public hearing on Beaverhead County’s Public Lands Resource Use Policy and Plan:  Present were:  Commissioner Rice, Commissioner Haugland, Larry Volkening, and Secretary Patti Odasz.

Commissioner Haugland stated the Commission has received a proposed change to Page 67, Appendix C, that J.S. Turner be listed as the City of Dillon’s representative.

Commissioner Rice asked for other comments.  Commissioner Haugland stated a comment has been received from Robert DesJardins asking that the words “season long’ be added in the Fisheries Section, Page 42, in the second to last bullet.

Commissioner Rice read the comments made at the Planning Board’s public hearing:

JP Plutt commended the Resource Use Committee and the Planning Board for a job well done and for all the work and time spent on this plan and thanked them for taking their job seriously. 

Commissioner McGinley asked if power line corridors need to be addressed in the plan with the proposed MSTI project running through Beaverhead County.

Resource Committee member Bill Allen thanked the Planning Board for taking this plan serious. Bill stated that he feels the plan is easy to understand.  Bill stated that the committee would like to address new issues, additions, or changes to the plan every quarter.  Bill stated that areas that still need to be addressed in the plan in the future are:  Utility easements through public lands, road inventory, stronger section on economics, and insect infestation on forestland.  One change Bill noted needed to be made before adopting this plan is the addition of JS Turner’s name to the list on page 67.  JS was not an official member of the committee appointed by the Commissioners but participated and represented the City of Dillon. 

Commissioner Rice asked for further comments.  There being no further comments, Commissioner Rice adjourned the hearing at 12:00 noon.

Lunch Recess:
The Commissioners left for the lunch break.

Commissioner Rice asked for comments on the Plan.  No comments were given.

Commissioner Rice adjourned the hearing at 2:00 p.m. and reconvened the Commissioners’ meeting.

Commissioner Rice and Commissioner Haugland went over the day’s business with the news media.

Old Business/Other Topics of Discussion:

The Commissioners were notified that another request for a budget amendment will be submitted later today and that invoices are still being submitted that need to be paid in this Fiscal Year.
