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June 29, 2009, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, June 29, 2009 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Lee Diedrich.  

Jim Carpita and Bruce Botsford joined the meeting

Minutes:

The reading of the minutes was again postponed until the next Commission meeting.

Road Department Update:

Road Department Supervisor Mike Shafer and Secretary Jamie Hoklin joined the meeting to update the Board on the Road Department activities.

The Road Department Report for July 21 - 27, 2009 is as follows:

DILLON AREA


Bladed and watered on the following roads and lanes:  Overland, Laknar, Beaverhead, Buffalo, Antelope, Elk and Carter Creek.


Bladed on the following roads:  Birch Creek, Nissen, Freeman, South Valley, Anderson, Bloody Dick and Medicine Lodge.


Hauled rock to the Little Lake Creek Bridge for riprap.


Hauled gravel to Carter Creek Road.


Hauled gravel on Bloody Dick Road and Bannack Bench Road for washouts.


Hand patched on the following roads:  Ten Mile, Frying Pan and Sweetwater.


Road checked Dillon and Horse Prairie area roads. 


Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA


Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Gleed, Steel Bridge, Gravely, Oregon Shortline, Dell Airport, Stibal and South Valley.


Hauled gravel on Lima Dam Road.


Moved equipment from Lima Dam Road back to Lima.


Road checked Lima, Dell and South Valley area roads.


Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 


Bladed on the following roads:  Gibbonsville, Rock Creek, Miner Lake and Jackson container site.


Cleaned culverts on Little Lake Creek and Miner Lake Roads.


Cleaned a cattleguard on Gibbonsville Road.


Road checked the following roads:  Twin Lakes, River, Lower North Fork, Little Lake Creek and Skinner Meadows.


Equipment service and repair.  
Mike Shafer also reported:

· that Clay Roselle wants to pick up the road departments scrap iron as he has done in the past.  The Commissioners stated that would not be a problem.

· that the differential is out in the Wisdom backhoe and he is sending it to Belgrade to be repaired because the road department does not have the necessary tools to do the job.

· that rock is being hauled to repair the pipe on North Fork Road in Wisdom right at Weaver’s.

· that North Fork Ridge Road at Swamp Creek will be closed July 6th – 9th during the day.  A notice will be put in the paper.

· that  on July 7th they will be applying chloride to the Landfill Road, the Overland Road and the Sweetwater Road.

· that they will be applying chloride to  Nissan Lane on July 14th, Stone Creek on July 16th , and Laknar Lane, Beaverhead and Buffalo area roads on July  22nd and 23rd
· Luke Fitch in Lima will not be able to run the blade until he has surgery on his back on July 17th and will be out for a while. Wasn’t sure how long.

· Bob Cherry is off after having eye surgery and will probably be out another couple of weeks. 

· that he did some budget calculations on just pipe that is needed to repair damaged pipe around the county come to around $66,000. He would like to use polycoated pipe in the Big Hole, which will bring the estimated cost of pipe needed to around $106,000.

· Mike also asked that the Commissioners budget for the cement for the new floor for the shop.  Mike stated he would get an estimate. 

The Commissioners’ are looking into hiring a “spur of the moment” fill-in person to cover when needed.

There was discussion about graveling Coyote Creek Road.  The landowner Bob Dewy has indicated that he will provide the gravel and pay the contractors to do the work (Smith and Huffaker).  All the County will need to do is approve the project and provide signs for safety.  The County Attorney will be asked to draw up a letter between all parties involved stating the county will supply signage and that Mr. Dewy will pay all other expenses and supply the gravel.

Bruce Botsford was in attendance to ask the Commissioners about graveling Shultz Lane.  Mr. Botsford indicated that the Nine (9) residents on this road are favorable to paying for the project if the Road Department would do the work.  Mike Shafer stated that this road is not a priority road but that he would have it graded and sloped hopefully sometime next week.  Mike suggested that after the road is graded; he will come up with a rough estimate to give the landowners a better idea of what the actual cost will be.  Commissioner McGinley suggested looking into a rural improvement district where payments could be set up over a period of time as an option for payment.

Economic Development Corporation:

JS Turner, Mike Moon and JoAnne Juliano joined the meeting to request $15,000 this year for their budget; last year’s budget contribution was $12,000 plus insurance.  JS stated that the Beaverhead Economic Development Corporation does not want to own the building that houses the Chamber of Commerce, Visitors Center and the Development Corporation, which was built in 2002 with the majority of funds coming from Title 3 monies.  Commissioner McGinley stated that Title 3 money could no longer be allocated for Economic Development.  JoAnne stated that the Development Corporation should be helping businesses instead of using all their funds to maintain and make payments on the building.  

JS also stated that the Commissioners originally committed to budgeting $30,000 per year to the Development Corporation and have not lived up to that commitment.  Commissioner McGinley stated that the Commissioners have never committed to $30,000 per year. 

Commissioner McGinley stated that you couldn’t commit discretionary money for a 10-year period.  Commissioner McGinley stated that he goes to the Economic Development meetings and it always seems to be a County bashing and feels in spite of that the county has been holding up their end of the bargain a whole lot more then anybody else does. Commissioner McGinley stated that the County has supported the Development Corporation with the $12,000 budget commitment, payment of the insurance, and the payment of an extra $2,000 for the Resource Use Plan.  Commissioner McGinley stated that if the mill-levy had passed then yes that money would be committed for the Economic Development Corporation’s use.  Commissioner McGinley also stated that the budget request of $15,000 for the coming year is a reasonable request. 

MOTION:
Commission Haugland moved to commit $15,000 to the Economic Development Corporation preliminary budget for the 2009-2010 Fiscal Year. Commissioner McGinley seconded; the motion passed unanimously. 

Barb Bauerle from the Dillon Tribune joined the meeting and JS. Turner, JoAnne Juliano, and Mike Moon left the meeting. (For a more detailed account of this meeting please refer to the digital recording.)

Sheriff’s Office Update:
Sheriff Hansen did not attend today’s meeting.

County Attorney’s Office Update:

County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting and reported that the Writ of Mandamus with the City regarding the County’s appointment to the City Planning Board will be July 14, 2009. Jed stated tht he would like the Commissioners, Larry Volkening, and Planner Rick Hartz to be in attendance. 

The Museum Lease is ready and needs to be signed by the Chairman of the Board.  Jed will have the Search and Rescue, 4-H and Jaycee leases ready to sign this week.

Chairman Rice closed the Commission meeting to the public for litigation discussion.  After this discussion, Chairman Rice reopened the meeting.

Hiring of County Engineer:

There was discussion on filling the new County Engineer position. At the conclusion of discussion the following motion was made:

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved that Jim Carpita be hired as the new County Engineer. Commissioner McGinley seconded; the motion passed with all in favor. 

Jim Carpita was welcomed aboard.  Tom directed Jim to the Finance Office to get the hiring paperwork completed.

Letters will be sent to the unsuccessful applications that the position has been filled.

Action on Resolutions to Amend Budgets:

Chairman Rice stated that a hearing was held on June 15, 2009 to take public comment on the amendments to the following county budgets: Search & Rescue Budget, Alcohol rehabilitation Budget, Special Events Budget, Airport Runway Construction Budget, Road Budget, Senior Citizen Transportation Budget, Predatory Cattle Budget, Public Health Budget, Economic Development Budget, and Employee Liability Budget.
