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June 30, 2008, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, June 30, 2008 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
Minutes:

The minutes of the June 23, 2008 meeting were read and the following motion was made:

Road Department Update:

Sheriff’s Office Update:
Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting.  Jay and Commissioner Rice both signed the Southwest Montana Drug Task Force Agreement and the agreement between the Town of Lima and Beaverhead County for Deputy services.  

Budgets were discussed.

Jay has received a letter and accepted the letter of resignation from Detention Officer Jennifer Dewy.  Jennifer has accepted a job at the Montana Law Enforcement Academy.  When Jennifer was hired she signed a contract with the County stating that she would reimburse the County for training if she were to leave within one year of her hire date.  Jay will contact the County Attorney about this matter.  

The County Attorney will be completing the paper work on the forfeiture of the Bloomquist property Jay and Patti left the meeting. 

County Attorney’s Office Update:
County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting and the budgeting process was discussed.  Jed left the meeting.  

Dorothy Stout:  Museum Association Grant Application:
Museum Association member Dorothy Stout joined the meeting and submitted a letter to the Commissioners informing them that the Museum Association is applying for a $20,000 Montana Cultural Trust Grant.  If awarded to the Association, the grant monies would be used for operating expenses, specifically to cover the budget shortfall, to allow the Museum Curator to work full-time, and to make sure the Museum remains open during the winter months.  If warded, $10,000 would be available for FY2009-10 and $10,000 for FY2010-11.  Dorothy asked for a letter from the Commissioners stating that Beaverhead County is a bona-fide government unit and that it would distribute the monies to the applicant. The Commissioners informed Dorothy that they would be happy to write the required letter.  Dorothy left the meeting.
