	Commissioner Rice informed the Commissioners that the County has received Swenson Bike Trail documentation from Rayann Sutton from the Community Youth Initiative (CYI).  Years ago, the County obligated $33,000 of CTEP fund towards this project. In a July 2009 meeting, CYI asked the Commissioners for approximately $30,000 more for this project because there was a cost overrun of over $26,000. At that time the Commissioners obligated up to $30,000 more for this project.  The County will honor its commitment.  A $30,000 warrant will be given to the Swenson Trail Project today, thus making a total of $63,000 the County has given towards this project. The City of Dillon has donated $57,223 dollars for the project.

WHEREAS, Beaverhead County maintains and conducts an official course of
business, which includes the rebuilding and the repairing and maintenance of
Beaverhead County’s infrastructure; and

WHEREAS, Beaverhead County owns and maintains numerous bridges
throughout Beaverhead County, including the bridges within the City of Dillon, which
cross Blacktail Deer Creek; and

WHEREAS, at two of the crossings of Blacktail Deer Creek within the city of
Dillon, namely Railroad Avenue and Reeder Street, it was determined that the existing
structure needed to be replaced as part of an overall mediation of the flooding problem
along Blacktail Deer Creek in the City of Dillon; and

WHEREAS, this mediation project became known as the Blacktail Deer Creek
Project; and

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead Blacktail Deer Creek Project included significant
engineering and construction costs, along the course of Blacktail Deer Creek, the
County obtained significant sources of grant funding which provided financial resources
for much of the riparian and stream bank portion of the Project; and

WHEREAS, the Beaverhead County Commissioners solicited sealed bids for the
entirety of the Blacktail Deer Creek Project; and

WHEREAS, after investigation and consideration Beaverhead County accepted
the lowest bid to complete the Blacktail Deer Creek Project; and

WHEREAS, construction of the Project is substantially complete; and
WHEREAS, payment of the remaining balance is pending; and

WHEREAS, Beaverhead County is authorized to borrow money, for payment of
its expenses, pursuant to Section 7-7-2401, Montana Code Annotated;

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Beaverhead County Commissioners
as follows:

1) That after exploring the several different financing options available to the
County for the financing of the Blacktail Deer Creek Project, Beaverhead County
has determined to borrow funds from State Bank and Trust Company of Dillon,
Montana, in an amount sufficient to pay the remaining amounts due, but not to
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Resolution No.: 2011-17
Page 2 of 2

exceed a total amount of $1,000,000, at a rate of 1 percent below the prime rate
then in effect at the time of borrowing, and to be adjustable on the anniversary
date of the loan. Said adjustment to be dependent on the prime rate, and to
always keep the rate of this loan at 1 percent below prime.

2) Repayment of this loan will be made by Beaverhead County in its budgeting
process, from the revenue stream it derives from the assessment and collection
of property taxes. Beaverhead County will make bi-annual payments beginning
six (6) months from the date of the loan.

3) That the Chairman of the Beaverhead County Commissioner is hereby
authorized to execute the necessary loan and procurement documents to finance
the Blacktail Deer Creek Project, with the loan intended to be closed prior to the
end of the County’s fiscal year, which ends on June 30, 2011. If closing on the
loan does not occur by that date, this Resolution remains in full force and effect,
and the Chairman remains authorized to take the steps necessary to secure the
loan.
