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July 3, 2006 Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on July 3, 2006, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Commissioner Tom Rice. 
Permission to leave the State and County was given to all elected officials.


Marc Sanders joined the meeting and submitted a letter regarding COS 1095AE.  In 1999 Sandy James split off 20 acres from a larger parcel of approximately 156 acres. This COS references State law that allows the split for agricultural purposes and does not permit structures requiring water and or sewage facilities (Agricultural Exemption). It is Mark’s understanding that Tract B, the 20-acre parcel, was the only parcel affected by the Agricultural Exemption, and not the 136-acre remainder that he owns.  After further discussion the Commissioners determined that the Agricultural Exemption does not affect the 136-acre parcel.  Marc left the meeting.


The Commissioners reviewed a list of mobile home and personal property taxes that the County Treasurer has requested be canceled.
