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July 5, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Tuesday, July 5, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the June 20 and 27, 2011 meetings were read and the following motion was made:  

	MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley 
seconded that the minutes of the June 20 and 27, 2011 meetings be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, Road Secretary Jamie   Flynn, and Dillon Tribune Reporter Polly Taylor joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for June 26 – July 2, 2011 was submitted:

DILLON AREA
· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Laknar, Clayton, Bryce, Grant, Sullivan, Overland, Anderson, Carrigan, Flynn, Smith, Sweetwater, Nissen and Carter Creek.
· Dust abatement applied on the following roads:  Laknar, Sullivan, Overland, Anderson, Carrigan, Flynn, Smith and Sweetwater.
· Screened gravel at the Frying Pan gravel pit.
· Hauled gravel to Nissen Land and Carter Creek Road.
· Removed weight limit signs.
· Moved equipment
· Road checked local area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA
· Bladed on Little Sheep Creek Road.
· Build a detour on Old Armstead Road.
· Flood control on O’Dell Creek.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Lima and Dell area Roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 
· Bladed on the following roads:  Lower North Fork, Warm Springs and Miner Lake.
· Flood damage and repair on Miner Lake Road.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

Scott reported there is still water on Ten Mile Road by the Harrington Ranch. There is also water over Mansfield Lane.    An insurance adjuster has asked about water on Mansfield Lane and when the road was signed. 

For the next two to three weeks the crews will be magchloriding roads.

Scott brought up for discussion Mr. Sloan’s concrete pad that is in the County’s right-of-way on Brenner Lane.  The County Attorney’s Office sent a letter to Mr. Sloan’s Attorney asking Mr. Sloan to submit an Encroachment Application.  Scott informed the Commissioners that last winter Mr. Sloan indicated that he would move the pad, but wanted to wait until summer so that the pad could be moved in one piece. Scott told Mr. Sloan that leaving the pad until June would be fine, but that it had to be removed by June. Scott will talk to Deputy County Attorney Evan Moppet about this matter.

The County has received a check from Barnes’ auction

A small section of Sweetwater Road by the Fox Run Subdivision will be magchlorided today.  The rest of the road will be magchlorided July 21st and 22nd.  A notification of this project will be published in the Dillon Tribune.

Commissioner Rice informed Scott that he received a call from a seasonal resident on Miner Lake Road about the rough condition of the road.  This road will be bladed as soon as possible.

Scott reported that Luke Fitch has temporarily fixed the Ruby Divide Bridge.  There was discussion about replacing the bridge.  Jim reported that he has inquiries out about a 16 foot bridge.  Scott will sign the bridge for two tons.  The BLM has a timber sale in the area, but does not have any money for the maintenance of bridges or roads.  The BLM has in its bids documents that the contractor will have to negotiate road and bridge maintenance with the County.

The crews will start trying to mow road shoulders late this week or early next week.

There was discussion about the landfill’s D8 CAT; there is a problem with the belts and brackets.  These items will need to be fixed before the Road Department borrows it.

Jim has received a letter approving the County’s Infrastructure Planning Grant for a total of $30,000, which includes a $15,000 County match.  The Commissioners will need to decide what bridges or water system they want to submit.  There was discussion about the problems with the Jackson water system.  The Jackson Water and Sewer Board have hired Morrison and Merilee as its engineers.  The Wisdom sewer project will be closed out as soon as the Job Corp completes its work.

Commissioner Rice stated he attended the pre-construction meeting for the Airport building project.  The State Aeronautics Division has come forward with some funding for this project, so the County’s match percentage will be 2.5 percent instead of 5 percent.

There was discussion about the STIP projects.

Second Reading of Speed Limit Ordinance 2011-01 – Frying Pan Road #112D:

The second reading was given of the above-mentioned Ordinance and the following motion was made:

MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that Speed Limit Ordinance 2011-01 – Frying Pan Road #112D be adopted. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

There was no public comment.

The Ordinance is as follows:

No old business was brought up for discussion.

Lunch Recess:

Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 12:00 noon for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner McGinley, and Commissioner Rice, 

Other Topics of Discussion:

The Commissioners opened their mail and email and responded accordingly.

Secretary Patti Odasz and Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting.  Rick submitted the following letter regarding Lot 15B of COS 1649FT for the Commissioners’ review and action:
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Rick referred to the County’s Evasion Criteria in the Subdivision Regulation, which does not allow the transfer of ownership of a parcel for a period of 18 months from the date the survey is filed.  Rick has talked to County Attorney Jed Fitch about this matter.  Jed recommended that the special appeals process on matters such this.be used on case by case.  Rick referred to the County’s Appeal process in the Subdivision Regulations.  Rick has talked to Clerk and Recorder Deb Scott and Deputy Clerk and Recorder Kristy Sauerbier about this matter, neither one of them has a problem if the Commissioners so choose to approve Mrs. Thomas’ request. Rick recommended that the Commissioners approve Mrs. Thomas’ request because this is not a transfer of ownership it would be a joint ownership

MOTION:	Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that Mrs. Thomas’ request to add her husband’s name to the deed, thus making it a joint ownership of the parcel be approved. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the June 26 – July 2, 2011 invoices for a total of $21,764.45, beginning with check #180291  and ending with check #180336.         The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.

BEAVERHEAD COUNTY SPEED LIMIT ORDINANCE
Ordinance No. 2011- 01

For County Road: Frying Pan Road #112-D

1. DEFINITIONS:

A.  MOTOR VEHICLE: Motor vehicle means every vehicle propelled by its
own power and design used primarily to transport persons or property
upon the roads and highways of the state. Included in this definition are
trailers, semi-trailers and house trailers.

B. VEHICLE: Vehicle means every device in, upon or by which any person
or property may be transported or drawn upon the public ways.

C. MOTORCYCLE: Motorcycle means a motor vehicle having not more than
three (3) wheels in contact with the ground with a saddle on which the
operator sits or a platform in which he stands and a driving wheel in
contact with the ground in addition to the wheels of the vehicle itself. A
motorcycle may carry one or more attachments and a seat for the
conveyance of a passenger. The term does not include a tractor.

D. DAYTIME/NIGHTTIME: Daytime is defined as one-half hour before
sunrise to one-half hour after sunset. Nighttime means at any other hour.

2. It shall be unlawful for any person to operate a motor vehicle or motorcycle of
any character upon a county road in excess of the posted speed limit.

3. The Posted Speed Limit for Frying Pan Road No. 112D, which begins at the
Junction of Highway 91 North and Frying Pan Road, Mile Marker 0, and ends at the
NE corner of the NW1/4 NW1/4 of Section 1, Township 7 South, Range 9 West, Mile
Marker 0.75 shall be as follows:

(A) Beginning at the Junction of Highway 91 North and Frying Pan Road,
Mile Marker 0, and ending at the NE corner of the NW1/4 NW1/4 of

Section 1, Township 7 South, Range 9 West, Mile Marker 0.75, the
SPEED LIMIT shall be 25 MPH.

4, This speed restriction shall not operate as a waiver of the basic rule requirement,
which is any person operating or driving a vehicle of any character upon the public
roads of this county shall drive in a careful and prudent manner and at a rate of speed
no greater than is reasonable and proper under the conditions existing at the point of
operation taking into account the amount and character of traffic, condition of brakes,

weight of vehicle, grade and width of highway, conditions of service and freedom of
obstruction to view ahead. Persons shall drive so as not to unduly or unreasonably
endanger the life, limb, property or other rights of the other persons entitled to the use
of the road.
