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July 6, 2009, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, July 6, 2009 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the June15, 2009 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the June 15, 2009 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Report on County Projects:

Surveyor Ray Gross, Sara Bennett, Fred Stradinger, County Engineer Jim Carpita, and GIS Coordinator Scott Marsh joined the meeting to discuss the condition and status of Antelope Drive. The landowners adjoining this road pay to have this road magchlorided, but there is no more gravel left on the road.  There was discussion regarding the status of Antelope Drive.  Ray submitted a letter from former County Commissioner Randy Tommerup with historical information regarding this road.  Scott stated that documents show that this road was donated for public use forever.  Ray said that the property boundaries go to the road right-of-way and road is not on the tax rolls.  Scott will research more County records and contact the Department of Revenue.  The minutes and the agreements will also be researched.  Ray will talk to Larry Taylor, son of the developer of the Taylor Subdivision in which this road is located.  As far as Ray knows a homeowners association was never created for this subdivision.  Ray will be kept informed of any information that is found regarding Antelope Drive.

Road Department Secretary Jamie Hoklin joined the meeting to submit the Road Department Report for June 28 – July 4, 2009

Sheriff’s Office Update:
Sheriff Jay Hansen was unable to keep his appointment.

Other Business:

Commissioner McGinley informed the Commissioners that Judie Tilman is writing a planning grant for the City of Dillon for the new Hospital project and has asked for a letter of support for the grant.  The grant would be used for infrastructure and offsite improvements of utilities.  The total amount of matching funds is $32,124.  The Hospital and the CDGB will contribute $16,062 each for the matching funds.

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded that County support this Planning Grant.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting and reported that sometime this week Jeremy Fadness from WWC Engineering should submit the preliminary design for the Laknar Lane Pedestrian Path project.

County Attorney’s Office Update:

County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting, but had nothing to report.

Action on the Final Plat of the East Carrigan Major Subdivision:

Planner Rick Hartz and County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting. Rick presented the Final Report and the Final Plat of the East Carrigan Major Subdivision.

The Beaverhead County Planning Department recommends final plat approval of the East Carrigan Major Subdivision. All of the conditions that were placed on this subdivision at the time of preliminary plat approval (February 17, 2004) have been met or will be otherwise satisfied prior to the filing of the final plat.  The final plat review fee has been paid to Beaverhead County. 

Lot 9 of the Subdivision is being deeded to the Fire Department #2.  Sometime in the future the Fire Department personnel are planning to have a well drilled on this lot.

At the Commissioners request Former Fire Chief Scott Marsh joined the meeting.  Scott and Developer Paul Rebich have verbally agreed that the Department will not fence this lot so that the fence would not interfere with the Rebichs’ farming practices.  Scott and Paul will write up an agreement regarding this matter.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the Final Plat of the East Carrigan Major Subdivision be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











Fair Board Member John Seymour joined the meeting.  Because of the dust problem the Fair Board would like to have the Fairground’s midway either paved or graveled.  There is also a drainage problem in this area.  Options were discussed.  The most practical option is to remove several inches of the surface and then place millings in the area.  Options for drainage were also discussed.  John asked that the Commissioners commit to the project.  The Commissioners committed that by the 2010 Fair the midway project will be completed. 

Recess:
Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Haugland, Commissioner McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz. present.  

MNUTES CONTINUED:

The minutes of the July 22 and 29, 2009 meetings were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the July 22 and 29, 2009 meetings be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the June 28 – July 4, 2009 invoices for a total of $121,968.59. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.

Public Comment on Subjects Under County Jurisdiction

Airport Board Chairman George Warner joined the meeting to inform the Commissioners that the new Airport FBO would like to have a change made to the runway reconstruction project at the Dillon Airport.  Discussion ensued and the Commissioners decided that having a change order for the project would be quite expensive so the project will be continued as designed.

Joe Champine joined the meeting to discussed moving the mail cluster boxes on Fox Ridge Drive in the Fox Run Subdivision.  At this time the boxes are located in the corner of Lot 2 of Fox Ridge Drive. Sometimes when residents stop to get their mail the cars are backed up onto Sweetwater Road, which causes is a safety problem.  The residents would like to move the boxes to Lot 2 thus alleviating the public safety problem.  The Postal Service has no problem with moving the boxes.  The Commissioners have no jurisdiction on this matter because the boxes are located on a Subdivision road, but they agreed that it probably would be a good idea to have the boxes moved.

Corey Biggers, M.D Peterson, Harold Peterson, Bob Wilke, John Wilke, Bob Allen, Guy Pitman, and Blake Huntley joined the meeting to discuss with the Commissioners the West Big Hole and West Pioneers Wilderness proposal in Senator Tester’s wilderness bill.

News Media:

Chairman Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.
