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July 6, 2010, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Tuesday, July 6, 2010 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Mike McGinley, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the June 21 and 28, 2010 meetings were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice   seconded that the minutes of the June 21 and 28, 2010 meetings be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

County Projects Update:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer, Road Department Secretary Jamie Flynn, and County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting. 

The following Road Report for June 27 – July 3, 2010 was submitted:

DILLON AREA

· Bladed on the following roads:  Birch Creek, Stone Creek, Medicine Lodge, Bannack Bench and roads in the Town of Bannack.

· Bladed and watered on Ten Mile and Overland Roads.

· Worked on paving project on the new bridge on Carrigan Lane.

· Dozed and stockpiled gravel, and reclamation on the Badger Pass gravel pit (GP104) and the Frying Pan gravel pit (GP 107)

· Installed “Water on Road” signs on Mansfield Lane.

· Worked on paving the midway project at the Fairgrounds.

· Hand patched on the Sweetwater Road.

· Road checked the Melrose, Glen, Horse Prairie and Dillon area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Bladed the following roads:  South Valley, Elk Lake and Big Sheep.

· Cleaned a cattleguard on Old Armstead Road.

· Road checked the South Valley, Dell and Lima area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Bladed on Skinner Meadows and Miner Lake Roads.

· Installed a culvert on Big Swamp Creek Road.

· Cleaned a culvert on Lacey Creek on the Scenic Byway.

· Road checked all Jackson and Wisdom area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.  
Mike submitted the MACo and LTAP standards for crushed gravel that have been designed for gravel roads in Montana and suggested that they be used for the County’s gravel bids.  Mike will purchase a Gilson gravel sieve for approximately $300. 

Mike will be submitting a list of pipes that will need to be ordered for road projects in the Big Hole, the Centennial, and around the Dillon area.

The crew will be done with the CAT on Thursday.  Gravel has been stock piled in the Big Hole.  Work on the Badger Pass gravel pit is complete except for the seeding and the work on the Apex pit should be complete tomorrow.  The frame of the landfill CAT has been worn into and needs to be fixed.  The Commissioners will talk to Solid Waste Supervisor Bob McWilliams to find out where the CAT should be taken.

Work on the North Fork Road Bridge will be started on August 9 and will be closed until Labor Day.  There is another access to this area.  Jamie will publish the information about this closer in the Dillon Tribune.  After this project is complete the Skinner Meadows Road project will be started.

Ten Mile Road and Overland Road will be magchlorided tomorrow.  On July 13 Beaverhead Lane, Buffalo Drive, etc will be magchlorided. On July 15 the Dell canister site, Laknar Lane, Carrigan Lane, Anderson Lane, and Sweetwater Road past the Fox Run Subdivision will be magchlorided.  On July 22 the roads in the Dell area will be magchlorided, and on August 3 and 4, Sweetwater Road and Stone Creek Road will be magchlorided for Barrett Minerals.  Bannack Road, Cross Lane, Antelope Drive, and the Blacktail Road by the Matador will not be magchlorided this year.

There was discussion about the water damage on Mansfield Lane and Bannack Bench Road and about the options as to how the water could be kept off of them.  A pipe has already been put in Bannack Bench Road to help with the water problem.  

John Peck will either give or sell the County gravel from above his house, so on July 19 work will be started on Trapper Creek Road.

Mike was told that when John Erb turned on his water part of Sweetwater Road by the Bishop place was washed out and that John has hauled and placed gravel on this area.  Mike will do an inspection of the site today.

Mike informed the Commissioners that the residents along Downey Lane want the cattleguard cleaned.  This Lane is not a County road, but the County has bladed it every year.  Options on how to address the deficiencies of this road were discussed.

Commissioner Rice has been informed that pipes on Medicine Lodge Road were washed out.  Mike said that the pipe at Dad Creek is not washed out, but that the Road is just rough and every year by the Hildreth place the water goes over the road. The pipe at Craver Creek that was washed out has been fixed.  Also, a new pipe at Craver Creek will be installed this year.  In the near future this road will be bladed using two blades.

