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July 7, 2008, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, July 7, 2008 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
Minutes:

The minutes of the June 30, 2008 meetings were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded that the minutes of the June 30, 2008 meeting be approved with corrections.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Road Department Update:

Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Department Report for June 29 – July 5, 2008:

DILLON AREA

· Removed fallen trees off of roadway on Pioneer Scenic Mountain Byway.

· Hand patched on Carrigan Lane, Blacktail Road, Schuler Lane and Webster Lane.

· Road checked area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Bladed South Valley Road.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Bladed Miner Lake Road and Big Swamp Creek Road.

· Equipment service and repair.
There was discussion regarding the bids for the Bannack Bench Road project and the following motion was made:

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that due to lack of funding the bid for the Bannack Bench Road project not be awarded. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











A letter will be written to the bidders and the Department of Fish, Wildlife, and Parks informing them of this decision.

The Lovell Road has been laid out and Richard and County Attorney Jed Fitch did an onsite inspection.

The Road Department will do the rest of the mowing around the Airport sometime this week.  

The old restroom and the Jaycee building at the Fairgrounds will be hooked to the new sewer system soon.

The crews will start magchloriding Sweetwater Road, Stone Creek Road, Nissen Lane, and Carter Creek Road.  Lemhi Pass Road will also be magchlorided this year, which will fulfill the County’s obligation.  The cost for this project is reimbursable except for $1,000 to $1,500.

Mr. Dailey, the new production manager for Barretts Minerals, feels that Kelly Rowe and the Mussards should participate in paying for the magchloride on Sweetwater Road.  Richard told Mr. Daily that he would have to talk to Rowe and Mussard about this matter.  Last week because of the dust, Richard stopped Barretts Mineral’s from hauling on Nissan Lane from the pad to Highway 41.  Richard left the meeting.

Sheriff’s Office Update:

Sheriff Jay Hansen joined the meeting and informed the Commissioners that the 4th of July weekend went very well.   Due to the overtime grant that the County received from the State there were extra DUI patrols on July 4.   There were no DUI arrests.  

The Forest Service has increased the County’s contract for patrolling campgrounds by $3,000 for the purchase of seven rifles that will all use the same magazines.  Jay has some money that will be used to match the $3,000.

Due to an off-duty injury Deputy Scott Kessell will be off work 8 to 12 weeks. 

An eighth deputy is needed and Jay is looking at budgeting for this position in FY10.

The contract with Jennifer Dewy has been settled.

The Sheriff’s Office is running out of storage space and Jay asked if the County has some property that he could place a building.  Maps of the Search and Rescue/Ray Lynch Park were reviewed and a possible location was discussed.  Jay left the meeting.

County Attorney’s Office Update:

County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting.  Paralegal Mike Gee is back and will be here to the end of August or first of September.   After reviewing his budget, Jed will be hiring either a full-time or part-time deputy.

Jed and Richard Miller did an onsite inspection of the Lovell Road layout.  Jed has talked to the Bump’s attorney about this matter, but he has not heard back from him.

The first reading of the Dillon Airport Affected Area Regulations Ordinance was discussed.

The County has not heard from the City of Dillon regarding the Interlocal Planning Agreement.

The Fairgrounds water agreement between the City of Dillon and the County was briefly discussed.

Planner Rick Hartz – Action on the Final Plats of the Shoemaker Minor Subdivision and the Hursh Minor Subdivision:

Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting and presented the final reports for the abovementioned subdivisions.

The Beaverhead County Planning Department recommends final plat approval of the Shoemaker Minor Subdivision. The conditions that were placed on this subdivision at the time of preliminary plat approval (March 3, 2008) have been met or will be otherwise satisfied prior to the filing of the final plat. The final plat review fee has been paid to Beaverhead County.

The Beaverhead County Planning Department recommends final plat approval of the Hursh Minor Subdivision. 
The conditions that were placed on this subdivision at the time of preliminary plat approval (March 3, 2008) have been met or will be otherwise satisfied prior to the filing of the final plat. The final plat review fee has been paid to Beaverhead County.  The Montana Department of Transportation (MDT) has received Mr. Hursh’s approach permit application, but the Department is backlogged and has not completed the review it yet.  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the final plat of the Shoemaker Minor Subdivision be approved and that the final plat of the Hursh Minor Subdivision be approved pending receipt of an approach permit from MDT.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.  











Commissioner Rice signed the plats. Jed and Rick left the meeting.

Discussion and Action on Mileage Increase:


MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that retroactive to July 1, 2008 the mileage rate will be 58.5 cents for the first 1,000 miles and for mileage over 1,000 miles the rate will be 55.5 cents.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.



Old Business:

Weed Supervisor Jack Eddie has informed the Commissioners that the $18,045 from MDT and the $21,000 from the BLM has been received and that the other monies for the Weed Department will be received between July 10 – 15, 2008.

Lunch Recess:
Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. the meeting was reconvened with all Commissioners and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  
International Union of Operating Engineers (IUOE) – Contract Negotiations:

County Road Department representatives Scott Jones and Bob Ferris, IUOE Representatives Jim Rickard and Dewey Nygaard joined the meeting.

After discussion of Schedule “A” – Wages and of Schedule “B”  - Longevity, COLA, Consumer Price Index, the Union and the County both agreed that these items would be tabled until the County receives its estimated mill levy value, and is informed of its Secured Rural Schools funding and PILT funding.

Article XXV – Economic layoff.  After discussion the County accepted the Union’s proposal to reject this Article. Scott, Bob, Dewy and Jim left the meeting.

First Reading of and Action on Dillon Airport Affected Area Regulations Ordinance:

Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded that the Dillon Airport Affected Area Regulations Ordinance be adopted.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.
