July 16, 2007 Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on July 16, 2007, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Commissioner McGinley was attending a NACo Annual Conference and Exposition in Richmond, Virginia.
The minutes of the July 9, 2007 meeting were read and the following motion was made:


MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman Haugland seconded that the minutes of the July 9, 2007 be approved with the change.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.


Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting and submitted the Road Report for July 8 -14, 2007.


Dillon Area

· Flynn Lane and Smith Road were watered and bladed.

· The following roads were watered, bladed, and dust abated:

· Bannack Park Road, Cross Lane, Mansfield Lane, Bloody Dick Road, Beaverhead Lane, Antelope Lane, Buffalo Drive, Elk Lane, Freeman Lane, Fern Lane, Darren Lane, Brand Lane, Wendy Lane, Christine Lane, Laknar Lane, Sullivan Lane, and Bond Road. 

· The shoulders of Bannack Road, Blacktail Road, Carrigan lane, White Lane, Sweetwater Road, Overland Road, Freeman Lane, Schuler Lane, Laknar Lane, Webster Lane, Ten Mile Road, and Bannack State Park, and the Highway 41 bike path.

· Laknar Lane and Webster Lane were hand patched.

· Weeds around the guardrails and delineator markers on Blacktail Road, Laknar Lane, Carrigan Lane, and Ten Mile Road were sprayed.

· Area roads were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Lima Area
· Monida Hill and South Valley Road at Alaskan Basin were bladed.

· Cattleguards at mile markers 10.36 and 11.7 on Big Sheep Creek Road were cleaned.

· Area roads were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Wisdom Area

· Skinner Meadows Road, Steel Creek Road, and Lower and Upper North Fork Road were bladed.

· Area roads were checked.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.
Some mowing has been done on roads around the Dillon area, but due to fire danger the County road crew has discontinued mowing.

Anderson Lane and Stoddard Lane will be graded this week.  There was discussion regarding having a traffic count done on Anderson Lane. Richard will contact the Montana Department of Transportation and ask that a traffic count be done next spring. 

G and E Engineer will have the revised Lovell Road Plan to Richard sometime this week. The County will be installing cattleguards on Big Sheep Creek Road and Bloody Dick Road.

The County Attorney’s draft letter to The Nature Conservancy was reviewed.  In this letter the Commissioners are asking that the Conservancy amend its contracts and/or easements in the Centennial Valley to allow the County to continue to access the existing gravel pits located on property that is subject to Nature Conservancy contracts and/or easements.  A draft of this letter will be faxed to Tim Swanson at The Nature Conservancy.

Richard will make sure that within the next three weeks a sump at the Fairgrounds is installed for the Midway drainage.

Now that the Pioneer Scenic Byway is under the County’s jurisdiction and to alleviate confusion, Richard is going to talk to Forest Service Road Engineer Dick Judge about the Forest Service changing its designated name for Highway 73 to the Pioneer Scenic Mountain Byway.

Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 12:00 p.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m.  reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Rice and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

KDBM Reporter Lee Squires joined the meeting.  The following motions were made:

Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman Haugland seconded that Stage 1 Fire Restrictions be imposed for Beaverhead County. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











MOTION:
Commissioner Rice moved and Chairman Haugland seconded that the Resolution for an Emergency Declaration to activate the County’s Emergency Operations Plan, to activate emergency funding sources, and to authorize evacuation be adopted. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.












The Resolution is as follows:

RESOLUTION NO: 2007-16                           
EMERGENCY DECLARATION

WHEREAS, the potential for catastrophic wildfire, continued drought concerns, and the need for immediate initial response to save lives and property for any fire located within the County; and


WHEREAS, the need for the Beaverhead County Commissioners to authorize evacuation and to acquire resources immediately in the event of any fire located within the County; and


WHEREAS, Mutual aid, State and Federal resources may be slow in coming to the aid of the County because of the fire situations in other portions of the County and State.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Beaverhead County Commission that an emergency is hereby declared pursuant to Section 10-3-402, MCA, to activate the County Emergency Operations Plan, to activate emergency funding sources, and to authorize evacuation when the need is determined.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that copies of this resolution be filed with the Beaverhead County Clerk and Recorder and the Montana Disaster and Emergency Services Division in Helena.
