July 17, 2006 Regular Session of the County Commissioners


The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on July 17, 2006, at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  
The minutes of the July 3 and 10, 2006 meetings were read and the following motion was made:


MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the minutes of the July 3, and 10, 2006 meetings be approved.  The motion carried unanimously.


John Dooling and Road Manager Richard Miller joined the meeting.  John stated that Davis Lane is in terrible condition, that there is more and more traffic, and that there are several culverts that are damaged and need to be replaced.  Lengthy discussion ensued.  Richard will look at Davis Lane on Thursday and get new culverts installed as soon as possible.  John left the meeting.  Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting.

Road Manager Richard Miller submitted the Road Report for July 9-15, 2006:


Dillon Area

· Flynn Lane, Carrigan Lane, Antelope Drive, Old Stage Road, Driveway Lane, Riverside Drive, Webster lane, Schultz Lane, Cosgrove Lane, and Mountain View North and South were watered and bladed.

· Beaverhead Lane, Buffalo Drive, Elk Drive, Clayton Lane, Grant Lane, Darren Lane, Wendy Lane, Christine Lane, Brand Lane, Bannack Bench road, Mansfield Lane, and Freeman Lane were watered, bladed, and dust abatement was applied.

· The shoulders of Bannack Bench Road, Bannack Road, Webster Lane, Mountain View North, Schultz Lane, and the paved portion of Blacktail Road were mowed.  

· A trench was dug for the electrical portion of the stage installation at the Fairgrounds.

· Equipment was moved to Bannack for Bannack Days.

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Lima Area
· Big Sheep Creek Road, South Valley, Road, and Elk Lake Road were bladed. 

· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Wisdom Area

· Lower North Fork Road, Steel Creek Road, Big Lake Creek Road, and Little Lake Road were bladed. 
· Equipment was serviced and repaired.


Richard informed the Commissioners that he asked Rick to attend this meeting to discuss the road Bennett Owen is making on his property at Elkhorn that he is supposedly going to subdivide.  This road will affect the Byway next spring due to runoff.  There was discussion about this road and other roads that developers put in before a subdivision is submitted for review.   City Planning Board Representative Jean Stewart joined the meeting. A site inspection of Bennett’s road will be tomorrow at 9:00 a.m.  Rick mentioned that any road that is built in a subdivision has to be certified by an engineer, but he has found that engineers working for developers have not always been accurate.  It is not uncommon for larger counties to hire an independent engineer to review the roads.  


Richard submitted a $14,275 estimate from Anderson Engineering for the surveying of Laknar Lane from the bridge to George Laknar’s gate.  The Commissioners reviewed the estimate and discussed this project with Richard.  Grant Coordinator Frank Mastandrea will be contacted to see if there are any CTEP funds available for constructing a pedestrian path on Laknar Lane.  


Richard was given a Secondary Road packet from the Montana Department of Transportation (MDT).  Richard will complete the required forms and submit them back to MDT.  Rick left the meeting.


Chairman Haugland informed Richard that last week several people met with the Commissioners about the condition of Frying Pan Road.  These people made two requests of the Commissioners:  1.  That a traffic count be done, and 2.  That a culvert be installed to address the drainage problem from MDT’s parking lot.  Jean informed the Commissioners that MDT was supposed to install a culvert several years ago, and she suggested that the County contact MDT about this matter.  Richard and Jean left the meeting.


County Attorney Marv McCann and Deputy County Attorney Kurt Steadman joined the meeting. Kurt has been working on the jail contract between Beaverhead County and Madison County.  Madison County will not pay the rate increase of $65 until the contract is signed.  The Department of Corrections has signed the contract and the Highway patrol has agreed to pay the $65 retroactive to March of 2006.  If Madison County will not pay $65 a day for a prisoner, Madison will have to take them to Butte. This matter will be tabled until August 1, 2006, when Harold Forsman is Sheriff.


Marv updated the Commissioners on the Dixon Case. Kurt is working on the Mauer Mountain right-of-way and the Landfill Road matter.  


Marv informed the Commissioners that Benson’s lawyer Getz has not filed a Motion of Summary Judgment yet.  Marv is going to file a Motion of Summary Judgment on the Bump Case.  Marv and Kurt left the meeting.


Grant Coordinator Frank Mastandrea, John Whittingham, County Attorney Marv McCann, and Development Corporation Representative J.S. Turner joined the meeting to discuss the Native Plant Park at the Interpretive Center.   John distributed a handout listing topics for discussion at this meeting The Commissioners were shown the design of the park that has just been received.  Due to a Forest Service Grant the Forest Service is suppose to do the plant design.  Marv suggested that the Park be implemented in phases and a cost estimated for each phase. After lengthy discussion, John was asked to give a cost estimate for the plant design.  If the Forest Service does not submit its design by Monday, John’s design will be used. John will also give a cost estimate for the different phases of the project.  Commissioner McGinley will find out about the removal of the buildings on the property.  If the issues with this project cannot be resolved, the County will cancel the grant.  The Commissioners instructed Frank to pay John’s previously submitted invoice.  


Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 1:00 p.m. for the lunch break and reconvened the meeting at 1:30 p.m. with all Commissioners and Secretary Patti Odasz in attendance.


At this time the Commissioners made the following motion:
