The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, July 19, 2010 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  Chairman Mike McGinley was attending a NACo Conference 

Minutes:

The minutes of the July 12, 2010 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice   seconded that the minutes of the July 12, 2010 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Acting Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, Road Secretary Jamie Flynn joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for July 11 – 17, 2010 was submitted:

DILLON AREA

· Bladed on Bloody Dick Road.

· Applied dust abatement on the following: Beaverhead, Buffalo, Sullivan, Clayton, Grant, Freeman, Laknar, Trout Creek, Anderson, Bond, Albers, Carrigan, Flynn, Smith and Sweetwater.

· Soft spot repair on Brenner Lane.

· Paved the Midway at the County Fairgrounds.

· Road checked the Horse Prairie and Dillon area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Bladed and watered on Big Sheep Creek and Sage Creek Roads.

· Road checked the South Valley, Dell and Lima area Roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Bladed on the following roads:  Twin Lakes, Moose Creek, Big Swamp Creek, Steel Creek and Little Lake Creek.

· Road checked all Jackson and Wisdom area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.  
+Scott reported that this week weeds are being mowed along the roads and Nissen Lane and Sweetwater Road will be magchlorided.  Big Sheep Creek Road will be magchlorided August 3. The County is using 250 tons of magchloride.

The County has received some complaints about the magchloride on the roads.  Insurance Agent Tom Bramlette is going to call one of the complainants. Signs informing the public of the magchloride will be posted. Notices of Nissen Lane and Carter Creek Road being magchlorided will also be published in The Dillon Tribune.

Jamie informed the Commissioners that the final report for the TSEP preliminary Engineering Grant needs to be signed by a Commissioner. Commissioner Rice signed the report.

Jamie also reported that the Montana Department of Transportation has submitted its list of deficiencies it found when inspecting County bridges.  Most of the deficiencies are in posting.  Jamie has made a spreadsheet of this information for Mike Shafer.

Jim reported that the site survey and soils boring on Birch Creek Bridge were completed last week.  Anderson Engineering did the topo map and the site view. 

Jim will soon be receiving a cost quote for the boring of the Grandstands.

Water is decreasing in the Blacktail Deer Creek; it dropped nine inches from July 12th to the 16th.  There are three areas of work left to do on this project and Dever’s has his equipment onsite.  The permit extension goes into effect when there is 25 cubic feet of water.  Oasis Engineering is measuring the water and will let Dever’s know when he can start to work.

Jim has been working on the phases of the Museum’s Energy Efficiency Grant.  The County Attorney is drafting a contract with Beaverhead Glass for the glazing.  Museum Board member Donna Jones will be meeting with Jim to inform him as to how the attic will be used so that he can write the scope of work.

 

Jim is working on the bid package for the gravel crushing at the Apex Gravel Pit.

Commissioner Haugland said that the new bridge at Bannack is working well.  Jim said that R.E. Miller and Son’s Contractor did an excellent job on this bridge.

Chris Mehring joined the meeting to inform the Commissioners that R.E. Miller and Sons Construction will be crushing gravel in Lima and asked if the County wanted some crushed gravel.  The Commissioners answered in the affirmative.  Chris will let the Commissioners know the price per yard and the Commissioners will then tell him how many yards the County will purchase.

Sheriff Hansen was unable to make his appointment.
