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July 25, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, July 25, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the July 18, 2011 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

	MOTION:	Commissioner Rice moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the July 18, 2011 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, Road Secretary Jamie   Flynn, and Dillon Tribune Reporter Polly Taylor joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for July 17 – 23, 2011 was submitted:

DILLON AREA
· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Old Armstead, Mansfield, Medicine Lodge, Nissen, Carter Creek, Sweetwater and Steel Creek.
· Applied dust abatement on Nissen, Carter Creek, Sweetwater and Eliason.
· Replaced two culverts on Stoddard lane.
· Replaced a culvert on Ten Mile Road.
· Temporarily replaced a culvert on Blacktail Road.
· Mowed on the following roads and lanes:  Carrigan, Ten Mile and Blacktail.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked local area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA
· Bladed on the following roads:  South Valley and Lima Dam.
· Repaired flood damage on Old Armstead Road.
· Hauled culverts to Medicine Lodge Road.
· Road checked Lima and Dell area Roads.
· Equipment service and repair.
WISDOM AREA 
· Bladed on the following roads:  Rock Creek, Twin Lakes, River, Gibbonsville, Upper North Fork and the streets in Wisdom.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

Scott reported that a lot of the roads have been magchlorided, but there are a lot that still need to be done.  A failed pipe on Blacktail Road was removed and the area filled in, but the pipe will be replaced when there is time.

Scott reported that the Road Department’s truck that was loaned out to the person whose car was disabling due to flood water on Medicine Lodge road was returned damaged and with the fuel storage tank on the truck empty. The tank had been filled just before the truck was loaned out.

Scott is going to try to purchase the used cattleguards that the State is removing for its resurfacing project on I-15 by Snowline.  Later in the meeting Scott learned that these cattleguards went to the state shop in Lima.

Jamie informed the Commissioners that the County has received an insurance check for the grader that was damaged on Lemhi Pass Road.  The insurance covered all the costs, after the $2,000 deductible was paid.

Jamie submitted a report of all the flood damaged roads from January 2011 to this last pay period.  The total is $14,000.

An excavator and graders will be used to cut the corners on Medicine Lodge Road. There is material in the Johnson Pit for this project.  A power pole will probably have to be moved.  

The roads in the Hildreth Subdivision II are scheduled to be magchloride, but Scott feels that doing so would be a waste of money due to the fact that the roads are scheduled to be graveled.   Scott will call Tom Waldorf of the Homeowners Association to discuss this matter with him.

Commissioner McGinley brought up for discussion projects for Title II and Title III monies.  In the near future the government will probably force the counties to put their Title III monies into Title II.  There was discussion about putting money into the RAC for the Dory Creek project, but the Commissioners will need to talk to the Forest Service to see if this option would be viable. Also using RAC monies for the Steel Creek Bridge and Argenta Bridge projects could be justified.   The Title III monies have to be committed by September 30, 2011 and spent by September 30, 2012.  Jim informed the Commissioners that the adjacent landowners to the Argenta Bridge project will give the County easements in exchange for a couple of cattleguards.  The Commissioners will talk to the Forest Service about the Dory Creek project.  If the Forest Service won’t agree, the money will be committed to the bridge projects.  Scott and Jim will do an onsite inspection of the Argenta Bridge site to see how much road will need to be constructed so that Jim can calculate a cost estimate.

Scott reported that work will be done on Crystal Lane and North Lane sometime this week.  Jim stated that the landowner who installed the sagging waterline across Crystal Lane is supposed to fix it.  Jim will call the landowner.  The County will not blade the road until the line is fixed.

Scott has left several messages for La Cense Manager Race King regarding La Cense’s ditch on Carrigan Lane.  There is not time for the entire project this year, but the County might install a big pipe at the end of Carrigan Lane.
 
At the Commissioners’ request Sanitarian/Landfill Manager Larry Laknar joined the meeting. There was discussion about the fencing project at the landfill.  There are pins in place that show where the fence should be constructed.  Larry will have a call for bids published this winter for this fencing project.  He will also contact the McNeal’s about this project.

Larry informed the Commissioners that he has budgeted for a new landfill compacter.

Jim informed the Commissioners that the Floodplain Management training he attended last week was very worthwhile.  There was a good session with state and federal representatives on how to coordinate.  Tomorrow Jim will be attending a TSEP bridge grant training.

Commissioner McGinley informed the Commissioners that Sheriff Hansen has budgeted for one extra deputy this budget cycle.  

The Dillon Shop project was discussed.  Jim has discussed with KB Construction Owner Kim Baker, the only contractor that bid the project, about doing the project in phases, which Kim would be willing to do. There was discussion about the depth of the cement pad.  
	
MOTION:	Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that Dillon Shop contract be awarded to KB Construction, with the project being done in phases. The first phase will be cost approximately $56,000. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously. 

Review and Discussion to the Recreational Trails Master Plan:

Planner Rick Hartz joined the meeting.  Prior to this meeting the Commissioners were given the Recreational Trails Master Plan for review.  Rick has talked to a Department of Commerce technical assistant regarding hearings for this Plan.  The Planning Board does not have to hold another public hearing, but the Commissioners need to hold one.  There was discussion about the two errors in the Plan that Chairman Haugland found.  These errors will be corrected after the public hearing process is completed.  The hearing was set for August 15, 2011.

Appointments to Beaverhead City-County Health Board:

Julie Ingram and Chairman Haugland are County representatives to the Beaverhead City-County Health Board; their terms expired June 30, 2011.  Julie has informed the Commissioners she would accept a reappointment to the Board.

MOTION:	Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that Julie Ingram and Garth Haugland be reappointed to the Beaverhead City-County Health Board, with their terms to expire June 30, 2014. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.	

Lunch Recess:

Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 12:00 noon for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner McGinley and Commissioner Rice present.  

Old Business/Other Topics of Discussion:
