Charlie will send Jeff the final design for the detour. Jeff will give the Corps of Engineers the design so that the 404 permits can be finalized. Jeff informed the Commissioners that an agreement between the Arctic Grayling Restoration Program (AGRP) and the County needs to be written and that he will have a draft of this agreement to the County before August 14, 2009.

Jim requested that the last sentence in the “Notice of Award” be changed to state “that the owner (Morrison and Maierle) will submit the fully executed copies to the contractor within in 10 days”.

September 1, 2009 is listed as the construction date on the permits, but this date can be changed if needed.

Chairman Rice adjourned the meeting at 9:22 a.m.
