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August 1, 2011, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, August 1, 2011 at 9:15 a.m.  Present: Chairman Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the July 25, 2011 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

	MOTION:	Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the minutes of the July 25, 2011 meeting be approved with corrections. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Scott Jones, County Engineer Jim Carpita, and Road Secretary Jamie   Flynn joined the meeting.

The following Road Department Report for July 24-30, 2011 was submitted:

DILLON AREA
· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Anderson, Medicine Lodge, Clarks Lookout, North and Corinne Trail.
· Applied dust abatement on Beaverhead, Buffalo, Elk, Freeman, Fern, Grant, Nick and Clayton.
· Replaced a culvert and extended a culvert and hauled gravel on Anderson Lane.
· Installed speed limit signs on Frying Pan Road.
· Installed signs on Lovers Leap Road.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked local area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA
· Bladed on the South Valley Road.
· Installed a culvert and hauled gravel on Medicine Lodge Road.
· Installed a cattleguard and hauled gravel on Brundage Lane.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Lima and Dell area Roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 
· Bladed on the following roads:  Gibbonsville, Upper North Fork, Skinner Meadows and Miner Lake.
· Installed cattleguards and hauled gravel on Gibbonsville and Twin Lakes Roads.
· Moved equipment.
· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.

Jim informed Scott that he has not talked to the landowner on Crystal Lane that installed the water pipe across the road.

Jim and Scott were informed that Title III monies will not be used for the Dory Creek project.  

Scott reported that the Montana Department of Transportation will give the County a good deal on the cattleguards it is replacing on the I-15 project.  It was decided that the Commissioners should talk with the Forest Service regarding a Schedule “A” Agreement. Perhaps the Forest Service could take care of roads in the Dewy and Jerry Creek area in exchange for the County taking care of Birch Creek Road.

Having a Schedule “A” Agreement with the Forest Service was discussed.  Scott was told to take care of the roads like the crews have been in the past.  There was discussion about whether or not Swamp Creek Road (by Wise River) was a County road.  This road has been bladed in the last week, but not by the County.  

Scott reported that Stone Creek Road will be magchlorided today; thus completing the magchloriding for this year.

The Commissioners signed off on the insurance claim that was submitted for damage to River Valley Ranch’s fence.

Scott was given permission to order pipes for projects, i.e.  Carrigan Lane, roads in the Big Hole, etc.

Commissioner Rice said that Spence Stoddard called to let the Commissioner know that when Stoddard Lane is bladed the rocks are sharp, which has caused flat tires on farm equipment.

Jim informed the Commissioners that representatives from the Federal Highway Administrations (FHWA) did an inspection of the frost heaves and the slide areas on the Pioneer Mountain Scenic Byway.  FHWA will try to come up with a solution to the frost heaves and the slide areas.  It is possible that a contract for the repair for the two slide areas will be let this year. The FHWA and Jim agree that at this time the Byway does not need to be crack sealed, so the FWHA will leave the contract open for two years.   There will be a survey crew on the Byway later this month.
Scott informed the Commissioners that the County swept the lower part of the Scenic Byway by McCracken’s cabin because the gravel was bad.

Jim reported that for the TSEP bridge projects the Department of Commerce usually prepares the Environmental Assessment for each project, but it has turned this process over to the counties.  Most of the work has been done through the application process.  Jim is going to meet with the Department of Commerce’s Assistant Attorney to work out details. The Commissioners informed Jim that all three TSEP bridges have been budgeted in this year’s budget.

Jim reported that several weeks ago Planner Rick Hartz and he met with the homeowners of the Timber Butte Subdivision regarding estimating road maintenance costs for an RID. Jim’s pre-estimate for 51 lots is a $6,000 annual payment for 20 years.

Jim has received the preliminary survey for the Anderson Lane Bridge.  

The Planning Grant for TSEP has been received.  An RFP for engineering services will be advertised for three weeks; the bids will be opened August 29, 2011.

Last week Jim attended a FEMA and DES on benefit cost analysis software.  The workshop was very informative. 

Action on the Preliminary Plat of the West View 2 Subdivision:

Barry Benson, Developers Paul Rebich and Bev Butler, and County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting.  Prior to this meeting the Commissioners received copies of the Staff Report and Planning Board Recommendations.

In September of 2010, the Final Plat of the 5-lot West View Minor Subdivision was approved by the Beaverhead County Commissioners.  Lot 1 (18.58 acres at the time of filing) of that subdivision was boundary adjusted with adjoining lands owned by Rebich and Sons Livestock (COS 1648 BA) in May 2011 increasing the size to 20.77 acres. 

This proposal will divide this Lot 1B into 5-lots ranging in size from 1.18 to 2.29 acres, and a 12.83 acre lot.  Proposed covenant language will prohibit the further subdivision of any of lots in the West View 2 Subdivision, as well as West View Minor Subdivision. 

