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August 2, 2010, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, August 2, 2010 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Mike McGinley, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Tom Rice, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the July 26, 2010 meeting were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland   moved and Commissioner Rice   seconded that the minutes of the July 26, 2010 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Updates on County Projects:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer and Road Department Secretary Jamie Flynn joined the meeting.

The following Road Report for July 24 - 31, 2010 was submitted:

DILLON AREA

· Bladed on Taylor Creek and Bannack Bench Roads.

· Bladed, watered and applied dust abatement on the following roads:  Lemhi Pass and Bloody Dick Road.

· Hauled gravel on Taylor Creek and Bannack Bench Roads.

· Mowed on the following roads and lanes:  Blacktail, Buster Brown, Carrigan and Old Armstead.

· Road checked the Horse Prairie, Grasshopper and Dillon area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Bladed, watered and applied dust abatement on the following roads:  Big Sheep Creek, South Valley, Sage Creek, Lima and Dell.

· Bladed on the following:  Medicine Lodge, Cabin Creek and Oregon Shortline.

· Road checked the Dell, Lima and South Valley area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Bladed on the following roads:  Lower Bender Creek, Upper North Fork, Lower North Fork and Lower Mussigbrod Creek.

· Road checked all Jackson and Wisdom area roads.
· Equipment service and repair.  
Mike reported that there is some work still left to do on the midway project at the Fairgrounds.  L.S. RediMix is giving the County a cement drain block for this project.  Mike explained where and how this drain would be installed.

Commissioner Rice informed Mike that the 4-H Council is going to install an awning by the 4-H Building and asked if the County could installed some guardrail posts to keep vehicles from hitting the awning.  Commissioner Haugland volunteered to dig the holes and the County will provide the posts.





Next week work will be started on the Upper North Fork Road Bridge.  A   pipe at Craver Creek    on Medicine Lodge Road will be installed and several spots in the road will be fixed. 

Jamie is sending to The Dillon Tribune and to the local radio station a press release to            notifying the public that the bridge on the Upper North Fork Road will be closed for two weeks.  Two road personnel will stay at the Nez Pierce Motel while they are working on the bridge.

Stone Creek Road will be magchlorided tomorrow and the mowing of road shoulders will be completed.  Sometime this week Mike will talk with John Peck about Trapper Creek Road.

Mike would like to meet with Tom Waldorf, a resident of Fern Lane, and a Commissioner regarding the Fern Lane gravelling project and exactly what the County will be doing on this road.

The magchloriding of Twin Lakes Road and Minor Lake Road will be put on next year’s schedule.  The County will measure to find out how much magchloride will be needed.  A copy of the 2008-magchloriding costs will be sent to the Duffner’s.  Brundage Lane will be bladed.

Commissioner Haugland told Mike that the residents on Old Canyon Road have requested a 20 mph speed limit sign to be installed on the lower end of the Road.  Mike will take care of this matter.

Mike asked that money be used for crushing gravel in the Birch Creek area instead of the Lima area.

Commissioner Haugland informed the Commissioners that last week the Wisdom Sewer District Board voted unanimously to request that the County take over the collection of the fees for the District.  Discussion ensued. Board Chairman Larry Laknar will be looking into this matter.  

County Engineer Jim Carpita joined the meeting.  County Attorney Jed Fitch and Jim wrote a construction agreement between K.B. Construction and the County for the parking lot paving project.

Jim has been unable to make contact with the Company that he was going to have bore the grandstands.  Jim will contact Forest Service Engineer Dick Judge to see if he has an auger that Jim can borrow so that he can do the boring himself.  Jim will drill a minimum sized holes and he is when done he will insert a dowels into the holes.

Jim reported that Alden Cashmore of Devers’ Construction contacted him Saturday regarding child labor laws. Jim has copied the MCA codes to give them to Alden.  Devers and Coleman have worked out the overtime issues, so Devers is back to work.

Jim will find out if the letter for the Eliason Lane project has been mailed out.

Action on Resolution 2010-26 - For Indemnification and Hold Harmless Agreement of Grasshopper Valley Fire District #4, and Grasshopper Valley Volunteer Fire Department by the Board of Commissioners of Beaverhead County:

The Commissioners reviewed that abovementioned resolution and the following motion was made:

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that Resolution 2010-26 - For Indemnification and Hold Harmless Agreement of Grasshopper Valley Fire District #4, and Grasshopper Valley Volunteer Fire Department by the Board of Commissioners of Beaverhead County be adopted.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

The Resolution is as follows:  
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Allocation of Title I, Title II, and Title III Funds:
The Commissioners discussed the allocation of Title I, Title II, and Title III Funds.  Last year the allocation was 85% to Title I – SRS monies; 8% to Title II RAC monies; and 7% to Title III – Firewise monies.

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that the funds be allocated as follows: 85% to Title I – SRS monies; 8% to Title II RAC monies; and 7% to Title III – Firewise monies. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Scott Marsh joined the meeting to discuss the allocation of funds to the firewise projects. 

Discussion/Action on Museum Board of Trustees’ Recommendation for Executive Director:

Museum Board Chairman Donna Jones and Vice-chairman Charlene Loge joined the meeting.

Previous to this meeting each Commissioner was given a packet of information regarding the Board’s process of choosing and its recommendation for an Executive Director. The Board recommends that Interim Executive Director Lynn Giles be given the permanent position.  Commissioner Haugland stated that the Board was split on its recommendation and that he has received a request that the entire process be redone and that the Board be made to make a unanimous decision.  One candidate received a 3 to 2 vote and the other candidate was in the minority.  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner Rice seconded that contingent upon a criminal background check Lynn Giles be hired as the permanent Museum Executive Director.  

This position would be three days a week with Lynn working Mondays, Thursdays, and Fridays. Charlene stated that it would be good to keep the hours open ended so that the Board could ask her to work more hours if and when needed. The Commissioner agreed that the Board should be in control of the work hours. Further discussion ensued.

Chairman McGinley called for the vote.

A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.  

The Commissioners reviewed the Museum’s budget with Donna and Charlene.

Lunch Recess:
Chairman McGinley recessed the meeting at 11:45 a.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. Commissioner Rice reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Haugland present.  Chairman McGinley was on a conference call regarding the Montana Interoperability Project.

Preliminary Budgets:

No elected officials or department heads came to review the preliminary budgets.

Old Business/Other Topics of Discussion:

There was no old business to discuss.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the July 25 - 31, 2010 invoices for a total of $102,248.08. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.

Public Comments on Subjects Under County Jurisdiction:

No public comments were received.

News Media:

Commissioner Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.

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RESOLUTION FOR INDEMNIFICATION AND HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT OF
GRASSHOPPER VALLEY FIRE DISTRICT #4, AND
GRASSHOPPER VALLEY VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENT
BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF BEAVERHEAD COUNTY

WHEREAS, the Grasshopper Valley Volunteer Fire Department is a volunteer non-profit group of
firefighters, who fight structure and wildland fires on behalf of the Grasshopper Valley Fire District
#4, which s 2 fire district formed in adherence with the statutes of the State of Montana, as a fire
district within Beaverhead County; and

'WHEREAS, the Grasshopper Valley Volunteer Fire Department has agreed to sponsor a hill
climb car event with the Northwest Hill Climb Association, to be held September 11 & 12, 2010,
on a stretch of road owned by Beaverhead County, known as the Pioneer Mountains Scenic
Byway, between Hwy 278, and Hwy 43; and

WHEREAS, Beaverhead County and the Northwest Hillulimb Associalion have entered into a
Hold Harmless Agreement, including a Release of liability, in which the Northwest Hillclimb and

Valley Volunteer Fire Department, against any action arising out of an occurrence related to the
Hillclimb car event,
