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August 3, 2009, Regular Session of the County Commissioners

The Board of Commissioners, in and for Beaverhead County, Montana, met in session on Monday, August 3, 2009 at 9:30 a.m.  Present: Chairman Tom Rice, Commissioner Garth Haugland, Commissioner Mike McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz.  

Minutes:

The minutes of the July 27 and 29, 2009 meetings were read and the following motion was made:  

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that the minutes of the July 27, 2009 meeting be approve with changes and the minutes of the July 29, 2009 meeting be approved.  A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Report on Update:

Road Supervisor Mike Shafer, County Engineer Jim Carpita, and Road Department Secretary Jamie Hoklin joined the meeting.

The Road Department Report for July 26 – August 1, 2009 was submitted:

DILLON AREA

· Bladed on Brenner Lane.

· Re-decked Little Lake Creek Bridge.

· Hauled gravel and repaired Ten Mile Road after storm.

· Reconstructed a road for a cattleguard at Birch Creek and Apex.

· Removed an old cattleguard at Birch Creek and Apex.

· Removed vandalized signs on the Schoolhouse Road and Birch Creek Road intersection. 

· Removed a vandalized chevron sign at Pioneer Drive.

· Mowed on Carrigan Lane.

· Sprayed willows on the following roads and lanes:  Kidd, Ashbough, Bimat, Steel Bridge, Big Sheep Creek and Lima Dam.

· Road checked Dillon, Glen and Horse Prairie area roads. 

· Equipment service and repair.

LIMA AREA

· Bladed and rock raked on Elk Lake and South Valley Roads.

· Bladed on the following roads and lanes:  Big Sheep Creek, Kidd and the lower part of Sage Creek.

· Moved equipment from Dillon to Lima.

· Road checked Lima, Dell and South Valley area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.

WISDOM AREA 

· Bladed on Rock Creek Road.

· Re-decked Little Lake Creek Bridge.

· Road checked Jackson and Wisdom area roads.

· Equipment service and repair.  
The following items were discussed:

· Jamie will submit the amount of the County’s match for the Governor Creek Bridge project to Commissioner McGinley.

· Sometime this week the County will start removing 200 yards of rock from Wally Zobell’s property for the Governor Creek Bridge Project.  To reclaim the site the County will replace the topsoil and will use Beaverhead Pasture mix for reseeding.  Gravel from the Hirschy pit will also be used for this project.  Mike will keep track of all his time he spends on the Governor Creek Project because it can be used as in-kind match.

· Jim will also keep track of the time he spends on grant projects.  Mike offered Jim one of the road trucks for his use.

· The crew will be fixing the Decker / Corinne Trail Bridge this week.

· Mike will get a contractor’s estimated for the replacement of the second bridge over Horse Prairie Creek.  Rock will be hauled from Polaris for this project.

· Engineer Bill Lloyd from Great West Engineering wants to know which bridge; the Nissan Lane Bridge, the Frying Pan Bridge or the Carrigan Lane Bridge will be constructed first.  Chairman Rice will call the East Bench Irrigation District to find out historically which canal water is turned off first.

· The re-decking of the Little Lake Creek Bridge has been completed.  The pipe above the bridge will be replaced.

· Either this Thursday or the Friday the big pipe in the Lower North Fork Road will be replaced.

· On Thursday Jim and Mike will be meeting with Vigilante Electric representatives regarding the proposed buried power line along the Scenic Byway.

· There was discussion about union dues and wages for temporary Road Department employees. If Lonny Rand’s position is to become permanent, the position will have to be advertised.  Road employees Walker and Bernard are temporary seasonal employees.

· The shoulders of roads will be mowed in the next few days.

· A call has been received about the Cold Springs Road.  This road is a County road and is bladed once every year or every other year.

· Mike will talk to Kelly Rowe about the County purchasing all of the gravel stored on the Dutchman Springs Subdivision.  This gravel will be used on Anderson Lane this winter.

· There is still some crushed gravel at Barretts that the County is paying $500 per year for storage.  Mike hopes to use all of this gravel soon.

· Narrow sections of the Centennial Road will be widened this fall.

· Jamie will apply for a duplicate title for the 1974 Maverick trailer at Wisdom.

Jim informed the Commissioners that Morrison and Maierle’s original estimate for construction inspection services was $22,079.   Jim will be doing the weekly inspections thus eliminated 70 hours from Morrison and Maierle’s estimate.  The cost will now be $17,039.

Jim has received drawings from Peccia and Associates for the taxiway revision at the Dillon Airport.

Sheriff’s Office Update:
The Sheriff was unable to make his appointment.

Old Business / Other Topics of Discussion:

GIS Coordinator Scott Marsh joined the meeting to discuss payment of maintenance costs for the suburban and the other County vehicles that several offices use.  Options were discussed.  The Commissioners decided that maintenance for the County owned vehicles that other offices use will be taken out of Fund 440.  If there is money left in the other offices budgets at the end of the fiscal year some of it will be transferred into this fund.

Appointment to the 911 Board:

George Bradley has resigned from the 911 Board and Russ Kluesner said that he would accept an appointment to this Board.

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Chairman Rice seconded that Russ Kluesner be appointed to the 911 Board. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











Appointment to Beaverhead City County Health Board:
Health Officer Dr. Burke Hansen’s term on the Health Board has expired and the following motion was made:

MOTION:
Commissioner Haugland moved and Commissioner McGinley seconded that Dr. Burke Hansen be reappointed to the Health Board with his term to expire June 30, 2012. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.











Lunch Recess:
Chairman Rice recessed the meeting at 11:45 a.m. for the lunch break and at 1:30 p.m. he reconvened the meeting with Commissioner Haugland, Commissioner McGinley, and Secretary Patti Odasz present.  

County Attorney’s Office Update:

County Attorney Jed Fitch joined the meeting and asked that the meeting be closed so that litigation strategies could be discussed. Chairman Rice closed the meeting.  After the discussion of varies litigation strategies were completed, Chairman Rice reopened the meeting.

Chairman Rice asked Jed to write a letter to a landowner(s) who have constructed a jackleg fence adjacent to Beaverhead Lane, but with one leg of each jackfence in the Lane itself.  Jed will call Road Supervisor Mike Shafer to obtain the name(s).

Old Business/Other Topics of discussion:

Dillon Tribune reporter Barbara Bauerle joined the meeting and discussed with the Commissioners Senator Tester’s proposed Jobs and Recreation Act.

Steve Jennings joined the meeting to discuss the regulations for firewood gathering.  Steve has talked to Mike Oliver from Forest Service Region 1 and neither the 2001 OHV rules nor the Record of Decision have a 30-foot specification for off the road firewood gathering.  Further discussion.  

Senator Tester’s bill was discussed.

Due to the fact that the Writ of Mandamus has been denied and that the case is ongoing in District Court, the following motion was made:

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley moved and Commissioner Haugland seconded that Larry Volkening be designated to the City of Dillon as the County’s representative to the City Planning Board. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.












At this time the Commissioners discussed the election of Secured Rural School (SRS) Funds and the following motion was made:

MOTION:
Commissioner McGinley and Commissioner Haugland seconded that County elect to put 85% of the SRS Funds to Title I, 8% to Title II, and 7% to Title III. A verbal vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.
News Media:

Chairman Rice went over the day’s business with the news media.

Payment of Invoices:

The Commissioners reviewed and approved the July 26 – August 1, 2009 invoices for a total of $80,150.91. The Invoice Payment Schedule is located in the Financial Administrator’s Office.