Commissioner Haugland has received concerns about a resident’s car being unable to negotiate through the soft spots on Munday Lane.  This Lane has been bladed a couple of times, but the water from the pivots keeps hitting the road.

The contractor will be hired for the total project at the Apex gravel pit, except for the reclamation, which the County will do.  This project will be put out for bid and the requested amount of gravel will 25,000 yards.

On Friday, Commissioner Rice and Jim did site inspections of the Governor Creek Bridge and the 3rd Avenue Bridge in Lima.  The construction on the Governor Creek Bridge is complete and the construction and finances on the Lima Bridge are both complete.

On Friday, July 3 at 10:00 a.m. R.E. Miller and Sons completed the East Bridge on the Bannack Bypass Road.  The County just has to put the gravel on top of the bridge.

The Commissioners received a letter from Clint Rouse informing them of his resignation from the Barrett Hospital District Board of Trustees.

Dillon Softball Association Representatives Matt Boka and Dale Larson: Ray Lynch Park:

Matt Boka and Dale Larson of the Dillon Softball Association joined the meeting.  Dale is the president elect of the Association and an executive board is going to be appointed.  The Association wants to take over the upkeep, maintenance, and scheduling of the Ray Lynch Memorial Park.  At this time the County pays the City of Dillon to do the upkeep and maintenance.  Matt has talked to J.S. Turner from the City about the Association taking over this work and J.S. did not seem have a problem with this proposal.  J.S. has informed Matt that the City would provide water and sewer at the Park.  The Association is going to build restrooms and a concession stand if possible.  Chairman McGinley informed Matt and Dale that he will have to find out if a concession stand can be constructed due to the Land & Water Conservation grant that was used to develop the Park.  The Commissioners urged Matt and Dale to have the Association become a 501-3C non-profit organization.  Matt and Dan were also told that if the County leases the Park to the Association, the Association has to provide an insurance certificate listing the County as additionally insured.  Further discussion ensued.  The Commissioners will create a lease and send it to the Association for review and approval.  The Commissioners have been paying the City approximately $4,500 for the upkeep and maintenance of the Park with County pays the utility bills.  The County will pay $5,000 this year to the Association, but that in the future the amount of the payment could change or be stopped completely. The Association will receive a payment of $2,500 this July and a payment of $2,500 will be paid in April or May of 2011.  The Association will be responsible for the payment of all the utilities. Dale stated that he would get a mower for the Park.  Matt will tell J.S. that as of July 1, 2010, the Association has taken over the upkeep and maintenance of the Park. There was discussion about the upkeep of the soccer field, but no decision was made.

WHEREAS, prior to the submission of the proposed 2010 Beaverhead County
Public Land’s Resource Use Policy and Plan to Beaverhead County, the
Planning Board gave notice of the proposed Public Land's Resource Use Policy
and Plan and held a public hearing on this Plan, said public hearing being held
on the 10" day of June 2010; and

WHEREAS, at least ten (10) days prior to the date set for the hearing the
Planning Board caused to be published in the Dillon Tribune Examiner a notice of
the time and place of hearing on the proposed Beaverhead County Public Land’s
Resource Use Policy and Plan pursuant to the provision and 76-1-602, M.C.A.;
and

WHEREAS, after consideration of the recommendations and suggestions elicited
at the public hearing, the Planning Board passed a motion recommending that
the 2010 Beaverhead County Public Land’s Resource Use Policy and Plan be
adopted; and

WHEREAS, after receiving the Planning Board’s recommendation, the
Beaverhead County Commissioners gave notice of the proposed Public Land's
Resource Use Policy and Plan and held a public hearing on this Policy and Plan,
said public hearing being held on the 28" day of June 2010; and;

WHEREAS, at least ten (10) days prior to the date set for the hearing the
Beaverhead County Commissioners caused to be published in the Dillon Tribune
Examiner a notice of the time and place of hearing on the proposed Public
Land's Resource Use Policy and Plan pursuant to the provision and 76-1-602,

WHEREAS, after consideration of the recommendations and suggestions elicited
at the public hearing, and pursuant to the provisions and requirements of Title 76,