This proposed subdivision is located in Section 10, Township 8 South, Range 9 West adjacent to Eliason Lane approximately 4.5 miles south of Dillon.  Existing land use in the immediate area is a mixture of agriculture and residential homesites.   As noted in the staff report for the West View Minor Subdivision, there are approximately fifteen (15) existing residences within a mile of this proposal as well as a number of platted parcels that have yet to be built on.

The owners of record are Canyon Land Co. LLC, Paul Rebich, manager.

(Standard Conditions)

1.       The Montana Department of Environmental Quality will need to review and approve this proposal for drinking water, sanitation and storm drainage prior to final plat approval. Beaverhead County septic permit must be obtained prior to any new construction requiring sanitation on these lots.

3.		At the time of occupancy, the entrance to these lots shall be clearly marked with an address sign that complies with the Beaverhead County addressing ordinance.

4.		Certification by a licensed title abstractor showing the names of any lien holders or claimants of record against the land and the written consent to the subdivision from lien holders or claimants of record against the land.

5.		Any and all adopted State and County requirements and standards, which apply to the proposed subdivision, shall be met, unless otherwise waived for cause by the governing body.

6.		The final plat shall be submitted to the County Planner by the developer with the appropriate review fee to ensure compliance with all conditions prior to the approval by the County Commission and recording by the Clerk and Recorder.

	7.		The owners, heirs, successors, purchasers, and subsequent landowners waive the right to protest the creation of a Special Improvements District or Rural Special Improvements District to provide road improvements to Eliason or Carrigan Lanes.  This waiver is binding, and will run with the lands included in the subdivision and will be clearly stated on the face of the final plat. 

8. D.E.Q approval drainfield and well locations shall be staked on each lot at the time of sale to avoid confusion during septic permitting and home-site construction.

(Site-Specific Conditions)

9. At the time of occupancy, access driveways need to meet county subdivision driveway construction standards for width, material and culverts.  
10. The final covenants will need to be included in the final filing packet.

11. Prior to occupancy of any lot, the new road sign for West View Road (the primary access road) will be installed following the procedure in the Subdivision Development New Road sign Policy-Resolution #2007-18.

12. Prior to completion of the emergency access road, an approach permit for the Eliason Lane entrance shall be issued by the Beaverhead County Road Department and any conditions of the permit must be met. 

13. The subdivision access road and emergency access road shall be constructed to subdivision road design standards and certified by a professional engineer that the roads have been built to these standards. 
	
14. If road construction activity will result in the disturbance of one-acre of total land or greater, a General Permit for Storm Water Discharge Associated with Construction Activity will need to be obtained from D.E.Q. and filed with the final plat documents. 

15. Storm water ditches, berms, detention basins, drainage swales etc. that are required as part of the D.E.Q. storm water approval will be installed or constructed prior to final plat approval.  Any of these facilities on the individual lots will be constructed at the time of septic permitting.

Added by Planning Board

16. Final covenant language for #6-S:  Animals shall define permitted 4-H projects by specifically excluding cattle, horses, sheep, pigs, goats, and llamas for (at a minimum) lots 7-10.

17. Prior to the filing of the Final Plat of the West View 2 Subdivision; Eliason Lane will be improved to Beaverhead County Road Standards from Carrigan Lane to its junction with this subdivision’s primary access road, if an agreement between Beaverhead County and the developer of the Hidden Meadows Major Subdivision that satisfies condition #21 of that subdivision’s conditions of approval has not been finalized. 

Commissioner McGinley stated he believes that Condition #9 and #13 should be changed as follows:

#9 	At the time of occupancy, access driveways need to meet county subdivision driveway construction standards for width, material and culverts. 

   #13	Prior to the filing of the Final Plat, the subdivision access road and emergency access road shall be constructed to subdivision road design standards and certified by a professional engineer that the roads have been built to these standards. 

Paul elaborated on Condition #16.  He will have his attorney refine the covenants regarding large animals.

Barry Benson asked Paul if noise could be limited to 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. Paul stated that he would try to accommodate his request, unless there is a deadline that Paul has to meet.  Paul will also talk to the builder about this timeframe for construction noise.  Paul informed Barry that he cannot speak for other owners that hire constrictors. Paul will do his best to try to be a good neighbor. Commissioner McGinley mentioned the Right to Farm Ordinance.  Mr. Benson said he was just referring to construction noise.  Mr. Benson does not want this request to be part of the Subdivision’s conditions.

Gravel sources for the reconstruction of Eliason Lane were discussed.  Paul stated that if each gravel site was kept below 10,000 yards they would not have to be permitted through the state.  There will be a separate agreement between the County and Paul for the gravel.  Paul will have to abide by the floodplain regulations and permit rules.
Chairman Haugland called for motions.

MOTION:	Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the above mentioned amendments be made to Conditions #9 and #13.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

MOTION:	Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the Preliminary Plat of the West View 2 Subdivision be conditionally approved. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Budget Discussion:

Various aspects of the budgets were discussed.

Lunch Recess:

Chairman Haugland recessed the meeting at 12:00 noon for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner McGinley and Commissioner Rice present.  

Old Business/Other Topics of Discussion:
